Operations should be launched with a clear purpose and objective.

On that point, the General Staff praised Operation Schrecken und Ehrfurcht
(“Shock and Awe”) as a plan that embodied these ideals. Two major generals,
Zettour and Rudersdorf, had drafted it.

The intentions of their proposal were plain and unambiguous.

By conducting radical but straightforward attacks that directly targeted
enemy headquarters, it would be possible to knock out the opposing forces’
chain of command, ultimately leading to the collapse of the enemy’s lines.

That was it. One unit would be dispatched to complete one objective; it
possessed the simple logic of two plus two equals four.

The reasoning behind it was obvious. A decapitated army cannot wage war.

Even a student at the academy would be able to grasp the intent
immediately. After all, the strategy amounted to slicing off the enemy’s head—
neutralizing the command capabilities that were critical for a modern army.

However, the nature of the plan caused various staffers to raise serious
doubts from the very beginning.

Naturally, the headquarters were considered incredibly important. Any army
would establish their field command in friendly territory far beyond the reach of
their enemies.

Common sense dictated that the Republic’s headquarters on the Rhine front
would be heavily defended. This foregone conclusion was confirmed with a
reconnaissance in force at the cost of a great many lives.

Unless they could find a way past the enemy’s dense interception screen and
deal with any forces scrambled for defense, there was little hope of success.



The majority of the General Staff had taken that into account and judged that if
they were wholly prepared to dispassionately sustain losses in order to achieve
a breakthrough, they would lose an entire brigade of aerial mages in the
process.

So when the aim and execution of Operation Schrecken und Ehrfurcht were
revealed, many staffers thought that anyone who would give such orders had to
be crazy. There were even those who openly opposed the operation, claiming it
was a joke that would accomplish nothing but recklessly send soldiers to their
deaths.

Of course, none of the realists on staff objected to the operation’s intended
purpose. If it was possible to destroy the enemy chain of command by
penetrating their lines and storming their headquarters, it didn’t matter what
sacrifices needed to be made. Assuming a reasonable chance of success, any
number of casualties was acceptable.

Despite the appeal of undertaking bold ventures with no regard for the price,
the staffers rejected the proposal due to the slim chances involved. Wagering
their valuable troops on an operation with such a small probability of success
was an unthinkable outrage under ordinary circumstances.

If chances were good, then sure, some losses could be ignored. Did it matter
how high the returns would be if the likelihood of victory was impossibly low?
Was this the operation they were pinning the success of the breakthrough on?
If that was truly the case, every officer would have been forced to bitterly admit
that they were done for.

Deep down, most officers on the General Staff privately believed that if it
were possible to strike at the enemy headquarters directly, the Rhine front
wouldn’t have become a stalemate in the first place.

Such a meritless plan would normally be tossed in the waste bin and
forgotten...but this particular proposal was drafted and jointly signed by none
other than the generals Zettour and Rudersdorf.

At first, the staff were puzzled when they realized the two authorities on
large-scale maneuver warfare seemed to be proposing the operation as a
practical move. They reluctantly reviewed the document, and only upon an



intensive reading did it dawn on them that the absurd plan was worthy of
serious consideration.

In the end, loath as the other staffers were to admit it...they begrudgingly
acknowledged that the operation might be possible. It all depended on
committing the veteran 203rd Aerial Mage Battalion led by Major Tanya von
Degurechaff, whose alias was in the process of shifting from the elegant “White
Silver” to the more awe-striking and fearsome “Rusted Silver.” They would also
require supplemental acceleration devices that allowed the user to climb to
altitudes where interception was impossible and gave them the speed to outrun
any pursuers.

On paper, at least, the specs of the supplemental acceleration device,
combined with the unit’s accumulated achievements, made the proposal
attractive enough to warrant discussion.

But even with all those cards assembled, the planners still hesitated—Zettour
and Rudersdorf were suggesting, of all things, to dovetail Schrecken und
Ehrfurcht (“Shock and Awe”) with their next major plan, Operation Lock Pick.
Claiming that there was no hope of pulling off Operation Lock Pick without the
success of Operation Schrecken und Ehrfurcht invited particularly intense
debate.

It was no small dispute. After all, having made their wager on Operation Lock
Pick, the General Staff had already crossed the dangerous bridge of
withdrawing troops from the Rhine front, a move that would normally be
unthinkable. They were long past the Rubicon. It wasn’t easy for them to
maintain composure while listening to claims that their initial wager was now at
the mercy of this gamble of an operation.

A fountain of objections erupted internally, and the debates that raged both
in and out of conference rooms split the General Staff right in half.

It might be a quixotic one-way charge, but the Republican Army would need
to seriously take into account the threat of a capable aerial mage unit
conducting a raid ever after, and that was huge.

They could expect this result even if the attack failed. In other words, if the
Imperial Army carried out just a single decapitation strike, the Republicans
would have to be constantly on guard against another. They would have to
station more of their precious few forces in the rear to guard the critical Rhine
front headquarters.

It was a reasonable interpretation of the situation. Even in the sense of
“trying is better than not,” making a real effort didn’t seem like a poor idea,
either. At the very least, they would tie up additional enemy troops in the rear.

Some of the officers even added another thought in the back of their minds:
Major von Degurechaff might actually be able to wring out even better results.

That said, no one could deny it was a risky operation. At worst, they would be
sending their elite troops on a futile mission and could lose every single one. Of
course, even if the attack force was wiped out, the threat would remain. It was
a steep price to pay for a threat, though.

On top of that, the unit they planned to send in was the irreplaceable pet
project that the General Staff kept close at hand—a quick response unit with a
wealth of combat experience.

The 203rd Aerial Mage Battalion had been initially formed as an experiment,
but it was currently serving as the General Staff’s proverbial workhorse,
consistently surpassing expectations on every battlefield. Its less flashy but
nevertheless vital contributions in the field of testing new tactics and assessing
new weapons couldn’t be ignored, either.

No, | would even venture to call it thoroughly rational. After all, committing
significant forces to defend an important base in the rear while allotting troops
to the front lines is an exceptional workload.

This goes without saying, but the fact that the Republican forces will have to
implement countermeasures for the future, even if we literally deal no damage
at all to their headquarters, means we can already expect the attack to have
considerable effect.

Any soldier who hears their headquarters has come under attack would
anticipate the coming trouble and bury their head in their hands.

Which is why Tanya’s unit visiting from the Empire will politely knock on the
door first.

The plan is to detach from the V-1s, full of hydrazine and boron additives,
then use them as door knockers to land the first blow.

Rocket shells traveling faster than sound will crash into their respective
targets. It goes without saying that they carry quite a lot of energy with them.
Our scientists have guaranteed that these are the best door knockers in all of
human history; they’ll jolt you awake no matter how deep your subterranean
bunker is.

I’m sure our visit will be very surprising, what with us knocking so hard, but
this is a gentlemanly two-part operation where our mage detachment will carry
out our attack afterward.

In other words, whoever thought up this plan is awfully wicked. That’s the
best praise anyone can give an officer on the General Staff.

But as one of the people strapped to a rocket filled with doom, | want to cry.
We don’t even need to take fire like a one-shot lighter—an external explosion
would be enough to do us in.

Though this situation is spinning out of control, Major Tanya von Degurechaff
sadly swallows her sighs and complaints as she reminds herself that she must
push forward with her duty. I’'m currently a soldier, which means | must fulfill
my military obligations. And in these modern times, a well-disciplined unit is not
allowed to be late.

To console herself, Tanya muses, At least if history makes a note of this, it
should also mention atheism on the battlefield. This is a great chance for me to
carve my beliefs into the history books.

If there’s a chance to leave behind words that disparage God, then Tanya has
no choice but to perform some outrageous promotional stunts today.

After all, there’s no such thing as bad PR. Well, | guess the difference here is
that instead of message boards lighting up in a flame war, it’ll be organic matter
going up in literal flames. Even if the varieties of flames are different, they
achieve the same effect, so maybe | don’t have to worry about it too much.

Time for work. Tanya checks the time and reviews her plans.

“Splendid. All units, confirm that strike preparations are complete.”

It’s rare for war—or anything, really—to go according to plan, but it’s far from
impossible. If precautions are carefully taken ahead of time, the environment is
forgiving, and inefficiency and recklessness are abhorred, then it can happen.

Isn’t that spectacular? Hooray for efficiency! That’s what I’m talking about.

“01 to all units. Transition into phase seven. | say again, transition into phase
seven.” Upon receiving confirmation from her men that preparations are
complete, Tanya shifts to the next stage.

The moment she gives the signal, the members of the company separate from
their V-1s and eject.

“09, roger! Can | take two platoons?”
“01, sure. 07, 12, come with me.”
“04 to 09. Form up in Schwarm.”

“02 to 01. We’re in Schwarm, too.”

Satisfied with the swift assembly of the platoons, yet irritated at the poor V-1
impact results, Tanya finds herself a bit frustrated.

Her unit is in fine shape. They infiltrated enemy territory with no casualties
and no organizational mishaps. It must be true that efficiency improves people’s
mood. Seeing a group that can capably carry out orders is a joy. The problem is
the high likelihood that we haven’t caused the chaos that this attack was
predicated on.

My company may be in good form, but we aren’t supposed to be going up
against an enemy command post with its secure defenses intact.

“Be ready for the assault. I'll go after the ammo dump, but do everything else
according to the plan.”

“How should we divide up the objectives?”

“09, you take Band C. I'll do A.”

Resigned to the high potential of taking terrible losses, Tanya chooses to carry
out the raids, as if she has any other choice.

According to the data they received beforehand, there are three possible
locations for the main Republican Army headquarters facilities. They were
counting on the chaos for a chance to identify their target properly—a V-1 was
supposed to have blown up the Republican Rhine Army Group’s ammunition
dump.

Better luck next time,” then, huh? Oh, well. It’s a waste, but our orders are
to blow this place up. Let’s blast it.”

“Understood. Then just in case, I'll stand guard.”

“Okay, Lieutenant Serebryakov. Let Lieutenant Weiss know that this one was
a dud, so it won’t do anything to help him. We're getting this over with and
heading to the next objective.”

“Roger.”



“All right, I'll secure our retreat... Hold up, a mana signal?!”

At that moment, Tanya’s guard could be described as out of focus—a rare
occurrence. The situation was entirely different from the harsh battle of fierce
resistance she had been expecting. Contrary to Tanya’s fears that the enemy
was using every available second to prepare themselves, taking care of the
guards was such a leisurely endeavor that it threw off her instincts. That was
why despite being keenly farseeing, she missed what was right under her nose.

At that moment, Tanya is caught off guard.

Suddenly the wall opens, someone leaps out, and once her brain processes
this information, she makes her call right there.

Then, the instant the enemy casts a
hostile look her way, she responds with nearly mechanical precision.

She slams interference formulas into her bullets and fires immediately. Her
submachine gun bangs out the results in a battle to subdue the room.

Luckily, the enemy mage who popped out, anticipating an advantage with the
element of surprise, is only putting up a weak protective film. That’s why
Tanya’s able to get past it with just 9 mm rounds and penetration formulas,
sinking multiple shots into the defenseless human’s flesh and easily rendering
her target helpless.

“Engage! Clear the room!”

The other three promptly take up their guns against the enemy mage who has
lurched forward and collapsed from the shock of the gunshots.

Even Tanya gasps when she looks into the endless-seeming tunnel. A muzzle
light can’t even reach the bottom.

The stairway goes unusually deep. Even if this building suffered a direct hit in
a bombing or shelling, this basement would probably go unscathed. It might
even be able to withstand 280 mm railway gun shells. And from the way the
entrance is hidden, it seems like they really took a lot of care when constructing
it.

This gives us a major advantage. It goes without saying that whether you get
to make the first move or not will affect the outcome in a big way. In any
competition—in the struggle for survival as well, not only war—the one who
messes up should get screwed. Surely that’s a law of nature.

“Maybe we’re onto something after all, Lieutenant.”

“But it doesn’t really seem like...” Lieutenant Serebryakov swallows what was
probably the words an ammunition dump, but she’s right.

Of course, Tanya has zero intention of declaring this place an ammunition
dump, herself, so she nods. “Yes, but it is something. Otherwise, why would
they have gone to the trouble of concealing it so well? Hey, how’s the
directional mic? Can you hear anything?”

| have to be prepared for the worst-case scenario: a group of mages resigned
to their deaths, unleashing huge formulas and wiping out my teammates and
me as well. Diving into a subterranean nest of enemy mages for a fight in an
enclosed space is a total nightmare.

But—there Tanya has a strange feeling—it can’t be. But when she triple-
checks, sure enough, she detects almost no mana signal. Of course, it’s possible
they’re just too far down to pick up, but...

“Lieutenant, I’'m not getting any mana signals. Are you?”
“No, ma’am.”
She even has Lieutenant Serebryakov check, but the result is the same.

...Does this mean that they aren’t prepped for a rapid response? Or could it be
the place is packed with non-magic personnel only? Either way, it seems fine to
conclude that there aren’t any mages with defensive shells and protective films

Which means...we can take it exceedingly easy. There’s even a move that is
usually ineffective on mages that would work great in this situation.

Their talents
still don’t enable them to shield themselves against poison before realizing it’s
there.

“..I'd like to take prisoners, but we don’t have time. We have no choice.
Eliminate them.”

“We’re going to charge?”

“Oh, right, you weren’t in Norden. There’s a bit of a technique we can use. It’s
pretty handy to know, so I'll teach you,” Tanya says in a low voice, giving her
promising subordinate a bit of advice with a smile, like a good boss. “Listen,
Lieutenant. Carbon monoxide is quite effective in closed spaces like this. Or, if
you’re prioritizing speed, make hydrogen and throw a match into it.”

“...But is just a simple explosion enough to...? Oh, the oxygen?”

“Exactly. Oxygen reacts more readily than you would think. You really need to
be careful not to asphyxiate in an enclosed, underground environment like
this.”

Being underground means all the oxygen in the space burns up in a single
explosion. People have a surprising tendency to forget about asphyxiation, but
it’s treacherous.

Actually, in an enclosed space, the blast alone is threat enough.

Even if you have multiple escape routes, the explosion and bad air balance
will get you before you can use them. If we create hydrogen first and then
launch a combustion-type explosive vaporization formula, it will rob them of all
their oxygen—perfect. | wasn’t expecting much out of this storehouse, but we
should actually be able to get some halfway decent results.

“We’re going to burn up the oxygen. Ready formulas. On my count.”

We repress the formulas’ manifestation as much as we can while we’re
constructing them. We don’t want to let the enemy notice us. Initiating the
formulas as potentials to the extent possible and casting them at the last
second makes them particularly effective sneak attacks and entails very few
drawbacks.

Of course, | can’t deny it’s a total pain to cast like that, and for that reason,
it’s not a technique used very often in actual combat. Initiating formulas the



usual way is much preferred, considering the time and effort required to
repress them.

But the technique is stealthy and thus optimal for sneak attacks. It’s a shame
it doesn’t get used much during encounter battles or high-maneuver warfare
due to the effort involved; even mages find it extremely difficult to protect
against formulas that manifest only just prior to taking effect.

In any case, mages at a location in the rear like this probably only have
textbook-level coping skills. | can’t imagine they’re proficient in countering the
sly attack methods found in trench and unconventional war.

“Three, two, one, now!”
She casts and projects her formula in time with her shout.

As veterans trained for high-maneuver warfare, rapid firing and quick casting
are the 203rd Aerial Mage Battalion’s specialties.

The prime minister and everyone else indicated that since they knew the
outcome of the war, they could turn to the next issue. To them, the problem
was the shape world order would take once the Empire fell.

“Our friends have borne nearly all the burden. We can’t very well just enjoy
the fruits of their labor. We should help them out a little.”

“We still have the problem of the Federation as well as the loan from the
Unified States. Couldn’t we just take our improved national security situation as
an opportunity to limit military expenditures?”

Some even preemptively celebrated victory, saying it was time to clarify the
Commonwealth’s position and that now was a chance to make an easy profit.

“It’s still a bit too soon for that. Shouldn’t we use our uninvolved position to
arrange the peace talks?”

“I agree. We should order each agency to conduct a preliminary survey about
a peace treaty. We should also have the fleet suggest to the Empire via a



demonstration that unless they reach a swift peace, they’ll make an enemy of

us.

Even the people with fairly grounded opinions talked as if the war would end
soon.

“If we hit them with the Royal Navy? Yes, indeed. Surely even the Empire
would abandon their reckless resistance if it came down to picking a fight with
the world’s strongest maritime force and the world’s most distinguished land
army.”

“Yes, they’re a sickening bunch of rationalists, they are. If they were able to
understand what our intervention would mean, perhaps they would sign a
peace treaty before we even had to join the fight.”

That is laughably optimistic.

At that point, the man finally had no choice but to chime in, and the urge
drove him to his feet.

“Lord Marlborough? Did you have something?”

“Excuse the interruption, Prime Minister, but shouldn’t we try to get our feet
on the ground? | never thought the day would come that | would have to say,
Lauso la mare e tente’n terro (‘Praise the sea, but keep your feet firmly planted
on the ground’) to you gentlemen.”

In truth, the Commonwealth was still a troublesome power. There was no
way to attack them without getting past the Royal Navy they were so proud of.
Of course, the Imperial Navy was ashamed of it, but although it could fight as
well as or better than the Republican Navy, the outcome of a battle against the
Commonwealth’s navy would be a toss-up at best, even if it brought all its
warships to bear on the Commonwealth’s navy—even just the home fleet. If
the Commonwealth pulled ships from its channel fleet or the forces it had
dispatched to other locations, that would be enough to make the Imperial Navy
inferior.

| will not let any Dunkirking happen. It's my duty, for peace and my own
future.

“This is a general message for the entire army. Execute Attack Plan 177. | say
again, execute Attack Plan 177. All units, follow the prescribed procedures and
initiate combat.”

“Fairy 01, the signal’s good. Roger executing 177. We’'ll begin as of this
moment! May the Empire be victorious!”

Having received the order waiting in the airspace from HQ to launch the
operation, Tanya assents in a voice hoarse with determination. This is the usual
Rhine front. The battle is being fought as usual. And crisscrossing around us are
the various “fires” born of humanity’s wisdom.

But today is just a little different. If you listen closely, you can hear the signs.

“Gale 01, the signal’s good. We're prepped for phase two and standing by to
sortie.”

“Schwarz 01, normal signal here. Expect magic jamming. Roger executing 177.
We're taking our prescribed actions now.”

The wireless is perfectly clear. Although the typical noise of any battlefield
interferes, each unit’s reports come in as clear as during an exercise, proof that
the enemy is lacking either the headquarters facilities or electricity to attempt
jamming. Most importantly, the organized intercepting party that should be in
the air to meet them is basically coming after the fact.

And to top it off, the Imperial Army has an enormous advantage in firepower,
able to freely fire all types of shells, not the least of which is the 255 mm. The
Republican Army doesn’t even have enough 78 mm shells for infantry use. So
much iron was invested in the firefight that the maps will need to be redrawn,
and now it has turned into a one-sided massacre carried out by the Imperial
Army.

And the Republican Army’s response is...lacking in cohesion, you could say.
The troops are in utter confusion, and with no unity, it’s hard to even call what
they’re doing a military action. One unit is striking out with their small force to



try to break the encirclement. Elsewhere, another unit has started digging a
trench to prepare a defense, and yet another unit is looking to the sea for an
escape route and advancing on the port facilities. They’'ve thought of every
possible solution, and since the structure of their army has disintegrated,
they’re trying them all at once.

The chaos of the decapitated Republican Army is hard to watch—it’s just so
pitiful. Meanwhile, the actions of the structurally sound Imperial Army can be
praised as a triumph of organization.

First, the imperial troops have already cut off the Republican Army’s supply
lines to the main forces and have them under control, for the most part. No
matter how much they brought with them, these units have been on the Rhine
lines for some time now, so they surely need more.

Just as the Imperial Army was
ready for a counterattack, the Republican Army units were all following their
individual commanders, doing different things.

We're headed for the designated sector.”

The enemy is practically done for if this is all the resistance they can muster.
Normally, there’d be a hail of anti—air fire flying at us, but now they’re only
shooting a handful of shells. Even though visibility is good, the rate of fire is so
sad it can’t even be called “sporadic.” Apparently, they’re really that low on
ammunition.

It was so simple. | can’t believe how easy it was to enter this airspace.

It’s an awfully meager welcome. | almost want to ask if this is the same
Republican Army we were fighting not so long ago.

There should be mages or fighter planes to intercept us, but there’s nothing.
Thanks to that, our anti-surface strikes are as successful as they are during
exercises. It’s a simple attack mission, just pummeling stationary targets with
interference formulas from the sky.

It’s an easier mission than attending evening work functions.

...Well, back then | was a rank-and-file member, not a commander, so | guess
in that sense it was less pressure.

Anyhow, I’'m not interested in lowering my effectiveness by clinging to the
past, but since we do need to learn from it, looking back can be meaningful.

“Viper 01 to CP. There’s just a little bit of anti—air fire. Damage is negligible.
No obstacle to movement.”

“CP to all units. Multiple mana signals detected in Sector Forty-Two. Watch
out for long-range observation sniping formulas.”

As you might expect, war is easier if you use your head. Sometimes it’s not
only my unit that is blessed with luck but the entire Imperial Army is in a
superior position.

Communication lines to the Viper Battalion in the airspace next door are
clear. Astoundingly, CP actually has a grasp of the broader district and is doing a
brilliant job of finding enemies and analyzing data like they’re supposed to.



Thanks to that, if we’re in trouble we can actually get help from our neighbors,
and the artillery is providing appropriate supporting fire.

These are such basic things. But when the basics actually get done, it makes
war so much easier. Or maybe it’s the reverse? Maybe whether or not you can
get the basics done determines whether you win or lose.

“Fairy 01 to the artillery—it’s urgent. Target: Sector Forty-Two. Requesting
anti-mage suppressive fire.”

A ton of work must go into making these basic things happen, which is why
the willing response to Tanya’s request makes her smile.

Usually, supporting fire is provided only reluctantly, or denied completely
with a bunch of excuses, but today the artillery is already installed since we
lured the enemy over here. Plus, because of the way the sectors are divided,
we’re operating under ideal circumstances where you can get support the
moment you request it. How reassuring it is to have the big guns.

“Artillery, roger. Firing now, please observe impacts.”

“Frontline Control to all batteries, impact confirmed. Looks to be effective. No
calibration necessary. | say again, no calibration necessary.”

Seriously, I'm in love with this level of mastery.
“Fire for effect. | say again, fire for effect.”

The observed area is doused in saturation fire at a large caliber that mages
have a hard time defending against.

If the positions were heavily defended or they had a fortress, they might have
been able to withstand it, but the burden was too big for the individually
constructed defenses to bear.

A saturation bombardment of shells from 120 to 255 mm. And it’s disciplined
fire by artillery with observers.

“Sector Forty-Two confirmed silent!”

If you hit them when they can’t move, even mages will succumb to shells. And
that’s why even though | don’t want to, | fight up in the sky. Compared to the
surface, there’s much less chance of getting shot.



But today, | don’t even have to lament such a passive choice because every
last thing is going smoothly, and we can advance in safety.

Thus, Tanya’s cheeks relax ever further into her smile. Man, efficiency is
wonderful. If we can unilaterally problem solve like this, war starts to feel like a
passable extension of diplomacy.

Granted, | fully agree that war is a waste of resources, so it goes without
saying that we should get it over with quickly.

Sheesh, if the Republic would just surrender already, they could get out of this
without squandering the nation’s human resources. What point is there in
slowly depleting your workforce?

It would be a real waste if they wiped themselves out without even
considering economic rationality. Should | assume that our opponent can
calculate their economic gains and losses and counsel them to surrender?
Resisting an enemy you can’t possibly beat—to the point of annihilation—is
above and beyond a soldier’s duty.

The state is basically telling these cornered troops to die. Shouldn’t there be
some limit to the suppression of human rights? I’'m sure states have their logic,
but there’s no reason individuals should have to sacrifice themselves to it.

At this point, the state is expecting way more of individuals with rights than it
should be able to. A soldier’s duty is to fight. | have no objections to serving for
national defense. But it shouldn’t be anyone’s duty to get obliterated.
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“All first echelons, begin your operations
But this isn’t the sort of situation where you can calmly think things through.

The friendly wireless signal in my ear tells me the operation has entered its
next phase.

Apparently, we don’t have much time to just fly around up here.

We don’t panic, but we do up the pace on our anti-surface attacks. All we’re
doing is busting up defensive firing positions with explosion formulas, but that
will probably be more than enough to frustrate the last holdout of organized
resistance.

Normally, observers face the most enemy interference, but with none of that,
the sky is calm. Considering that over Norden the Entente Alliance mages
managed to give us hell, it’s surprisingly calm.

That’s how truly peaceful it is out here. Aside from the occasional explosion
on the surface sending up smoke, the sky is blue—it’s a fine sunny day.

And as such, it was pitiful how wimpy the normally terrifying anti—air fire was.



Anti—air cannons generally stick out on the surface, but Tanya and the 203rd
Aerial Mage Battalion didn’t spot a single one.

Those Republican numbskulls probably thought installing cannons in their city
would tarnish its beauty. Or maybe they didn’t want to alarm the citizenry by
intimating that the battlefield would come so close. In any case, as far as Tanya
and her unit can tell, the enemy is extremely weak in anti—air fire.

Even flying through, all they spot are a few 40 mm machine guns. There are
none of the terrible 127 mm cannons.

On top of that, there’s no sign of what would usually be the mages’ first
targets, heavy artillery. Actually, the greatest firepower they see on the
battlefield is an outdated field gun. The trickiest to deal with will be the mortars
issued to the infantry. Long story short, the battlefield has relatively little
enemy artillery.

In close-quarter combat, heavy artillery would have too high a chance of
accidental friendly fire; given that the most firepower a foot soldier can use
under those circumstances is the mortars, then that’s what they need to be
careful of... To put it another way, though, that means there’s nothing else to
worry about.

After all, to a mage, that’s not enough firepower to constitute a threat. As
long as they’re in the air, it can’t do much of anything to them.

“Fairy 03 to all units. Be aware of the artillery’s firing lines.”

Actually, grumbles Tanya in her mind, the worst thing that can happen to us
now is being mistaken as the enemy by our own guns. As it stands, the only
thing to do is roll our eyes and trample them.

| don’t want to be blown away by friendly 180 mms. Tanya should be in the
safe zone, but she decides to fly higher just in case.

Her altitude adjustment isn’t enough to cause her to lose sight of movements
on the ground. Luckily, visibility is great; there are hardly any clouds. I'll just
enjoy my view of the imperial mages forged on the Rhine lines firing away at
the Republicans and their 80 mm field guns.

The range of a 180 mm is very different from an 80 mm, so I’'m sure things will



develop in a one-sided way. We have them literally outranged. That should
make this quite easy.

Since we’re on an anti-surface strike mission, not a bombing mission, we’re
heavily armored, which weighs us down a bit, but this is just one of those times
you have to bear it.

To be safe, we assumed the dregs of the Republican Army’s mages would
intercept, so if spotting artillery fire was too dangerous, the plan was to throw a
ton of grenades on the ground troops’ heads and move in for a hand-to-hand
fight.

So we loaded up on potato mashers, but now the artillery is going to handle
the ground forces, so we have no use for them. That said, | can’t cast off
ammunitions bought with the nation’s money just because they’re heavy—
although maybe | could make the excuse that | needed to be lighter in case of
hand-to-hand combat with enemy mages.

Ultimately, since no enemy mages appear, there’s nothing to do but observe
for the artillery carrying all this heavy stuff.

...So did General von Rudersdorf misread the situation?

“Fairy 01 to HQ. We’ve acquired the designated airspace. No resistance. No
enemy mages in sight.”

Yes, the Imperial Army has been advancing smoothly, but if we can really
march right into Parisii with no resistance, something is off.

Well, but there is some resistance. But it’s difficult to understand why they
aren’t gathering all their remaining troops for a mass effort.

Like, we're circling above the enemy capital with good visibility! This isn’t just
unexpected; it’s unbelievable. It's so empty here it would feel more realistic to
suspect we’re getting lured into some kind of trap.

Nothing about this is what you would expect.

Usually, this airspace would be tightly secured. It’s easy for mages to conceal
themselves for an ambush. That’s why we performed recon-in-force on the
Rhine lines, to drag them out of their lair.



Our goal this time in Parisii was to draw the defensive units out by running
attack missions on them, but...strangely, there’s no sign of them anywhere.
Even if there aren’t any conspicuous measures like anti—air cannons, there have
to at least be some mages. That’s what we’re all thinking, and | can hear people
warning about the possibility of an ambush.

If the Republican Army tried to fly over the imperial capital, there would be a
hell of an interception.

We were sure this whole area would be ready to saturate the sky with anti-
mage fire that could penetrate defensive shells and protective films.

The troops accepted that forecast with next to no objections. They’'d learned
on the Rhine lines how stubborn the Republican troops are, so it was only
natural. But here we are with not a single shell coming at us. Unless a majority
of the enemy are believers in passive resistance, they must just not be here.

In that case, it starts to feel like we really took out the Republic, but at the
same time, a total lack of anti—air fire is kind of eerie. Are there a bunch of
characters loyal to their duty holed up somewhere, waiting to blow themselves
up to take us with them?

No, this is their capital. They aren’t so politically blasé that they would blow it
up themselves.

“HQ, roger. Keep observing impacts and stay on your toes.”

But though that may be bothering me, | have to focus on other things right
now. The army wants to avoid urban warfare; they’d rather obliterate the city
before the enemy can hole up in it. | have no objections to that. You could say
they have the right intentions.

Rather than fighting a tricky urban battle and sweeping through each area in
turn to wipe out the enemy, it’'s much easier to surround and annihilate them.
Above all, it’s effective.

But if we take the time to blast the city with our artillery, we risk letting them
escape. Or it's possible that units will drop out of the fight and begin
withdrawing. In that case, someone will have to cut off their retreat in the rear.

Naturally, if there are no other airborne units, the mages will be put in that



role. If we’re unlucky, my unit might be sent on a mission to drop in and attack
them.

Of course, this is much better than being in the trenches.

That said, getting jumped in a city in the middle of enemy territory doesn’t
sound like much fun. It’s obvious that the best would be to not have to do it.

All we can do is pray the artillery gets the enemy movements and terrain
down and does their thing. Well, and | guess we should consider if anti-surface
supporting fire would discourage a retreat.

“Fairy, roger. We’ll be on guard.”

We made it this far without getting Dunkirked. Once we win the war, | should
be able to enjoy the rest of my life. Tanya is extra vigilant precisely because they
are fighting a winning battle.

If you don’t survive until the end, you don’t get to partake in the victory. |
don’t want to get injured during my final missions.

The Imperial Army had breached the defensive lines outside the capital and
entered the urban area, and the report stating as such reached the naval base
at Brest promptly.

Just like insurance, it’s better not to use it, but it’s precisely for times like this
that we have this wild card.

The higher-ups resent her authority because the standard chain of command
is often tangled, but to Tanya, if you think of her unit as a project team, it’s
easier to see how they should be used.

The reason no one but the officer they directly report to can interfere is
because they’re a team doing an important project on special orders from the
CEO. A team like that needs to be given a degree of autonomy. And anyone
given authority to act is expected to use it appropriately. There’s nothing better
than solving a problem with minimal effort.

Medicine shows us that prevention before you get sick makes life easier. And
the best part is that you can save on medical costs. Avoidable waste must be
eliminated.

If you can prevent multiple risks with a single inoculation, it behooves you to
do so. Humans tend to overestimate immediate risks, but it’s equally foolish to
forget terrible long-term risks.

Considering how well it manages costs for society, preventative medicine is
truly wonderful. Momentary pain and certain types of risk can’t be completely
ignored, but obsessing about those things is missing the point. This operation to
have General de Lugo take his leave from the world is quite similar to
preventative medicine. It’s worth doing even if it entails some risk.

We must prevent this plague that would eat away at the Empire. If we don’t
prevent it, the cost to society—the very society that gave Major Tanya von
Degurechaff the authority to act—will be irrecoverable.

But that “safe in the rear” assumption brings with it an interesting
proposition. In an arms race where every moment counts, there aren’t very
many resources available to outfit areas besides the front lines. So would a
place considered safe like Brest be given priority? It’s a very interesting
guestion.

But what if the enemy is counting on using the fleet’s defenses and
firepower? It doesn’t seem strange to expect that Brest Naval Base’s defenses
aren’t much to speak of.



After all, compared to the state of defensive fire at the end of World War I,
these anti—air measures are like peashooters. We'll definitely be able to limit
our amount of wear and tear as long as we don’t drag out the attack. Besides,
the Republican Army isn’t very experienced.

The imperial and Republican fleets have been staring each other down on the
“fleet in being” principle for ages. That is to say, both of them are holed up. Of
course, individual ships have participated in battles here and there, but we can
assume that on a fleet level, they don’t have much experience with fighting
against air or mage forces. Well, it’'s no wonder, given that most of the mage
units from both sides were pitted against one another in the attrition battle on
the Rhine front.

“Given all that, I've determined that the best course of action is to directly
attack Brest Naval Base with V-1s and then board the submarine and attack
once more.

| never imagined a request from him would come in handy. Fate sure is ironic,
but if we can use the V-1s, then problem solved—we’ll be able to attack Brest
Naval Base.

The General Staff received a request from the Technical Arsenal asking for
more combat data and a reassessment of the fine-tuned V-1s. We're the only
unit that has ever used them, so no one should mind if we’re the ones to do the
follow-up test.

The engineers and mechanics are here
to work on the V-1s that were brought over. The V-1s, virtually hijacked from
rear depots using the shield of the Technical Arsenal’s request, are already lined
up on the runway. The engineers move them to the launchers and begin final
checks.

Seeing that preparations to sortie are going smoothly, Degurechaff is able to
look over her troops in satisfaction. It’s great that they were able to get V-1s
outfitted for the larger fuel tanks envisioned for longer flights. And to up their

Other countries with their own agendas added their support.

In this ironic way, the wish for peace didn’t cause the war to abate but only
escalated it.

“It’s the appointed hour.” A young officer announced in a nervous voice that

“Very well. | would like to begin the meeting to consider our plan to end the
fighting on the Republican mainland and in the Entente Alliance, as well as the

conflict with the Commonwealth that will entai
It was a meeting to decide the imperial military’s basic direction.

Naturally, all the most important figures in the General Staff from the chief on
down were there.

The agenda was simple.

They would iron out the conflicting opinions about what the major course of
action in the war should be.

“First, regarding the end of the fighting on the northern front, please see the
documents you’ve been given.”

It’s finally over. Though that wasn’t entirely accurate, it seemed the best way
to describe the dispute in the north where the lines had been suppressed and a
military government was in place.

Finally, the long-awaited good news from the troubles and confusion of the
northern area had come, although they couldn’t deny it was a bit late. Their
opponents had hung on for so long, even after their military and national
strength had been overpowered.

Of course, the fact that they had help from other powers couldn’t be ignored.
Even so, this had cost the Empire an awful lot of time and effort.

For that reason, the faces of the generals in attendance looked far from
happy.

But they judged those thoughts to be sentimental and did not indulge them.
Their job was to receive and approve the reports after the fact, but they were
most interested in the current issues with the Commonwealth and the
remnants of the Republic.

They were already taking the practical stance that the Entente Alliance was
only a matter of military governance. All that was left to do was pull together
the might the Service Corps and Operations required and choose someone to



rule.

“So the military governor will be chosen after consulting with Supreme High
Command and the Personnel Division in the General Staff.”

This matter was concluded quickly with no complicated debate, just a couple
questions regarding the finer details.

The meat of the conference was the next item.

“Moving on, I'd like to discuss the operation on the southern continent
proposed by Service Corps Deputy Chief von Zettour.”

After being called on by the leader of the meeting, Lieutenant General von
Zettour stood. He had recently been promoted due to the success of his plan to
lure in and annihilate the Republican Army.

His next plan was another that split opinion in the General Staff—a plan to
check the Commonwealth mainland using the Great Army. They would mass the
Great Army in the Republic as a show of force, while continuing their struggle
for supremacy.

He proposed a simultaneous operation on the southern continent using
second-string units and whatever elites they could muster as a sort of offensive.

At a glance, it seemed like he was placing importance on capturing the
southern continent.

But actually, as it was mainly an almost-passive reorganization of the lines,
and internally in the army, they took it as a defensive plan. Naturally, making
the southern continent the main battlefield and waging war outside the Empire
was better for the country’s defense.

The analysis that defending the colonies, removed from the mainland as they
were, would strain the Commonwealth’s supply lines also made sense. Still, on
the whole, the imperial staff took the proposal as a way to buy the time to
reorganize their main forces.

Zettour proposed it for the purpose of conducting effective harassment.

Some began to murmur that it was too passive. Wouldn’t it be simpler to just
send the main forces over to the Commonwealth mainland? There were even



whispers that it could be the deciding battle.
Naturally, the enemy had to protect both their mainland and their colonies.
As a result, the colonies would probably be short on muscle.
It went without saying, then, that the colonies would be easier to defeat.

And if they succeeded in defeating the colonies, that would shave off a chunk
of the Commonwealth’s ability to continue fighting, and the foundations of the
“Free Republic” or whatever they called themselves would crumble.

And that was why everyone was after a decisive battle on the Commonwealth
mainland.

Still, those same men did recognize the effectiveness of an operation on the
southern continent.

For one thing, it wouldn’t be so hard to get the necessary troops together.

For another, they liked that the threat of defeat in the homeland would divide
up enemy troops.

Still, the majority wanted to avoid a roundabout operation and called for a
direct strike on the Commonwealth mainland.

“If we do that, the war will end,” they said.

But Zettour felt the exact opposite. “We’ll force the enemy to exhaust
themselves on the southern continent. During that time, the most pressing
matters are putting down the partisans in the territory we’re occupying and
reorganizing the troops.” He wasn’t optimistic about their ability to take over
the Commonwealth mainland. Ignoring the risks, even if they managed to
conduct a landing operation at the end of an all-or-nothing naval battle, he
could imagine that the imperial troops would be exhausted. His greatest fear
was that if that happened, some other power would interfere.

“| object! The Great Army is capable of rapid response. We should attack the
Commonwealth before they fortify their defenses!”

“Kindly recall the disparity of power between our navies. We don’t have
command of the sea.”



At the same time, there was the practical issue of the Commonwealth’s
superior navy. The Imperial Navy simply didn’t match it in terms of quality or
quantity. Efforts in recent years had seen their naval power rapidly expand, but
they had to admit they were still behind.

“All the more reason to command the sky with our air and mage forces.”

Of course, any general at the meeting was aware of that. Though individually
its ships outperformed those of the Commonwealth, the Empire couldn’t win
with hardware alone.

The elements of training and skill were important, and neither could they
discount the absoluteness of numbers.

What could compensate for those things were the Empire’s air and mage
forces.

As a matter of course, they imagined the air and mage forces would be used
to wear down the enemy. Achieve air supremacy and weaken the enemy with
anti-ship strikes. That could be said to be a rather ordinary idea, and the
imperial military was prepared for it. Having gained experience on the Rhine
front, those in the rear could attempt to provide more support.

But the channel was still a big strategic obstacle for the Imperial Army.

The attack required crossing water, which was a real headache for the
planners.

“Honestly, | don’t like the idea of a battle of attrition on enemy turf.”

They were picking the wrong opponent if they wanted to fight a prolonged
battle to wear the enemy down.

A battle of attrition at a powerful nation’s home base was a tricky
proposition. One wrong move and the Empire would be the first to exhaust
itself. The fighting on the Rhine front had been along the border, so the parties
had been on equal terms.

But in an air battle over the enemy mainland, the enemy’s fighting spirit
would be running high. And if an enemy were shot down, they could rejoin the
lines immediately; fighting on their own turf, they didn’t have to worry about



being taken prisoner when they hit the ground.

But if one of the Imperial Army’s soldiers was shot down, they would be lucky
to be taken prisoner. At that rate, even if they were downing each other at the
same pace, the actual losses per side would be completely different.

And naturally, since the imperial military couldn’t endure the same rate of
loss as its enemy, it would constantly have to limit attrition on its own side
while making things harder for the Commonwealth side. It wasn’t impossible,
but doing it in real life would be a challenge, indisputably.

“Time is what we should be worried about. Once the enemy strengthens their
defenses, it will be too late.”

At the same time, an invasion of the enemy mainland once its defenses were
fortified would be reckless.

Several staffers said a short war was the only way to resolve things and
insisted on an offensive. “If we don’t attack now,” they said, “we’ll be stuck
facing heavily defended enemy positions and fortifications on the scale of the
Rhine front.”

“We can strengthen our defenses during that time as well. It seems to me our
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positions will be equa

Zettour’s idea was simple. He believed the army was meant to protect the
Empire, not the occupied territory. Therefore, the biggest priority wasn’t to
expand the occupied territory but to conserve troops. Of course, it went
without saying that he wanted to do that while bleeding the enemy.

“Please understand the organizational limitations inherent in the fact that our
army was arranged according to interior lines strategy with national defense in
mind. We've sacrificed quite a lot of our expeditionary abilities in order to have
qualitatively better, stronger soldiers.”

Yes, there was also the issue that doing so was really the only way to maintain
such a large area.

“But ultimately, we can’t end the war without muscling into their territory
and forcing them to surrender. Your concerns are valid, General von Zettour,
but please understand that staying on the battlefield forever because of them



will eat away at our national strength.”

In short, it didn’t matter one bit how the war was ended. In that sense,
Zettour wasn’t convinced it was absolutely necessary to conquer the
Commonwealth mainland.

On the contrary, he started to think it was a horrible idea that would bog
them down. And the folly of going in with naval power was self-evident. He
believed that their chance of victory lay not in fighting on the enemy’s turf but
in drawing them to the battlefield of the Empire’s choosing.

But he was vexed because circumstances wouldn’t allow him to declare that
openly. The others were proud of defeating the Republic and certain they could
slay the Commonwealth in the same smooth motion.

The operation planners under Lieutenant General von Rudersdorf were more
understanding, but the people and the bureaucrats had a tendency to say, “Oh,
the Imperial Army can handle it,” and expect too much.

So Zettour reluctantly proposed a limited offensive. He narrowed it down to
an operation that gave the best return with the most limited bloodshed.

Concealing his true feelings, he advocated for an attritional containment plan.
He had no other choice.

The front on the southern continent was a desert.
Unlike on the mainland, a hard rule applied there.
Survival of the fittest.

At the time, there were three powers with influence on the southern
continent: the Commonwealth, the Republic, and the Ispagna Collective. Of
them, the Ispagna Collective had managed to remain neutral—mainly because
it didn’t have the wherewithal to intervene externally due to fierce internal
political conflict.

Complicating matters was the Kingdom of lldoa trying to squeeze itself in and
“settle.” The result was an ambiguously colored map with both the group
formed by the Turkman principalities and the lldoan settlements.

The jumble of sovereignties in the region could be described in a word as



chaos. Of course, one could paint the map in broad strokes. Most of the
influence and puppet governments belonged to the Commonwealth and the
Republic.

Even if the nations of the southern continent were officially neutral, their
allegiance was clear because of how they sent voluntary armies and offered
supplies.

But it wasn’t as if everyone took the Reich as their enemy. For instance,
countries whose interests clashed with those of the Commonwealth and the
Republic in the struggle to acquire colonies on the southern continent sided
with the Empire.

A representative example would be the Kingdom of lldoa. It wasn’t very
difficult for the Empire to ask the kingdom to form an alliance, given their
common interests. Irritatingly to Republican diplomats, neighboring rival
countries hoping to expand their sphere of influence were glad to see the
decline of the Republic.

And that was why the Kingdom of lldoa chose to ally with the Empire.

Of course, the alliance didn’t automatically mean it was at war with the
Republic and Commonwealth.

The agreement between the two countries basically provided that fighting
was optional; there was no indication that joining the war was mandatory.

At the time the Imperial Southern Continent Expeditionary Army Corps was
deployed, the Kingdom of lldoa remained officially neutral.

It did, however, allow the “stationing” of troops there out of consideration as
an allied country. The Empire, however, did not move on the offer very quickly.

Because the Empire had made light of the southern continent, it only sent a
single army corps made up of two divisions and a support unit.

And the General Staff ended up having a heated debate about whether to
commit more troops or not. The initial number of units was so few that the
garrison of the Republican troops usually deployed there could have resisted
them.



Everyone thought at the time that the imperial units would work on gathering
more fighting power. After all, a single puny army corps didn’t pose much of a
military threat. Still, they agreed there was major political significance in the
Imperial Army’s presence.

The watcher analysis that Army Corps Commander von Romel was dispatched
for political reasons—namely, expansion of influence and respect for the
Empire’s ally—was widely shared as the plausible explanation.

Which was why everyone expected the lull to continue for the foreseeable
future.

Even the division of the General Staff involved in giving orders to the Imperial
Army was half serious about that idea. In any case, they had deployed some
troops, but they weren’t sure if the front should really be a priority or not.

After all, there were no apparent gains to be made by sending troops there.

If the objective hadn’t been to wear the enemy out further in this total war,
sending imperial soldiers probably wouldn’t have even been on the table.

In that sense, predicting a lull was a respectable analysis.

The betrayal of everyone’s expectations occurred because of a surprising
move in the field. The root cause was Commander von Romel. Neither their
enemies nor their allies thought the Southern Continent Expeditionary Corps
was going to move, but the moment they arrived, they jumped into action.

The world was reminded that a capable general doesn’t waste time. The
Commonwealth units who had just arrived to defend the Republican colonies
probably got the worst of it.

Those fresh troops hadn’t been fully baptized on the battlefield, so they could
think of no reason the two imperial divisions would be stationed on the
southern continent besides a political one.

Having thus discounted them, the Commonwealth didn’t even really go on
guard. And that’s how the imperial units under Commander von Romel nailed
every last one of them.

The Imperial Army, waging maneuver warfare unparalleled in history against



an enemy that outnumbered them by several times, simply bulldozed the
Commonwealth troops in terms of caliber, partially because half of them were
elites forged on the Rhine front.

Hence the Commonwealth units, who hadn’t dreamed they’d be fighting a
mobile battle in the desert, were dealt an early brutal blow and sent scrambling
in a disorderly retreat.

It was obvious what strategy General de Lugo would adopt in response.

He put some political moves on the Kingdom of lldoa while simultaneously
doing what he could to ensure support wouldn’t reach the Illdoans.

But Romel was quicker than de Lugo was shrewd. Future generations would
rave about his clever tactics. As soon as he realized time wouldn’t necessarily
work in his favor, despite having barely any units, he made a feint, hit the Turus
Naval Base with a sneak attack, and captured it.

While securing a base that didn’t depend on the Kingdom of Illdoa, he dealt a
serious blow to Republican and Commonwealth logistics.

The Turus Naval Base had been the Republican and Commonwealth supply
base, so its fall had far-reaching effects.

In the end, contrary to initial predictions, the Imperial Army Southern
Continent Expeditionary Corps asserted its presence. Most importantly,
imperial citizens went wild when they saw the string of successes.

The people had been convinced the Empire had defeated the Republic on the
Rhine lines after investing a vast amount of money and lives.

To then continue the war risked the people starting to hate it.

The General Staff weren’t the only ones worried about that, but contrary to
their estimates, the troops dominated on the southern continent. The winning
streak continuing after Dacia and the Rhine sent the people into a frenzy.

The battles unfolded as if the Empire’s army was completely unrivaled. The
excited citizens became pro-war and showed their support.

...As a result, the troops were expected to achieve even more.

To the General Staff, that full picture was a big miscalculation. They



welcomed it insofar as it meant receiving support for continuing the war.

At least, there were no signs that the people were under the influence of
antiwar dissidents.

That, the General Staff could wholeheartedly embrace.

But the appearance of a hero in the southern continent and their growing
inability to gauge a time to withdraw frightened them.

And they had to
assume that some percentage of them would be damaged during transport and
that whole ships could be sunk on the way.

Meanwhile the Imperial Army could count on supplies from the new areas of
imperial influence, of course, but the Empire was only connected to them
insomuch as they had common interests.

Naturally, any respectable soldier would be apprehensive about relying on
supplies from there.

Everyone felt they had to stop the front from expanding any farther, but
could they really ignore the enemy? They were right there. For Zettour, who
had decided that they should consider shaping up the lines if need be, the time
had come to devote themselves to overhauling the organization of their
defensive lines and exercising their influence on other countries behind the
scenes.

It’s axiomatic that if officers get needlessly shaken in front of their soldiers,
confusion will rapidly increase. Even the greenest officer, Second Lieutenant
Grantz, knows that.

“We’ve established contact! On the shortwave!”
“The pass code matches!”
For a moment, relief drifts through the improvised field command post.

Tanya can’t help but have a sober opinion about that. | guess the younger



officers and less experienced guys can’t help but think positively?

It's not easy for a logical, economically minded person to form the habit of
expecting the worst, either.

It’s even true in financial deals that aren’t life or death. The logic of behavioral
economics brilliantly reveals that when you apply it to bubbles and crises. It
must be hard to optimistically prepare for the worst on a battlefield for these
guys who don’t have enough experience, Tanya grumbles in her mind.

“Major von Leinburg has been killed in action!”

It’s the worst news, but it doesn’t have to be a catastrophe, so she is relieved
in her own way.

She takes a discreet glance around the command post and sees that the old-
timers understand the situation well and are working their brains to get things
under control.

They lost contact with Major von Leinburg. Though it came in via shortwave,
the report from the friendly unit is that he was killed.

Unless people really have their heads in the clouds, command is transferred
to the next officer in line as soon as possible to minimize the impact to the
chain. And in the Empire, where they’re used to wars, command succession is
rare but not unheard of.

Sadly, in this war, however, so many high-ranking leaders have fallen that
command succession is becoming normalized.

“As of this moment, command of Kampfgruppe Seven falls to Major von

“Degurechaff, roger. You can tell HQ.”

The delivery of the notification was skillful enough to suggest it was well-
practiced, and Tanya shouts her assent. She wants to yell about how she’s being
overworked, but she just barely manages to deny herself and refrain.

As the deputy commander of Kampfgruppe Seven, her duty under these
circumstances is to make the best judgment possible.

As long as it’s her duty, avoiding it is against her contract.

Premodern barbarians may have committed such injustices, but as a cultured
citizen with a modern education, she absolutely cannot. So to carry out her
duty, she pulls out a map that shows what vague enemy information they have
and starts to get a handle on the situation.

Then just as she leans over to mark the place where Major von Leinburg and
his unit were attacked...

...something grazes her back.

Her body reacts before her brain has time to think. She instantaneously
covers her head and hits the ground.

Guided essentially by experience, she crawls along the earth on alert for



another shot. Right after that, something rips a hole through the tent, and she
hears the awful sound of whatever it was ricocheting off a building outside.

Judging from the direction, it came from extremely close to the
Commonwealth-Republican Army’s defensive position.

“They’ve got snipers out! Shit, 40 mm anti-magic sniper rounds!”

Someone shouts a warning, and people sluggishly start to respond, but it’s
too late. I'm so impatient | want to scream at them that a civilian security
company would respond faster.

They don’t even have to check the damage to know what kind of ordnance is
being used—any mage is familiar with it.

The 40 mm anti-matériel rifle. It’s the most powerful non-magic gun.

More often pointed at mages than matériel, it’s popularly known as the anti-
magic rifle. It's a natural enemy of any mage.

By comparison, getting shot at with shells with heavy metal casings that can
almost nullify interference formulas isn’t scary at all.

You can take several direct hits from most heavy machine guns, and in the
worst case, your defensive shell will block them.

But these 40 mm rounds hardly meet any resistance ripping through
protective films and can pierce defensive shells, too.

Apparently, the Commonwealth is quite proud of them. Like they resign
themselves to hunting mages instead of the traditional foxes or something.
They probably supplied the Republic with these guns, too.

Damn that country. If nothing else, they always take sports and war seriously.
Well, I'll just consider us lucky we’re not being used for duck-hunting practice.

“Suppressive fire! Pin the enemy down!”

We have perimeter defense to prevent just these sorts of hazards from
getting anywhere near us. The fact that it isn’t functioning in the slightest pisses
me off. Some of us are working diligently, so what is everyone else doing?

Their inaction makes her want to clench the sand in her fists and scream as



she lies on the ground. She can’t stand it. Their performance is so terrible, she
wants to shout her voice raw, inquiring what the hell the people around her are
doing.

Though a 40 mm is small enough for a person to carry, it's not the sort of
thing you can hide. This is such a screwup that if these weren’t second-string
troops, she would consider it willful laziness. She suppresses her emotions and
keeps herself from clicking her tongue, but her anger won’t subside.

We can’t be getting sniped at so easily—normally it would never be
allowed.

If she weren’t so short, | would have been in trouble. Tanya realizes she is
thankful for her height for the first time in a while.

But lamentably, if not doing it puts me in danger, it must
be done. After all, if we were in trenches, we could sweep through area by area,
but this is a desert. Here, the enemies can hide in the shadows of sand dunes,
so it would take an awful lot of time and effort to find them.

“Blow up the entire area to get the snipers!”

In that case, in order to keep myself safe, unhesitatingly attacking the whole
area is the correct choice. You may not be able to use that tactic in the city, but
in the desert, there’s no need for scruples.

“General von Romel, I'd like to make a suggestion.”

Even when the veil of night is about to fall, breaks are an unattainable luxury
for members of the Imperial Army General Staff. The air fleet has turned in their
final reconnaissance reports for the day, but the work of analyzing them with
insufficient lighting and equipment awaits the staffers on the ground.

Still, just as everyone is thinking it will be a quiet night, Major von
Degurechaff shows up, and the first thing out of her mouth is that she has a
suggestion to make. Naturally, it’s especially surprising that a field officer would
come to offer opinions at this time of day.

What could it be? they wonder.

That said, almost no one finds it suspicious. Degurechaff’s tone is not tense at
all but utterly businesslike. And it’s not so uncommon for someone to suggest
something to the commander.

Well, the time of day is somewhat odd...but it fits with the Imperial Army
tradition of taking action.

So there are no reproachful glares saying, How rude. But it is strange enough
that almost everyone looks over in spite of themselves, out of curiosity. What in
the world is this field officer worried about?

To Tanya, though, that right there is what she wants to bring up. The
indecisive gazes of the officers and their hesitation is exactly what makes her
anxious. In this situation, under these circumstances, the faces of the staffers
don’t seem worried at all.

She has to say something.
“What is it?”

Well, it’s wonderful to have a boss who will at least listen to you. A boss who
increases incentives for his subordinates creates the best military environment.

Oftentimes, they don’t make sense, but
they can’t ignore reason completely. (That’s only natural. Arguing some theory
that bends physical laws won’t help them defeat their enemies.)

“We’ve sent out reconnaissance units, though.”

)

“We’re currently dependent on the air force units in Turus.” Tanya
understands their current dilemma, how difficult it is to perform recon while
advancing, so she drives her point home before he can tell her that’s why
they’re relying on the air force. “And we knew this, but air force units are
limited by their navigation apparatus capabilities; it’s difficult for them to

perform night reconnaissance.”

True, at a glance, it makes sense to send the air force to scout ahead of the
advancing ground army. Certainly, it would be nearly impossible for the average
foot soldier to scout ahead in a desert with no landmarks.

On that point, a reconnaissance aircraft, endowed with a navigation machine,
does have the advantage. But at night, aircraft run into a lot of problems. Aerial



photography capabilities are extremely limited at night, and it’s not uncommon
to simply not be able to get any.

Of course, she knows that General von Romel and the staffers are doing their
very best.

The army is focusing on advancing quickly and efficiently in order to strike the
enemy forces before they can concentrate. Due to time limitations, they
haven’t done anywhere near enough recon. The imperial military isn’t stupid
enough to not worry about that, which is why aircraft were arranged, and they
are handling the situation with cooperative efforts between the air and the
ground. That's an important, respectable achievement, and Tanya
acknowledges that.

Stil, no matter how great their efforts, there are too many technical
limitations for aircraft to do reconnaissance of the ground at night. And the
chance for accidents would be too great if they sent them up anyway. They
can’t ignore the risk that the enemy could get a clue about their movements
from a crashed plane.

“And even without that, our intel is incomplete.”

Disregarding those issues, Tanya is forced to point out, per her obligations as
an officer, that the trickier problem is their limited field of vision.

Air units have conducted reconnaissance of the vicinity. But the problems
with that are fuel and territory under enemy air forces. No matter how
faithfully, no matter how earnestly they carry out their missions, there are still
limitations, right? It has to be said.

And the air force reports they’ve gone to such lengths to get only one side of
the situation. As a staffer, too, she has to point out that if they rely on the air
too much, they run the risk of biased data or outright misunderstandings.

“Given these concerns, | firmly believe we should take precautions.”

In short, even if it’s only her outward-facing argument, those issues can’t be
ignored so easily. And her suggestion is in the commander’s interest as well.
Tanya is proud she can offer a win-win proposal.

“...All right. Permission granted.”



“You have my gratitude. I'll take my battalion out immediately.”

She thanks him and exits the tent. She promptly calls up her battalion. Since
First Lieutenant Weiss was on standby for rapid response, he answers in one
ring.

Splendid. Satisfied with his performance, she alerts him they will be sortieing.
After additionally ordering careful preparations, she races across the sand back
to her own tent.

Long-range night reconnaissance. And in a desert, to boot. They need to
double-check their navigation instruments. They have to be ready for the
possibility of a sandstorm cutting off communications. They make all the
preparations a unit operating solo can in the unique climate and environment
of a desert.

Upon reaching her tent, Tanya takes a look at the navigation chart with the
help of her adjutant, Second Lieutenant Serebryakov, and consults with Weiss
to plan where they should search for the enemy. Considering the possibility of
unforeseen encounters with recon forces, they split into companies. A total of
four companies will fan out to form a line, and after searching, they will return
to a designated meeting point. An orthodox method, but given the situation, it
should be useful.

In order to resist the Republican forces during their decentralized advance,
locating them is essential.

If she locates the enemy ahead of time under the pretext of officer
reconnaissance, she decreases their risk of an encounter battle. She’s definitely
not opposed to doing work behind the scenes to minimize danger in advance. It
pleases her to do a reliable, thorough job.

More than anything—she stifles a laugh, thinking back at how hard they got
worked on the Rhine front—/’m just glad it’s not recon-in-force.

Recon-in-force meant they had to go forward while getting shot at, whereas
regular reconnaissance means all they have to do is bring back intelligence.
Even if they have to be prepared to get shot at, it’s a lot more relaxing to fly
when that isn’t the assumption.



Of course, she hasn’t forgotten that they’re on a battlefield where all risks
apply. In a recon mission, there’s always the danger that the enemy will pursue,
and she understands that. But right now, they haven’t received any reports of
enemy contact in the entire area.

In that case, this should be a pretty enjoyable flight, and there’s also the
option of discovering and striking small command posts.

Being safe is unconditionally wonderful. And getting results while safe is even
more wonderful. The other important point is that in the opposite situation—
that is, if risks suddenly escalate past a tolerable level—all the battalion needs
to do is turn around and break away.

Thus, that night, Tanya ascends into the sky in a relatively relaxed state of
mind.

Of course, even a desert gets terribly cold in the dark, but it’s quiet and calm,
so the journey is a leisurely night flight. As someone with experience on the
Rhine lines and in the north, and given the lack of nighttime scrambles and
large-scale enemy units coming to attack, she finds the job a simple matter of
flying through the tranquil sky.

That said, while at first she is glad for a smooth flight, as time goes on and
they get farther out, a sense of unease gradually begins to grate on her.

It’s too quiet.

“..We could come into contact with an enemy patrol or commando units
anytime now. Keep an extra sharp watch on the ground.”

“Yes, ma’am.”

“All units, keep your guard up against the sky and the ground alike. We're
already close to the projected enemy location. Look out for patrols or
commandos. Pay special attention to the dunes. Don’t miss any light sources.”

It’s entirely possible that the enemy is alert to the possibility of a search.

Conducting a decentralized advance in secret is a logical move. That means
we have to be extra thorough.

But we fly and fly and meet no enemy. No matter how far we go, we don’t



even spot any other life-forms besides us, much less the enemy.
“Fairy 01 to Fairy Battalion members.”

Normally, an empty battlefield is a welcome state of affairs. There aren’t very
many people who want to cause trouble for themselves. So normally, we should
be happy the enemy is nowhere to be found.

Still, there are a number, albeit a small number, of significant exceptions. For
example, it’s no good if there is nothing in a space or territory where there is
supposed to be something. That’s not nothing here, but something missing.

“Commanders, report in.”

“Company Two, no contact. We haven’t spotted anything.”
“Company Three, nothing besides us out here.”

“Company Four, contact negative.”

So the lack of an expected occurrence is a sign of a gravely worrisome
situation.

“.That's weird.”
This is a bit absurd.

The enemy isn’t here. They’'re supposed to be here, but they’re not. If they
were missing from one position that would be one thing, but if they’re missing
from every position, you start to feel like you’re chasing phantoms.

It’s as if their decentralized advance is a sandy illusion.
..An illusion?

That’s a hypothesis.

But what if that hypothesis is reality?

The plan is to take out each individual group of enemies approaching in a
decentralized way. | see; they’ll be too much to handle if they’re concentrated,
but if they’re split into three, we’re able to overwhelm them both quantitatively
and qualitatively.

So General von Romel didn’t make a mistake in having us go out to destroy



them before they’re able to surround Turus Naval Base.
At least, not if the enemy is actually conducting a decentralized advance.

But they must not be. Our intention was to attack the split-up enemy before
they concentrated, but the way things are going, there’s a good chance they’re
actually concentrated now. They could even already be in battle formation.

Now then, our HQ still hasn’t been able to locate them. If, under these
circumstances, we get attacked by an enemy force twice our size, what will
happen? Clearly, we’ll end up on the bad side of Lanchester’s law. If the enemy
is divided, we can win, but if they’re concentrated, we won’t be able to handle
them.

“Connect me to HQ! It’s urgent! Hurry, it’s an emergency!” We thought we
would make fun of them for advancing split up. Instead, they got us. No,
perhaps the Imperial Army was arrogant. Full of regret, she raises her voice.
“The Imperial Army was too conceited!”

How could we underestimate the enemy’s intelligence? What an error. The
mistake of following precedent because we stopped thinking indicates inflexible
reasoning and a lack of innovation. When we deployed to the south, we
thought about facing a colonial army in an unconsciously biased way, and it’s
taking its toll.

This is a trap. This has to be a trap laid by the Republican Army.
“They tricked us! The enemy isn’t here!”
Where are they? That’s obvious.

They must have fulfilled the rule of force concentration. They made efficient
uses of the resources they had. They're probably sneering at our naive
predictions this very minute.

Because the concentrated enemy forces are surely committed to the main
battlefield.

“Battalion commander to all companies. As of this moment, abort your
missions. Gather up immediately. | say again, gather up immediately!”

As a commander engaged in a reconnaissance mission, Tanya knows exactly



what this means. That’s why she gave the order to contact headquarters right
away.

But the apparatus picks up noise... The area around their headquarters is
already under heavy jamming, so their signals are blocked.

But just barely. They just barely manage to get a spotty connection. Tanya
orders Serebryakov to explain the situation and tries to come up with
countermeasures.

Considering the progress of the battle, our options
for supporting the main forces are limited, too.

After all, our corps have already advanced, lured by the honey of destroying
the divided enemy troops. Armies can’t stop very easily once they’ve started.
Even if HQ decided to retreat, the enemy wouldn’t let that stop them—they’d
follow close in pursuit. If that happened, the communication lines would be
severed before the main imperial forces could even build resistance lines, and
the southern front would go down in history as a major defeat.

Even if they retreat to Turus Naval Base, without command of the sea, it will
only be a matter of time before they have to surrender.

Now, the important thing here is how | can run away without harming my
military record.

Beneath her disgruntled face, Major Tanya von Degurechaff is deep in
thought. If she doesn’t want the Imperial Army to lose, she can’t deny the
possibility of going back to support the others. So for a moment, she seriously
considers the idea, but she concludes it’s impossible. At this point, an imperial



victory is out of the question.

We’re up against an overwhelmingly superior foe. If we can’t take them out,
there’s no chance of winning.

And considering we’re in a desert, the option of holing up in the temporary
defensive position set up by the field engineer team and waiting for the
situation to change is hopeless. In a desert, water is precious. Probably as
precious as gasoline. Maybe if we were near a water source, it would be
different, but at any other position in the field, a couple days’ siege is enough to
have us writhing in thirst. So defending a fixed point where there is no water is
too dangerous.

“Water, water. Without water, we can’t fight a war... Shit, this is why | hate
the desert,” Tanya gripes, but she doesn’t stop thinking.

Currently, it’s impossible for the Imperial Army to face a large force in the
desert. They don’t have enough water. But if they retreat, the enemy will follow
them forever. Even if they confront them, if they can’t defeat them all, they’ll
run out of water and die of dehydration.

It’d be a terrible irony to suffer from thirst at Turus Naval Base with a view of
the sea.

Under the circumstances, the measure they could take to contribute to an
imperial victory might as well be going and dying in a fight against the huge
enemy army. No way am | taking any suicidal missions like that.

But in this
situation, her human psyche gives her hope.

“Good,” she crows, but even if that hypothesis is true, she is still distressed
about what her role will be. Certainly, it might be possible to cause some
temporary confusion by jabbing them in the back, but...

Can the battalion maintain that confusion? Not sure. Even if they can create a
break in the encirclement, God only knows if they can keep it open. In other
words, you can put as much faith in that plan as you can in that bastard Being X.

Actually, the more she thinks about it, the more dangerous it sounds. If they
do manage to punch a hole, the army will no doubt order them to hold their
ground to keep it open even an instant longer.
