UNCLE THEE: The younger brother of Porsche’s late father. Has a severe



gambling problem.

TEM AND JOM: Porsche’s best friends and fellow university students.

MADAM YOK: Porsche’s former employer and owner of the Root Club.

 

KORN THEERAPANYAKUL: Kinn’s father and the current head of the main branch
of the Theerapanyakul mafia family, aka the Major Clan.

‘KHUN’ TANKHUN THEERAPANYAKUL: Kinn’s eldest brother.

‘KIM’ KIMHAN THEERAPANYAKUL: Kinn’s youngest brother.

‘VEGAS’ KORAWIT THEERAPANYAKUL: The eldest son of the Minor Clan.

‘MACAU’: The youngest son of the Minor Clan.

ZEK-KANT: Korn’s younger brother and head of the Minor Clan.

 

TAY AND TIME: Kinn’s friends.

 

‘BIG’: Kinn’s former lead bodyguard, before Porsche took over his position.

‘PETE’: Tankhun’s lead bodyguard, who temporarily switched positions with
Porsche.

‘POL’, ‘P’JESS’ AND ‘ARM’: Tankhun’s other bodyguards.

‘NONT’: Kim’s lead bodyguard.

‘CHAN’: Korn’s secretary.



Names Guide

 

Thai names follow the western pattern of a given name followed by a family
name. Thais are also given a nickname, which is more commonly used when
Thais refer to their family, friends, and close acquaintances in their daily life.
Thai nicknames can be anything the parents find appealing, a nickname their
friends prefer to call them, or even nonsensical words in foreign languages.

In Thailand, it is unusual for people to use someone’s surname in casual
conversation, unless specifically required. To formally refer to a person, given
names are preferred.

Thai honorifics

P’/PHI: (IPA pronounciation: pʰiː৔): A gender-neutral honorific term used to
address older siblings, friends, and acquaintances. It can be used as a prefix
(P’[name]), a pronoun, or informally used to address unknown people (e.g.
store clerks, or shopkeepers).

N’/NONG: (IPA pronunciation: nɔːŋ৚): Used to address younger people, in the
same manner as “Phi.”

Teochew honorifics

The Thai Chinese are the largest minority group in Thailand, integrated
through several waves of immigration. Of these, just over half are Teochew,
from the Chaoshan region. Families with Teochew roots may still occasionally
use the Teochew dialect, especially when referring to other family members.
Some of the terms that appear in this novel are as follows:

 

HIA: Elder brother

BE: Older brother of one’s father



ZEK: Younger brother of one’s father

GOU: Older or younger sister of one’s father

AGONG: Grandfather

[2] The legal drinking age in Thailand is twenty years old.

[3] Buakaw Banchamek is a renowned Thai kickboxer and a two-time K-1
World MAX champion.

[4] Hia means older brother in Teochew dialect.

[5] Joking about someone’s dad or mom like this is a form of insult in Thai
culture.



Chapter 3: Hunt

[6] The words used here are terms of address for family members in the
Teochew dialect. “Agong” means grandfather, and “Zek” and “Gou” are used to
refer to the younger brother of one’s father and the sister of one’s father
respectively. See the Appendix for more details.



Chapter 7: First Day

[7] The act of putting your palms together in a prayer position and slightly
bowing your head is called “wai.” The wai is commonly used in Thai culture to
greet others, especially when showing respect to elders and those in higher
social positions.

[8] Likay is a type of Thai folk drama and performance arts equivalent to
musicals or operas. Likay troupes usually set up a temporary stage to perform
at temple fairs or other events.

[9] The Triple Gem, or Ti-ratana, are the core foundations of Buddhism: the
Buddha, the Dharma, and the San.gha.



Chapter 10: Change

[10] In Thailand gold, particularly 23 karat gold, is popular as both jewelry and
as an investment. Gold shops may sell either gold jewelry, bullion, or both.

[11] In Thai and Chinese-Thai culture, people pay respect to gods and spirits
by offering them food and drinks.



Chapter 11: Nervous

[12] This is a common expression for showing gratitude, stemming from the
belief of Buddhist men in Thailand that becoming a monk is a form of
expressing great gratitude, especially to their parents for raising them.

[13] Luk Thung is a genre of Thai country music.

[14] The song’s name is Ma Kat (Bit by a Dog), a famous song by Ekachai
Srivichai with ambiguous lyrics that sound sexual and suggestive but are
innocent in context.

[15] Songkran is a Thai New Year festival that is celebrated on April 13th,
known for its water fights and wild parties.

[16] A dance move featuring exaggerated pulling downward movements
accompanied by excessive hip-swaying. It’s popular among teenagers, especially
motopunk boys and girls.

[17] Kathoey (sometimes translated as “ladyboy”) is an identity used by
people in Thailand, ​Cambodia, and Laos. Some self-described Kathoey identify
themselves as effeminate gay men, while others are transgender women—
however, not all transgender women identify as Kathoey. This term can carry
derogatory connotations, as in the case here.

[18] Ramwong is a Thai folk dance where the dancers dance in a circle to the
rhythm of percussion instruments. Today, Ramwong has also become a popular
form of entertainment during festivals, where festival-goers dance with Sao
Ramwong (female Ramwong dancers belonging to a Ramwong band) to
uplifting music played by a live band.

[19] Mor Lam is a kind of traditional music in Isaan (North-Eastern Thailand)
and Laos, known for its distinct vocalizations.

[20] Valentine Band is a famous performance group that plays Luk Thung and
Thai pop music at festivals. The group consists of various singers, dancers, and
Coyote Girls (female dancers who dance in a sexually provocative manner).

[21] Nong Non Mai Lab (“I Can’t Sleep”) by Apaporn Nakornsawaan, a famous



female Luk Thung singer.

[22] This song is Ngad-tang-ngad by Toey Athibordin, a male Luk Thung singer.

[23] The Hae Nak procession is a colorful ceremony where a Nak (a man about
to be ordained as a Buddhist monk) is carried on the shoulders of his friend, or
rides a horse, cow, or elephant, to the temple for his ordination. Lively music
and dances accompany the procession.

[24] Nak Sang Sika (“Nak’s request to a woman”) by Tossapol Himmapan, a
famous Luk Thung singer.



Chapter 13: Premonition

[25] A curry and rice shop, or ran khao kaeng, is a restaurant that serves a
selection of curries and savory dishes over rice. Curry and rice shops are local
Thai staples.

[26] Mochi from Nakhon Sawan province in Thailand is made with wheat flour
or cake flour. The typical filling is mung bean paste, but it can also be filled with
sesame paste, chocolate, or strawberry jam. It is not the same as Japanese
mochi made from rice flour.



Chapter 14: Falling into Place

[27] Khaosan Road is a short street in central Bangkok, famously known as a
“backpacker ghetto.” The street is filled with cheap hostels, bars, and street
vendors that sell food and souvenirs.

[28] Ya dong is Thailand’s equivalent of moonshine, a clear spirit infused with
different native botanicals that is typically consumed by the working class. It is
also often sold as an herbal remedy.

[29] Mah gra teub rong (translated to English as “prancing stallion”) is a ya
dong infused with mah gra teub rong herb (ficus foveolata).

[30] Seeh Khon (Four Dudes) is a song from the Thai comedy movie Yam
Yasothorn.

[31] “Be” refers to an older brother of one’s father in the Teochew dialect.

[32] Thonglor is an upscale, hip district in central Bangkok with a lot of bars
and restaurants.
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
