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Every reader has the liberty to decide where they’ll start reading and where they’ll stop. However, just as stories are rarely constructed with the assumption that the reader will begin at the end, I write this afterword with the presumption that it will be read last (I don’t mean to imply there will be crucial spoilers here, but some may feel otherwise). Please understand.

This novel is based on Dragon and Festival: From a Wandmaker’s Perspective, which received an honorable mention at the 11th GA Bunko Awards. Besides some rewriting and editing, the biggest difference between this book and the manuscript I applied with is, of course, the inclusion of Enji’s incredible illustrations.

I wrote the first manuscript in January 2018, and I remember it taking me about two or three weeks to complete. Just now, I realize that was already a year ago. That’s so long ago, in fact, that I really don’t remember much of what I penned. Reading over it, I felt like I was reading someone else’s work and kept asking myself, “I wrote this?” When they contacted me about the contest, I was locked in a battle to the death with Genichiro Ashina at the castle tower, and now I’m devoting myself to rebuilding the United States. In that way, too, I can feel the passing of the months and days.

I composed this story almost entirely in my room, but somehow, the night I finished writing, there was a sudden blackout, which shocked me. Not long after that, a brilliant light started to shine through my curtains. Thinking it strange, I opened them to find a nearly sixteen-foot-tall angler fish staring back at me.

“It’s not dark now, is it?” said the angler fish.

“Isn’t that to lure prey?” I inquired.

But with this novel, I somewhat narrowed the field of what I would actually depict. I decided that would be more sincere, considering the themes I was dealing with, and of course, just better overall. There may be some readers who finish this book and find some things unclear. That is intentional.

We have our two protagonists, our hero and heroine, and the story mostly advances through their points of view. The genre (not that there’s any real point in defining it) would most likely be fantasy. There are many terms and a setting made specially for this work. The question is, Who or what does this story, told through the medium of an entire novel, revolve around? This in itself isn’t the theme, but it is a thread that directly outlines the theme.

At the time of writing this afterword, preparations for Volume 2 are underway, but we’ll see how that goes. There is still so much that is uncertain.
