“This battle’s far from over. Take a look. That’s Mestelexil.”

On the reef down below the cliffside, Mestelexil’s smashed body lay scattered
about.

He was totally lifeless, and even if he was still alive, he hadn’t the strength to
match Miluzi’s two golems. Even with all that being true...

“He’s the invincible child of Kiyazuna the Axle, after all.”

There was an individual who possessed Craft Arts talents far beyond the limits
of other minia, and who in her opposition to the True Demon King, built the
entirety of the Nagan Labyrinth City all by herself.

In the middle of the rock reef, devastated by the merciless destruction, Minle
noticed a whispering.

It resounded from the torso section of Mestelexil, utterly and wholly smashed
to pieces.

The name of the enchanted sword, which corroded and
gnawed life-forms that connected with the blade via minute, frost-like crystals,
was Vajgir, the Frostvenom Blade. Even against a golem opponent, its lethality
was the same as ever.

When Toroa turned back toward his opponent, he simultaneously drew in an
iron wire, and instantly returned the enchanted sword he had thrown moments
prior back to his hand. Through the numerous wires strung up over his back, he
wielded his numerous enchanted swords all at the same time. A nightmarish
technique.
