So | can’t help but feel like Fushigi Senno is walking through your town right
now with his notebook, copying the marks of horror he comes across.

But why is Fushigi going around collecting these things of horror? It’s because
he has someone he’s got to find. Now, who could this mystery person be? Until
next volume...
