That day, after talking to Sakurai, | went back to my apartment near campus. |
felt a bit guilty, but | asked my parents to handle the paperwork for breaking
the lease while | packed my things, sending my books back home and my
clothes and other essentials to Sakurai’s apartment in Tokyo. The rest | threw
away.

Sakurai’s place was on the older side, with one bedroom and a living room,
and bare concrete walls. He used it as his studio as well as his living space.

“Well, Naruse, here we go,” he said when | moved in.
“I’'m looking forward to it,” | answered.

He’d agreed to provide basic room and board. | slept on the sofa in the studio,
which wasn’t the best for my back, but | settled in. As his assistant, most of my
work involved physical labor. | lugged his equipment to studios and outdoor
locations and arranged his photo shoots. In between, | learned photography
from him.

Idiotically, | hadn’t brought my own camera when | went to apprentice with
him. Instead of getting mad, he laughed and lent me an SLR camera he wasn’t
using anymore. | told him about the prize | desperately wanted to win, and the
reason.

There are no vacations in this field, and we left early in the morning and got
back late at night.

When winter began, something surprising happened. Wataya texted me.
| heard you’re taking time off school.

| was busy as always that day, so | didn’t notice her message. | only saw it that

night when the day was winding down. Holding back my excitement, | wrote
back.

Good to hear from you, Wataya. Thank you for your message. I’'m...taking
time off for some personal reasons.

Ah. Are you doing okay?

Yes, I’'m fine. Things are tough, but I’'m getting by.
What are you doing these days?

Working all the time.

After | decided to take a year off, | got in touch with my university friends.



Since it would have been complicated to explain everything, | told them | had
some personal stuff going on. And I'd just told Wataya | was working. |
wondered if she’d heard about me and gotten in touch because she was
worried. Or maybe, given how kind she was, she worried that our breakup was
the reason | was taking time off and texted me because she felt bad.

Uh, Wataya? | wrote, thinking that might be the case. I’'m really happy that
we’re talking again.

Then | sent another message to let her know | appreciated her.
I’'m so glad | met you.
But everything | did to you was horrible, she replied.

| was the one who’d fallen for her when she clearly had no interest in me,
followed her around, and broken her condition for dating. She hadn’t done
anything horrible.

That’s not true. You were out of my league from the start.
I’d always known that. After all...
I don’t have anything to offer.

Right after sending that message, | started worrying that I'd made things too
heavy. | changed the subject.

How about you? How are you doing?
Me? Same as always. Going to class, helping my mom with work sometimes.

| felt relieved that I’'d managed to change the subject, but her next message
caught me off guard.

Also, I’'m writing a novel.
Really, a novel?
Yeah. I’'m thinking of submitting it to a contest. Don’t tell anyone, okay?

...It seemed like I'd guessed right. Although the judges and division were
different for literature and photography, she was probably planning to enter
the same contest as me. Which meant that if | entered under my own name,
she might notice.



| only had a few more minutes left until my break ended, so | said goodbye
and signed off. Before she contacted me, part of me had felt it would be
enough just to make the final round and have my work printed in the magazine.
That would be an achievement in its own right. But that was just my pride
talking. | was only trying to prevent myself from getting hurt if | went all-out for
what | wanted but didn’t get it. That wasn’t the right attitude. It wouldn’t get
me anywhere.

| made up my mind to achieve my goal. If | couldn’t, then I'd take the pain.

The first time | noticed a clear change in the way | was taking pictures was
around mid-December. People have all sorts of opinions and ideas, but |
understood deep down that photography was a creative act. You didn’t take
pictures; you made them. You created them with the same intention involved in
other forms of art.

Sometimes Sakurai invited me to walk around the city in December with our
cameras. We took pictures of all kinds of things. From landscapes to objects.
Cats in back alleys and birds taking flight. People going about their lives. Smiles.

When | first came to Tokyo and started taking pictures again, there would
occasionally, just by chance, be one picture that stood out among the rest. |
went about changing chance into inevitability. | wasn’t a natural like Sakurai,
but it was unbelievably fun. Making photos not as a record of events but as
creative works.

“Think you're ready to start taking pictures for the contest soon?”

Photographers never rest. There was work on New Year’s Eve and New Year’s
Day. When that calmed down, around the middle of January, Sakurai brought
up the contest. The deadline was a month and a half away. By that time, | was
completely used to life as a photographer’s assistant. My back didn’t even hurt
from sleeping on the sofa anymore.

He told me in that case to go right ahead and promised
to give me plenty of advice. He asked what my plan was. | already had an image
of the photograph | wanted to take. I'd figured out where | could take it, too.
There are quite a few parks in Tokyo, and one of them had a natural spring. The
park didn’t have an entry fee, and I'd confirmed that photography was allowed.

A cold, frozen spring.

| wanted to capture the moment when sunlight shone on it, and the ice
cracked.

When | asked Sakurai, he said it wasn’t ideal but nevertheless gave his
approval. However, he warned that the shooting conditions would be tough.

Ice only forms below zero degrees Celsius. Every night before | went to bed, |
checked the weather forecast for the next morning’s temperatures. When the
conditions were right, | woke up before dawn, when the sky was tinted
ultramarine, and set out alone to take pictures.

My breath was white in the cold air, and the streets were so quiet, it felt like
there wasn’t a soul in all of Tokyo.

The first time | saw ice over the spring, | was deeply moved. | waited there in
the cold for the first light. | gazed through the viewfinder, waiting for the
moment when the ice cracked.

The frozen spring was richly nuanced. It glittered transiently, reflecting the
sun. Warming my hands so they wouldn’t become numb, | waited for the ice to
crack. At long last, the moment arrived, and the click of the shutter sounded like
a pebble being thrown into the spring. | checked the picture, but | knew it was
impossible to have gotten it on the first try. The composition was wrong, the
lighting was off, and all in all, it was nowhere near what I'd envisioned.

| reworked the image in my mind, returning again and again to shoot the
same moment. | showed the pictures to Sakurai, but he just shook his head.



January passed without any success. Then the first week of February passed,
and the second. As the deadline steadily approached, | quietly began to panic.

It was around that time when | first heard of Tooru Kamiya.

From time to time, Hino and | exchanged texts. In December and January, she
seemed especially busy studying for the university entrance exams. One day in
February, she said she’d finished all the tests she planned to take. We were
texting about that when she brought up Wataya.

After a short pause, her
response arrived.

It’s kind of complicated. Do you mind if | call you? You know Izumi and me, so
I’d like to take this chance to tell you about it.

| agreed somewhat warily, and she called me through the messaging app.
That was when | learned about her unusual high school years. She told me she’d
had anterograde amnesia and that she had a boyfriend during that time. He
died right after they graduated from high school...and according to his last wish,
Wataya had erased all mention of him from Hino’s journals.

Now that her exams were done, Hino said she was trying to remember her



boyfriend. She didn’t care if it was just small things; she wanted to know who
this person, Tooru Kamiya, had been. | listened very quietly as she talked about
it. | was surprised to learn about her difficult past but even more shaken by
something else.

Why don’t you like nice guys?

Nice people are good people. That kind of person...dies young.
The words that Wataya had said were falling into place.

l...don’t like nice guys.

It was him. Tooru Kamiya. He was the person she couldn’t forget.

The person she had fallen in love with was her best friend’s boyfriend...and he
was dead. Fulfilling his last wish, she had erased his existence from Hino’s mind.
But even if Hino forgot him, Wataya couldn’t.

There’s something | can’t forget...though | know | need to forget it. Maybe |
thought that if | had a pretend relationship, all of that would go away. If we
kept things on a surface level and just had fun.

The truth was, she was suffering. | hadn’t understood her at all.
“Um...are you okay, Naruse? What’s wrong?”

Hino’s voice brought me back to the present. | considered telling her what I'd
just realized, but because of her amnesia, she might not know about Wataya’s
feelings. | didn’t want to carelessly tell her something like that.

“I’m just surprised. Thank you for telling me.”

“There’s hardly anyone | can tell. Just having you listen helps me make sense
of it. Sorry this turned into such a long conversation. But thank you.”

We talked a little more and then hung up. | was alone at night in the studio.
When | walked over to the window, | saw my own reflection like | had that time
at the restaurant.

Tooru Kamiya. That was the person Wataya loved. Had loved.
He had the same name as me.

| thought back to what Hino and | had figured out about the person Wataya



might have liked in high school. He was kind, good at housework, thoughtful
toward his family, and serious. That probably described Tooru Kamiya. | was a
mere inferior version of him. | probably wasn’t even close. But there was one
thing he couldn’t beat me at. | knew he couldn’t have loved Wataya more than |
did. That alone was where | didn’t lose in comparison. | couldn’t lose.

| realized something then. The “special thing” | was after—maybe | didn’t
really need it. Maybe | just wanted an opportunity. An opportunity to tell her
how | felt again...

| thought about that on my way to the park to photograph the spring. Even
early in the morning in February, it wasn’t always below zero. | only had a few
chances to get the shot | wanted. Fortunately, that morning, the spring was
frozen over. The sky wasn’t cloudy, either. The air in the park was still and clear,
and the only movement was the white breath | exhaled.

Eventually, a ray of sunlight shone on the park. It reached the spring. As |
gazed at it through the viewfinder, | thought of the face of the woman | loved.
During the time | waited in silence, | wondered why | loved her. Was it because
she had a nice figure? Because she was beautiful?

Neither was the deciding factor. Plenty of women had nice bodies. | met them
and talked to them at photo shoots. But | only ever felt strongly drawn to
Wataya. To that sad, lonely expression of hers...

Naruse, why do you take pictures?
Because when | take pictures, everyone smiles.

Maybe because | was holding a camera, the past whispered to me, and |
widened my eyes reflexively. | was an ordinary person of average ability, and |
had let life carry me along. But | still had something | valued. Why had |
forgotten? | had brought it around with me in elementary school, taking great
care to protect it. Had | left it somewhere, along with my camera?

| loved to see people smile. When | pointed the camera at them and took
their picture, everyone would smile. That was why I liked photography.

| wanted Wataya to smile. From the bottom of my heart, | wanted to make
her grin. | didn’t know what she had gone through in the past. Did that matter?



Could I still reach her?

Just then, something in my field of vision moved. | heard the ice crack. |
pressed the shutter with a wish in mind.

That was the name Sakurai and | thought up for the shot | took that morning.
It meant the last freeze of the year before spring. Technically, the last frost date
of the year in Tokyo usually happens in late March, but Sakurai said that wasn’t
important when creating a work of art.

“This is your photograph and no one else’s. You don’t need to stick to facts or
common sense for any part of it,” he said.

A beautiful woman wearing
a muted-colored dress was looking at me. | stared at her because she looked
like someone | knew. No—she didn’t just look like her. It was her. Wataya. She
was standing right there.

| want to tell you that you lived with kindness and warmth, more beautifully
than anyone | know.

As | read the sentence | had just written, | smiled at its
inadequacy. Still, I had finally given him shape. Given shape to Tooru...

Afterword

Sometimes | think about things that used to exist inside me, and things that
have disappeared. Passion for certain things, habits, and feelings toward
people. If they vanished naturally, | am able to tell myself logically that maybe |
no longer needed them.

How should we respond when we are forced to give up things we had wanted
very much to keep? This book is about a young woman who loses someone she
loves. It is also the story of her discovering beautiful emotions within herself
even as she loses something she cared about more than herself.

As long as we are alive, no matter how peaceful our lives, we cannot remain
without wounds. Still, even if we lose something important, | believe that we
don’t also need to lose the love we had for that thing or our desire to hold it
dear. Things that we think we have lost can remain in other forms.
