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	“I know it's already late enough to start getting ready for dinner, but why don't we talk about the future?” Miss Senjogahara cut our conversation short with the kind of regret in her voice you'd expect from someone announcing that the party was over. 

	We both felt rejuvenated for some reason. Supple. What exactly was this sense of solidarity? 

	“What do you mean, the future?” 

	“Your future. Okay, you'll stay over at my house tonight. What will you do starting tomorrow? Do you have some kind of lead?” 

	“Well, I—”

	If I said, “I'll just go back to that abandoned cram school, I guess,” even as a joke, she'd probably smack me. Actually, I could even see her kicking me. 

	“—don't.” 

	“l see.” She gave a solemn nod. She looked so serious, I found it hard to believe that just moments ago, she'd been criticizing the wicked deeds of her boyfriend with all her body and soul. Sure, she was expressive now, but it was almost two-faced. “To tell you the truth, I'd like you to continue to stay here after tomorrow… I'd like to keep you under my control.” 

	“Your control?” 

	“Under my watch.” 

	“I'm not sure if that correction helped much...” 

	It felt like the same thing. 

	It must have been the truth, though. She was trying to say that she was worried about me. 

	“But you can see for yourself just how cramped my home is—and I'm not going to ask you to go to sleep, wake up, and change clothes in the same room as my dad after he gets back tomorrow.” 

	“Yeah, that's a little...” 

	It definitely gave me pause. 

	Plus, it would probably be a pretty massive annoyance as a father to have your daughter's classmate staying over in the same room. 

	“I mean, whatever would I do if my dad fell in love with you?” 

	“That's what you're worried about?” 

	“The day may come when I'll have to call you mom.” 

	“No. It won't.” 

	“Excuse me? Are you saying my dad isn't good enough for you?” 

	She glared at me for real. 

	What a bothersome character trait. 

	It seemed like she wasn't lying about being a daddy's girl. 

	Hm. 

	When I considered that, or even if I didn't, I wasn't going to be able to stay at her place for much longer. 

	So, what to do? 

	“I think he could take it for a day or two, though,” Miss Senjogahara said. “We could just have him stand outside while you change or something.” 

	“There's no way I could ever ask someone's dad to do that, you realize...” 

	What kind of guest would that make me? 

	“By the way, Miss Hanekawa, what's your read on what'll happen next with the Hanekawa family?” 

	“Those people,” I began. 

	I didn't have to force myself to call them my “father” and “mother” in front of Miss Senjogahara anymore, so I deliberately chose the term “those people.” 

	“Those people won't be able to live out of a hotel forever, so they'll look for a place to rent soon. It has to be the cheaper option. They're going to be getting a fire insurance payout, so I assume we'll live out of that rented place while they use the money to rebuild a house.” 

	“Rebuild a house, huh? I wonder what that takes?” 

	“If it's the same size as the old one, probably around thirty million yen?” 

	“Oh, no. I was talking about time, not money.” 

	“Oh.” 

	What an embarrassing mistake. 

	I'd gone straight to how much. 

	“Hmm. It depends on how they make it, but when you factor in all the paperwork, maybe half a year?” 

	“Half a year...” 

	In other words, Miss Senjogahara said. 

	“You'll have graduated high school by then and will be off to travel the world.” 

	“—I guess so.” 

	It wouldn't be ready—in time. 

	No, I didn't know what was supposed to be ready in time or not for what here. The house I had lived in for fifteen years was burned to the ground now—it would be a different house, rebuilt. 

	Everything had been lost. 

	That was all. 

	There was no making it in time or not—it was simply the wrong time to make anything of it. 

	“Well, let's forget about six months from now. You'll have somewhere you can stay if they hurry to find a place to rent, right?” 

	“Yes, a hallway.” 

	“A hallway? Oh, right,” she reacted, seemingly having forgotten what I'd told her. That was the only reaction, though. “Well, a lot of things happen—in every house.” 

	“Yes. In every house.” 

	“Which means...” Extending her arm to snatch her phone off the charging station, Miss Senjogahara opened its calendar. “You'll need a place to stay until that rental gets figured out—did your textbooks and notebooks go up in flames, too? 

	“Up in flames,” I nodded. “The only things that made it out were what I'd brought to school that day, my writing tools and my wallet. But I think our teachers will let me borrow a textbook if I asked.” 

	“I see. So there's no need for me to worry about that, either.” 

	As she said this, Miss Senjogahara operated her cell phone with one hand—I couldn't see what she was doing from my angle, but she didn't seem to be using the calendar anymore judging by how fast she was hitting its keys. 

	Was she writing an email? 

	“Miss Hanekawa. I just had a good idea, would you like to hear it?”

	“A good idea?”

	“You could even call it a scheme. Call me Hitagi the Schemer. A series-spanning collaboration that readers could only dream of.” 

	“…….” Seems more recycled than collaborative to me.

	“So it should take a week at the very longest until your parents find somewhere to rent—and if that's all, I think I could make something happen.” 

	“Hmm.” 

	To be honest, this idea, scheme, or whatever it was didn't feel particularly enticing—in the worst case, I just had to go to the hotel where those two were staying. In other words, this was about me being selfish, not something worth having Miss Senjogahara fret and ponder over. 

	So it wasn't the idea itself. 

	Rather, the fact that she'd thought one up made me so happy that I said: “I'd like to hear it. Would you please tell me?” 

	“Oh, I'm not so sure. Should I, or shouldn't I?”

	“…..”

	Over the course of her rehabilitation, Miss Senjogahara's on subdued personality had grown the slightest bit obnoxious.
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	After that, the two of us had dinner (for your reference, we cooked rice. Not only did the kitchen have a bread maker, it had a very nice rice cooker. “Square meals are important, but so are rounded diets,” apparently) before taking another shower together and washing each other. From there, Hitagi Senjogahara and Tsubasa Hanekawa went to bed before the clock struck ten, in part to help foster our bravery for the coming day. 

	And nyow it was my turn to wake up. 

	By “my,” I of course mean the nyew aberration based off of the Afflicting Cat that you all nyoh, “Black Hanekawa” as that Hawaiian-shirted jerk nyamed me. 

	I snyuck out of the sheets without making a nyoise (unlike vacuum cleaners, cats specialize in moving around silently), and then—

	“Mmh, myow!” 

	I stretched my paws. 

	I think this goes without saying, but the reason we've been skipping chapters when my myaster, Tsubasa Hanekawa, goes to sleep, is that I've been showing up like this. I'm a nyaberration, so it's nyot something I'm familiar with, but according to my myaster's knowledge, sleep is important to rest nyot just the body but the psyche, too—I don't think much about anything, and I don't have anything close to a psyche, so it really doesn't make a whole lot of sense to me, but it sounds like thinking can be a pretty big burden. 

	And that's why humans have to spend thirty-three purrcent of their time sleeping, a third of their lives. 

	Everyone sleeps. 

	Even my myaster sleeps. 

	But you see, with all that happened, what would be called nyormal “sleep” is nyo longer enough rest for my myaster. I don't nyoh how much of this my myaster realizes—nyo, actually, even an idiot like me realized this one. But my myaster is just so dull to her own pain that she doesn't realize the incredible shock dealt to her psyche, which is to say her heart, when the house she lived in for fifteen years burned down. 

	Which is why I came out. 

	Black Hanekawa, nyow here for a third appearance. 

	There was Golden Week, then before the culture festival (what's that, anyway?), and nyow this, which makes three. 

	Of course, you could say that the me that showed up during Golden Week, the me that showed up before the culture festival, and the current me are all different cases—or different people, if you want to say it like a human. 

	Or different cats? 

	Of course, every change in pattern of a Black Hanekawa would seem so mewniscule to a human that there'd be no nyeed to identify each one—just like how I can't tell humans apart. 

	In other words, if you were going to use a nyarticle to talk about me, it would be “a,” not “the.” Maybe it'd be easier to understand if I said there's nyo plural form for “Black Hanekawa”? 

	If a human saw three Yeti, they wouldn't say “Yeti A,” “Yeti B,” and “Yeti C,” Nyo, they'd just call them all “Yeti.” 

	So it's the same with me. Nyot Black Hanekawa C, and nyot Black Hanekawa Black Hanekawa. 

	Nyice to meetcha. 

	“Meow, meow, meow,” I said as I went to the bathroom. 

	I took a look at the mirror, 

	My hair had turned bright white.

	Ears had grown from my head. 

	I had the piercing eyes of a cat. 

	I nyever had a mirror or anything nyear me when I first woke up at the abandoned cram school, and I was so busy figuring out my situation anyway (in case you’re wondering, even as someone purrsonally devoted to my myaster, it didn't take a mirror to think there was something weird about her taste in sweats). And when I “woke up” this morning, I was too sleepy to do anything. I'm nyocturnal, so my brain doesn't work that good when the sun is out. 

	So this was my furst time seeing myself in a mirror. 

	“Hmm. The ears are charming in an all-nyew way nyow that my hair's short,” I checked out the important stuff as I washed my face. 

	I nyoh humans say rain's on the way if you see a cat wash its face, but this didn't have anything to do with the weather. 

	I left the bathroom and grabbed the key sitting on top of the dresser. I think it goes without saying that it was the key to the room. 

	That annyoying little human they were calling Koyomi Araragi seems to have thought I was such an idiot that I couldn't even use a key. Gimme a break! I can at least use a key. Don't you underestimate human-based aberrations. 

	I snyuck around—so that I wouldn't wake up Hitagi Senjogahara, this woman who seems to be my myaster's friend, and silently opened the door before locking it just as silently. 

	Well, I say friend, but I think she was supposed to be my myaster's enyamy, too. It seemed silly to move around so carefully when I thought about that, but I was just going to do as my myaster wanted here. 

	Because my myaster, at least, nyever once resented this woman. 

	Nyot once. 

	Meow. 

	I didn't wear shoes. 

	They're so hard to prowl around in. 

	Why would you ever wear something that keeps you from using your fingers? 

	“Meow, meow, meow, meow.”

	Nyow, I'm sure some of you are worried that my myaster isn't getting any rest at all if I'm nyout and abyout while she's asleep. 

	Thank you for your concern. 

	But nyot to worry. 

	It's all okay. 

	Because, as I'd put it, I balance out my myaster's mental state—if anything, my myaster's psyche is soothed merely by me coming out. 

	Physical fatigue isn't a problem, because I'm a nyaberration. Even when I'm in a human body, I mewve it using a different set of rules than a human. So my myaster's body should actually be getting even more rested than if she was just sleeping. 

	Really, just think about it. 

	Nyo myatter how good of a bedmaker my myaster is, nyo one can get a good nyight's rest and wake up ache-free after sleeping on cardboard boxes wrapped around a desk—that's nyo bed, it's a bedhead generator. And even if sleeping on the same futon with a friend who'd cry for you is better beyond comparison, even if it would be moving if you got a good nyight's sleep that way, you nyormally don't sleep as well when you use an unfamiliar pillow and bedding. 

	But nyo, she slept soundly and got a nyice and healthy rest. Nyot to brag, but that was because I came out like this. 

	I'm an embodiment of my myaster's stress, which is to say a symbol of her fatigue. Just being cut loose like this is enough to give my myaster peace of mind. 

	So I may nyot be able to take all the credit, but you can at least say that it's partially thanks to me that my myaster doesn't know what it means to be “still asleep.” 

	I'm sure it was a coincidence, but whatever dirty little human compared me to a nyightmare made a keen-eyed point—because I'm like sleep itself to my myaster. 

	A dream. 

	Sure, I went around draining the enyergy of every human I could get my paws on over Golden Week because I couldn't do enough to relax my myaster—but nyo need to worry. 

	I wasn't planning on doing anything that meowtrageous this time around. 

	There'd be no point, anyway. 

	To put it like that annyoying little human, I only appear like this as a nyaftereffect of a nyaberration, as something like a nyecho—just a phenyomenyon in the end. 

	Like El Nifio. Or La Nifia? 

	There's basically nyothing I can do. 

	I can keep her from being terrorized by her nyightmares by coming out like this. miat's it. 

	It's all I can do to care for my myaster's mental health—which is to say, I'm as good as nyothing. 

	But then again, “There's a reason for every aberration,” according to that Hawaiian-shirted jerk—so even if there is nyothing I can do, I think there's meaning in me being here like this, like a nyecho, like a simple illusion. 

	I can't do the things that I can't do. 

	So I just have to do the things I can, meow. 

	As much as I can. 

	...Hrmph. 

	Nyow that I say this, this me and the previous me really were different cases—I harbored nyo feeling whatsoever of wanting to force things forward, of wanting to solve things with violence. 

	I was warmer now, if I do say so myself. 

	I guess it's nyormal for a cat to be warm, though. 

	Nyo, maybe nyot. 

	Maybe it was my myaster who grew warmer. 

	We can talk about humans and aberrations all day, but in the end, myaster and I are one and the same. So if she gets softer, I do too. 

	Nyo need to wait for the sun to come out. 

	Nyo need for a foot warmer.

	I nyoh my myaster has doubts about that Hitagi Senjogahara woman's rehabilitation, and I nyoh she's wild about rehabilitating that annyoying little human Koyomi Araragi (he even makes fun of the fact and calls it a rehab program), but I think my myaster has also pretty rehabilitated compared to nyot too long ago. 

	Rehabilitated, or maybe restructured? 

	I can observe my myaster from inside her heart, from her inner mind—so I feel like I nyoh what I'm talking about. 

	Her family situation was her family situation, after all. 

	It would be a miracle if she nyever went off the rails. 

	Becoming a model student as a way of going off the rails is so very much my myaster—but she stopped acting too much like one ever since she cut her hair and took off her glasses. 

	I'm sure lots of people think lots of things about that, but if you ask me, I'd say it's nyothing short of great. 

	That's one place where I agree with Hitagi Senjogahara. 

	I'm sure I'll disappear some day, too. 

	I'll fade away into nyothingness. 

	This was a transition—so that my myaster can fully become who she is. 

	Me, I'm just like a nyadolescent fantasy. 

	At the latest, by the time she comes back from traveling the world. 

	I'm sure she'll have forgotten me and left me behind, like the imyaginary friend that anyone dreams up when they're little. 

	I'd be lying if I said that doesn't make me feel sad, but it was my role from the start. I'm nyot planning on defying that. 

	There are partings just as there are meetings. 

	It's the same with aberrations. 

	So I just have to do the things I can— 

	“Meow, meow, meo—ver here?” 

	Instead of going down the stairs, I leapt onto the roof of the Tamikura Apartments and looked all around me, three hundred and sixty degrees. 

	“Nyo—maybe here?” 

	So. 

	If you're curious why I slipped out of the futon and left the room—if you want to know what I wanted to do if nyot drain someone's enyurgy, it of course wasn't to go on a walk at nyight or anything. 

	I nyoh I shoulda gone straight to “work” like this when I came out at the ruins and when I came out in the morning, but I had to make prepurrations, okay? 

	Nyow.

	“Mm. Mmh? Flhere you are.” 

	Nyot long after, I found my target—and flew into the air without a sound as soon as I did. 

	Cats can fly, you see. 

	Okay, I nyoh that's supposed to be birds. 

	But Black Hanekawa can jump higher than a meowntain—careful nyot to make a sound, though, I wasn't going to be leaping quite that high this time. 

	And if I really tried to jump, it'd destroy the apartment under me. 

	It was still enyough to jump about five hundred yards. I was far enyough away that I didn't have to be silent anymore, and I landed with a thump, hard enyough to make you think my feet might get stuck in the nyasphalt. 

	It was purrfectly dark on this street. Nyot a single car drove through at nyight. 

	And in front of me. 

	There stood a tiger.
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	<Afflicting Cat... No, you are no Afflicting Cat. But nor are you anything else. Explain yourself. What are you?>

	Nyothing I could say there. 

	Afflicting Cats have so little there there it might be better to call them nyarrations than aberrations—and even if they didn't, I got the feeling that in this thing's view, most aberrations may as well nyot be there. 

	Because as I assume you nyoh, tigers are sacred beasts. 

	“We've all got a lot going on. Even someone like me.” 

	<I see,> the tiger nodded.

	Cats and tigers—is what it musta meant. Nyow I understood.

	“Well,” I said, “of course I nyoh—but I'm nyot here to block your way or anything. Nyot one teeny-tiny bit. I'm nyot very smart, but I at least nyoh where I stand here.” 

	<lndeed you must not be—but I am not so sure you truly know where you stand,> the tiger said. How rude. 

	It really did like to talk for a nyaberration that wasn't even humanyoid, though. 

	That actually made me worry more. 

	<So, then. Why do you stand there?> 

	“Well, I'm just here to announce something—I don't care one bit what you came to this town for or why you're still here. Go ahead and do whatever you nyeed to do. I'm nyot interested one bit in what you really are, either. Because that's how aberrations are. But—” I said.

	Maybe I wasn't making an announcement. 

	Nyow that I think about it, I should have called it a declaration of war. 

	“—if you do anything more to harm my myaster—l'll kill you.” 

	<...I see.> 

	The tiger took in my words. 

	And then—it silently nyodded, like it understood. 

	Like it was chewing it over. 

	Like it was chewing—a piece of meat between its teeth. 

	It nodded. 

	<I thought I had seen you somewhere before... So you're that girl. That girl—has been possessed by you.> 

	“Nyo, I wouldn't say possessed—maybe if I was a nyormal Afflicting Cat. But I'm, like, her,” I helpfully explained to the tiger who finally remembered me, or rather, my myaster. It's nyot something you'd be able to understand without an explanation—even that Hawaiian-shirted expurrt didn't understand it all. 

	Nyo one can understand the truth of a nyaberration. 

	“It'd be closer to call it assimyalation, or no, mewnification. I am my myaster, and my myaster is me—my myaster's personality is the dominant one, of course, but I might actually have more control over our actions. Because I'm the fundamental, primitive core of my myaster's psyche.” 

	<Hm. I don't care.> 

	It went and said it again. 

	It's nyot like I purrticularly wanted this thing to like me, but it woulda been nyice if it had a little more interest in me. 

	<An aberration who assists a human, then. Remarkable—you are not. But then you ought to know better than any other aberration. An aberration's traits cannot be suppressed. The problem lies with the seer, not the seen.>

	Saying so, the tiger—glared at me hard.

	“Good morning, Miss Hanekawa,” called out Miss Senjogahara, sitting in front of me as I lay too confused even to begin stirring on the futon. 

	Hm?

	Like “good morning” or “good night” or “thank you” or “you're welcome.”

	She repeated it.

	Then repeated it. 

	“I even know that you don't know anything. But that's nothing to be ashamed of since no human in this world knows anything. People try to make do unknowingly in living. You're not an exception, you're not special.”

	Wondering what Miss Senjogahara would think once she found out, and at the same time struck with an indescribable feeling of the transience of life, I also understood that this was no time for sentimentality. 

	Last night—really, what could have happened? 

	Were Araragi and Miss Kanbaru okay?

	So I would fight too. 

	If it wasn't going to count as running away, then I wasn't going to look away either. 

	This time I was going to face—me. 

	My heart that I'd cut loose. 

	| had a feeling that this—was such a tale. 

	“Yes...the tiger.” 

	That day, the day the new trimester began. 

	I saw it on my way to school—a gigantic tiger. 

	“This all started when I first saw that tiger.” 

	That was the feeling I had. 

	I wasn't certain. 

	But I could tell that's what it was. 

	I knew. 

	“The Tyrannical Tiger... Is that what Miss Gaen called it?” 

	If I was going to approach it, that's where I would start. 

	I arrived at the library. 
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	I realize I'm bragging about my own town when I say this, but we have an extremely extensive library. It boasts a significant collection despite its size, and though I'm unsure whether it's due to a long-standing tendency or the librarians' tastes, its shelves focus on fanatically niche titles rather than bestsellers. 

	It feels in some ways like a museum.

	at this point in the story like I was Mister Oshino, but...Things don't always go that smoothly. 

	Or was there actually some bit about the tiger, and had I failed to register it? The possibility that it was in those books, but that I had looked away, not wanting to know— 

	“I wouldn't be able to trust anything if I started to say that.” 

	No. 

	I couldn't trust anything from the start so long as I was me. The question was what to do given that situation—what I could try to do.

	So if Miss Gaen is right and I'm going to name this tiger the Tyrannical Tiger—the saying would have to be the origin of its name. I say this 

	because when I first learned the words in elementary school, I felt like some part of me just couldn't agree. I had a strong feeling that it wasn't true. 

	Any government had to be better than a man-eating tiger—that's what I thought. 

	It wasn't because I was a child who didn't understand the text's nuances. Her father-in-law and husband being eaten was one thing, but the issue I took with the story was the mindset of a woman, a mother, who'd impose such a philosophy even on her child. It was completely baffling to me. 

	Of course, now that I knew there were vicious forms of government that were worse than tigers, I couldn't claim not to understand her at all—but somewhere inside of me, it was still hard to swallow.

	“I want to say her mother's maiden name was Gaen. I remember hearing it when I was in middle school—Kanbaru herself said that her name used to be Suruga Gaen. By the way, her mother's name was Toé. We can't know for sure until we ask the woman, but this feels a little too on-the-nose for them to be unrelated, or for it to be a coincidence, or for her to be just some distant relative.” 

	“Yeah...” Suruga, Toé, and Izu—all three were names of old Japanese provinces. It would be stranger not to suspect that they were somehow related. The surname didn't seem that common, either. In other words... 

	“Kanbaru said that she received that Monkey's Paw from her mom—so this Gaen person seems fishy to me, personally.” 

	“Yeah—and I wouldn't say otherwise, of course.” 

	I truly meant that. 

	Not because she was able to boss around Episode, and not because of all the different things she got right about me.

	—I know everything. 

	It was that line. 

	That line—pierced me to my heart. 

	Like a thorn. 

	Like a stake. 

	“Isn't 'Gaen' an old word for a firefighter? In that case, you can probably blame her for your house fire and the abandoned cram school's. You know, as in, it's the opposite?” 

	“Nope, nope.” 

	As in, it's the opposite? 

	wasn't a path we wanted to be going down. 

	“Speaking of which, Miss Senjogahara. Were you able to contact Miss Kanbaru?” 

	She didn't know that the cram school had burned down until I told her earlier, but she had to be concerned about the well-being of her dear junior. She had all the time in the world on her hands while she was out with the flu, so I could imagine her trying to call. 

	“Yes,” she confirmed, as expected. She was a real woman of action. 

	“But it didn't go through—and went to her voicemail, which makes me think either her phone is off or she's somewhere with no reception. And of course, I haven't heard anything from her—it's kids like those two who grow up to become college students who don't even go home over New Year's break.” 

	“Well, they're not going to have to do that much more growing up before that.” 

	What a raw, vivid prediction. 

	Were they really going to leave home, though? 

	Especially Araragi—l felt like his little sisters weren't going to let him. I could see them imprisoning him like in Misery if he said he was going to live in the dorms. 

	“Still, Miss Hanekawa, I don't think anything too terrible is going to happen if Kanbaru and Araragi were able to meet... But it also seems likely that Miss Gaen's reason for coming to our town has something to do with Kanbaru. In other words, Araragi and that half-vampire boy might meet again, then fight again...” 

	What is Araragi doing? sighed Miss Senjogahara. 

	Hm. I had trouble figuring out a way to console her. 

	I of course had my own thoughts about those two, but she seemed to be in a tougher spot, given their relationships. 

	“Well, it's fine,” she said nonetheless, willing herself to endure the fact and swallowing the many things she surely wanted to say. Her ability to suffer these things was incredible, rivaling even her ability to act. Perhaps it was because she'd spent more than two years living with an aberration. “I hate giving up, but I'm good at waiting—so as an adult woman, I'm going to do the mature thing and wait for him to return. 

	“Whoa...” 

	“Because I can take it all out on him once he does.” 

	“Wuh?” 

	Maybe she wasn't so mature after all? 

	It seemed as though once Araragi and Miss Kanbaru managed to escape the crisis they found themselves in, yet another would be in store for them. 

	“But let's put that aside and focus on this problem. Going back to what we were talking about,” Miss Senjogahara reprised. “They might be in a tough situation, but so are we—the Tyrannical Tiger, was it? For argument's sake, let's say we do the brave thing and decide to believe this Miss Gaen.” Her sense of caution, evident from the emphatic “for argument's sake,” must have been supported by her experience of being tricked by five frauds. And speaking of them, Deishu Kaiki, one of those frauds, was also one of Miss Gaen's juniors, just like Mister Oshino—”Personally, I'd associate 'Tyrannical Tiger' with history. 	“Yes, right. Unfortunately, though, I don't have any proof at the moment linking that to my meeting with the tiger—”

	“It doesn't matter if they're related or not. The only thing that matters is that in addition to the macro-sized, long-term factor they share in common, which is that they were places you know very well, there's one very micro-sized, very short-term factor they also share, yes?”

	I was living a carefree, peaceful life. 

	How sinful can one be? 

	And so I'm really not in a position where I can ask this of you, but I fear that I might end up hurting a very important friend if I don't do something. 

	I have no choice but to rely on you. 

	I have no one else I can rely on. 

	So I'm going to say it to someone for the first time in my life—save me. 

	Please save me. 

	I'll never bother you again, and I'll make sure you're never alone. 

	Please, I beg of you. 

	I know that you probably have to do as I say in order to protect me, and that saying this may not change a thing, but it is a sincere request. 

	I'm going to write down a few things I know about this situation, in case they can be of help. I know that you share my memories, but it seems that you have been completely severed from me this time (I have an idea why for that too, which I'll explain later), so I think it would be easier for you to understand if you read this in a letter. Unlike your memory, mine is full of holes, so while I can't be sure of anything, this is probably the truth. 

	I don't know everything, I only know what I know. 

	I've used those words with Araragi as a kind of excuse, but allow me to say them to you, too. I'm going to tell you everything I know. 

	So first, and while I think this goes without saying because it's something you, as an aberration, know quite well without being told, the true identity of that gigantic tiger, the Tyrannical Tiger, is that it is a new breed of aberration born from my heart, just like you. 

	Or to be even more precise, a new kind of aberration that my heart cut loose. 

	I can state as a fact. 

	But one major point of difference between the two of you is that while you're based on an old aberration known as the Afflicting cat, the Tyrannical Tiger has no base, nothing to which its spirit is bound. 

	If I had to say it was based on anything, it's you. 

	'The Tyrannical Tiger is a tiger because you are a cat. 

	A more primordial creature. 

	A more primordial organism, a fiercer beast, and that is why after you, a cat, I came up with a tiger. 

	I guess you could call it a successor? 

	I should have realized it earlier, but I think that in these past few months, I'd gotten too used to aberrations, including you. 

	Knowing of aberrations draws one to aberrations. 

	That's something Mister Oshino said. 

	Just as Araragi became familiar with how to use his own immortality ever since spring break, I must have become used to prying loose pieces of my own heart as aberrations ever since Golden Week. 

	Like someone first starting to put in contact lenses or something—we can get accustomed to anything. 

	And the result of all my proficiency. 

	Is the Tyrannical Tiger. 

	I think the differences between you during Golden Week, you before the culture festival, and you this time aren't individual traits so much as a manifestation of this proficiency. 

	The fact that you appear only when I go to sleep, reduce my level of stress while I'm asleep, then turn back into me when I wake up without any need for Mister Oshino, Araragi, or Shinobu to “deal with you” makes you far too convenient an aberration, far too much of a blessing. 

	Then again, of course that's how it is. 

	Because you're an aberration brought forth by me for my own sake. 

	You're going to be convenient. 

	Naturally, and while you may have already noticed this too, though I had it wrong at first, I think you're here, I think I refused to learn my lesson and summoned you again so that I could do more than just relieve the stress of that house burning down. Yes, it had to be thanks to you that Miss Kanbaru saw me and thought that I wasn't feeling down the way she thought I'd be—but that's all incidental. 

	fire itself had nothing to do with it—the cause of the fire was the cause. 

	I'm sorry that I have to say this like it doesn't involve me, but this is something that happened unconsciously, or actually I don't have any memory of it at all, but I think I must have relied on you as a way to fight against the Tyrannical Tiger I saw that day. 

	Just like I'd always been relying on you, even long before my life was ever affected by the Afflicting Cat. 

	And I relied on you again. 

	I know that modern medicine has a negative view on the condition popularly known as a split personality, more technically known as dissociative identity disorder, and I'm not a proponent of it either. But while the expression may not be correct, it would have to be the most understandable way to express who I am. 

	Araragi once told me that I was scary. 

	Mister Oshino once told me that it was creepy the way I acted like a saint. 

	But to tell you how I honestly felt when I heard them say those things, I had no clue what they meant. 

	I felt like there was never a time I was being anything less than my natural self. 

	Araragi would say that I was forcing myself to be a regular girl, that I was trying to be too ethical. And yes, that line of reasoning must have been pretty close to the truth, but it didn't serve as a reason why I was able to do something so outrageous. 

	It's not something you could simply will yourself to do. 

	So then why was I able to do it? 

	It's simple. 

	Because I'd looked away from any inconvenient reality ever since I was a child, constantly setting loose pieces of my heart. 

	Miss Senjogahara described this as being “dull when it comes to darkness” the day before yesterday, and she was exactly right. In fact, I don't look at the darkness at all. 

	I've averted my eyes from malice and misfortune. 

	Not as any kind of self-defense. If anything, I think it was self-sacrifice—I'd sever the parts of myself that were inconvenient to me in order to keep being me. 

	Like how I wasn't able to see that house from the classroom. 

	If there was ever anything I didn't like, I would say it had nothing to do with me and cut it off. No matter what horrible things happened to me, I would say they had nothing to do with me and cut them off. 

	So there was no way for my personality to become twisted. 

	There was no way for me to get bent over. 

	I couldn't even stop being naive about the world. 

	Twistedness of that sort is something that any human needs in order to live, and I just skipped all of that. 

	Of course you'd feel scared, of course you'd be creeped out. 

	I know I'd rebutted Araragi by saying that he was going too far when he talked about miracles—but the way I am is the result of something more atrocious and blood-drenched than any miracle. 

	I understand that the most difficult step of the counseling process for children who were never loved by their parents, which is to say children who grew up abused, is getting them to recognize that they've suffered abuse. 

	How terribly they've been tyrannized. 

	It's no small feat to accept that you aren't loved by your parents. 

	In most cases, children act like the abuse itself “never happened.” 

	This shows itself in many ways, whether it's a twisted interpretation of the facts or pretending that it didn't happen at all, but one thing that all of these methods share in common is that they look away from reality. 

	So let me admit it now. 

	I grew up abused by my parents.

	Every single parent I ever had treated me abusively. 

	I have never once been loved. 

	I have never for a moment been loved. 

	But I never recognized that. 

	I ignored my pain, saying that this kind of thing must happen in every home to some degree or another. I could be struck in the face, but I never thought that was abuse. I couldn't think it was. I set that stress loose before I knew it in the form of a cat and pretended that it never happened. 

	Of course, if you want to talk about what abuse really is, it's a very easy thing to understand and also a very hard thing. 

	Abuse can assume forms other than violence. As an extreme example—no, even this is still within the bounds of general opinion—abuse can exist in the form of spoiling a child. 

	Abuse that's called education. Abuse that's called discipline. 

	Abuse that's called an upbringing. Abuse that's called a parent-child relationship. 

	One can ultimately make a case for the view that abuse is anything a parent does to a child, and maybe we should listen to that case instead of rejecting it out of hand. Parts of it may bear merit depending on the way it's made. You wouldn't argue that it isn't abuse if the person in question is all right with what's happening to them—so while it's a vague conclusion, you simply have to judge every case as a whole. 

	Which is why I can make this assertion. 

	I can look away and say all day long that I wasn't abused. 

	I wasn't tyrannized. 

	I wasn't neglected. 

	I have no such recollection. 

	They did the bare minimum as parents—No, you couldn't even argue that in bad faith. 

	only ever did the minimum as parents. 

	They only ever did the worst they could do. 

	That's how I should have thought about it. 

	They'd abused me in the most heinous way, by not loving me—I'm sure they had their excuses. 

	But what did those kinds of excuses have to do with their child? 

	A parent's love for a child isn't a duty to be fulfilled, it's a feeling, and you shouldn't get married or have children if you aren't capable of feeling it. 

	If you never had to feel pain or know sadness, then you'd be free of stress and always perform well, whether in school or in athletics, whether it's ethics or morals. 

	If you never had to feel the pressure of failing or anxiety over meeting a terrible fate, if you could ignore all pain whether physical or mental, you could be perfect all-around. 

	That is the truth of Tsubasa Hanekawa, model student. 

	The boring answer to why I have been me. 

	I could ignore the taste of blandness. 

	How unfair could it get, right? I was tossing the darkness and suffering that every person is burdened with onto someone else's shoulders. 

	I bet Miss Senjogahara would be furious if she heard that. 

	When I think of her two years of suffering—when I think of her two-year fight to in fact acquire her pain, and then look at myself and the way I put it all on you, never having to know suffering, never having to feel pain, never having to fight. 

	“Frustrating” doesn't begin to cover it. 

	And while it's very interesting that the form known as Black Hanekawa would be created by a person like myself getting involved with an aberration called the Afflicting Cat, aberrations are nothing more than triggers as I said earlier. 

	You are you. 

	Of course, this third edition of you is more powerful than the last two, and you seem to be severed from me. As I said earlier, I'm getting “better” at this the more I do it. 

	When I asked Tsukihi what the trick was to making a house of cards, she told me, “This kind of thing is just about practice. It's not about technique, it's how many times you've tried. I'm sure you'd be good at it if you did it twenty times,” and the same goes for everything. 

	So I must have uncoupled you from my heart better than I did my first and second times. I made you into your own personality. 

	Call it nonsense if you want, it's a terrible story. 

	No, it's more terrible than a terrible story. 

	After all, like I've been saying, you're not the only thing I cut loose from my heart as an independent aberration this time. 

	Should I call it another one? 

	Or should I call it another breed? 

	I unleashed the Tyrannical Tiger before I let you loose. 

	If you are an avatar of my stress—then the Tyrannical Tiger is an avatar of my envy. 

	Just as I wouldn't have come upon the idea of a new breed of aberration if I hadn't talked to that library employee, I never would have come upon that keyword had I not talked to Karen and Tsukihi. 

	But now that I have, it seems so fitting it feels like the only possible word for it. 

	Envy. 

	To be honest, though, I really had no association with this word, envy, until just two days ago. 

	I didn't even need to cut it loose. 

	I'd never envied anyone. 

	Because I was a disgustingly good model student able to ambitiously tackle any problem without feeling any stress at all. 

	I never felt like I begrudged others. 

	If anything, what I did feel was something like dissatisfaction: “Why doesn't everyone try harder?” or “They should all just do more.” 

	The feeling had been enough to make Araragi mad at me, and now I realize just how self-absorbed I was. Unlike me, everyone else had to battle their stress as they lived their lives. He didn't need that from a cheater like me. 

	“You can do anything if you try hard enough.” 

	I'd been able to do anything without trying, precisely because I wasn't trying, and I must have been looking away from even Araragi's feelings as I uttered those words to him. 

	Which is why I never needed to have anything to do with envy. 

	No, I wouldn't say that envy and I were completely unacquainted, but the amount of envy I had felt, that had built up in me must have been far less than any regular person's. 

	The total envy I had cut loose from my heart was a minimal amount. 

	But it crossed a threshold all at once three days ago. 

	I remember now. 

	That day, the first day of the new term. 

	Just like any other day, I was awakened by an automatic vacuum cleaner, I washed my face, I made myself presentable, I headed to the dining room for breakfast, and what I saw there were the persons who should be called my father and my mother already having breakfast. 

	The sight struck me as a normal one, and I began to make my own meal. But that only means that I immediately severed it from my memory, that I rewrote my memory, because I saw it, clear as day. 

	He and she were having the same thing for breakfast. 

	The three of us lived in the same house, but separately—that's ow it was supposed to be, but for whatever reason, one of the two had made breakfast for the both of them and they were eating together. 

	When I recall it now—yes. 

	I selected my own cookware to make breakfast that morning—which was a strange thing to be doing. 

	After all, there should have been no need for me to select any cookware because I was the last person to enter the kitchen—the other two would have used the other two sets. 

	In other words. 

	It meant that one of them had made food for two for the other's sake—it could only mean that they were having breakfast together. 

	And leaving me out. 

	That's what made me jealous. 

	I felt a clear sense of envy. 

	I realize this is a ridiculous thing to say... These were two parents who abused me, two persons who lived in the same house as me but could never be called my family, and you'd wonder why I should ever care what they did, whether that meant eating together or anything else. 

	But it's not about logic. 

	And this illogic also explains why I began to feel so averse to the idea of us staying the night at a hotel as an emergency measure after the Hanekawa residence burned down. 

	I didn't want to be isolated in a cramped room. 

	Maybe if we were one and one and one. 

	But I didn't want it to be two and one. 

	It's not that I wanted us to be three—I didn't want it to be two and one. 

	I didn't want to see that, even if it meant sleeping outdoors. 

	I wanted to look away. 

	My oh-so-kind hope that those two would use the fire as an opportunity to begin reconciling was basically nothing but the flip side of these emotions. 

	There was practically something wrong with me? No. 

	There was absolutely something wrong with me. 

	I was scary, creepy—and foolish. 

	I was unable to notice my own feelings, and when I did I let them loose, only wishing that the two would get even closer and reconcile, in fact—you couldn't call my heart a human's. 

	You'd have to call it an aberration's. 

	My true, honest feelings were the result of looking away toward the flip side. 

	I was the reason that their relationship had cooled off, of course, and since I would be leaving Japan in half a year, it wouldn't be odd if they began treating each other differently. This was a couple who had become husband and wife because of a connection they felt existed between them. Or maybe another non-aberrational trigger for the change was the time they had spent in the hospital together during Golden Week. 

	In that case, I was envious of their relationship despite all of this evidence pointing to me being the cause. It didn't stand to reason. 

	So like I said, it wasn't logical. 

	I was thinking about how much they should just separate. 

	Yet I was also hoping that the embers between them would reignite. 

	But I didn't want to see the two of them getting along. 

	Whatever the case, I was jealous of their reconciliation. 

	I was envious to the bottom of my heart that they were now trying to become a family again after all this time. 

	I was burning with envy. 

	That was enough for my envy to cross a threshold and give birth to the Tyrannical Tiger. 

	I gave birth to a tiger at the beginning of the new term, just as I gave birth to you during Golden Week. 

	If I was able to create a completely original, new breed of aberration this time without relying on a base like an Afflicting Cat, this must be another talent I'll only hone with practice. You could say that I was attached to the saying “Tyranny is fiercer than any tiger,” but I also feel that Miss Senjogahara was somewhat right, and I was led to the name by Miss Gaen. 

	And one more thing on that subject. My guess is that the 

	Tyrannical Tiger never would have been born if I hadn't met Mayoi on the way to school that day. 

	The tiger was born because my conversation with Mayoi let me know that Araragi 's whereabouts were unknown, which is to say that she let me know that he wouldn't be able to exorcize the Tyrannical Tiger the way he'd done to you during your last two appearances. 

	Araragi must have been acting as the brakes on my heart. I'd been more excited to meet him in class that first day than I knew. 

	It was a case of terrible timing. 

	But I know for a fact this is why that tiger appeared right after I met Mayoi. 

	Tre responsibility is all mine in the end. 

	The Tyrannical Tiger is a monstrous animal that took form because of how fragile my heart is. 

	The all-consuming flames of envy. 

	It was of course envy toward my parents that caused the Hanekawa residence to be engulfed in flames, and it was envy that caused the abandoned cram school to burn, too. 

	My feelings toward Miss Kanbaru, the only person Araragi had asked for help. 

	I was angry at Araragi then—at least, I thought I was, but in reality I think I was intensely envious of Miss Kanbaru, the way I was of Miss Senjogahara. 

	That's how it should be. 

	I had learned of the emotion that was envy—and it suited me very well. 

	But it must not have been long before I cut that envy loose from myself and transferred it to the Tyrannical Tiger. My envy already had a convenient escape route. 

	Earlier I described the Tyrannical Tiger as an aberration that is independent, just like you, but autonomy might be a better word.

	Because unlike you who are bound to my flesh, the Tyrannical Tiger is able to move and act freely. 

	And as a result. 

	The abandoned cram school, which had a place in all our hear burned down. 

	Miss Senjogahara's line of reasoning that said any building I slept in would immediately catch on fire was wrong in the end, but the Tyrannical Tiger has what you might call a unique trait that makes her theory look like an attractive alternative. 

	Because, you see, that tiger burns down everything I envy. Both Miss Senjogahara's apartment and Araragi's home could easily go up in flames at any moment. Not because I stayed the night, but because I was envious of them. I saw the unshakable bond between father and daughter at the Senjogahara’s' and got that rare inside view of the Araragi family, built on its solid foundation of trust. I've forgotten it by now, but how could I not feel envy as someone who's never known home or family? 

	I wish I could curse myself to death for the way I'd looked away from that envy and forced it onto the Tyrannical Tiger and so optimistically thought about how great it was to feel included in a family. But it seems my curses are only pointed outwards. 

	If I can say there's any saving grace here, I suppose it would be that the Tyrannical Tiger's fires are limited to buildings and that it isn't an aberration that burns humans, similar to the way you acted during Golden Week. It seems that one of my firm values is that you should not kill humans. 

	I say that because I think I know just how much Araragi suffered over spring break caught between human lives and saving lives. 

	No, that's not it. 

	I'm whitewashing it when I say that. 

	No part of me during Golden Week was bothering to look at others, at victims including my parents. I did nothing but look away and was desperately working to do nothing but dispel my stress. Life was secondary (in fact, I tried to kill Araragi at the end), I was self-centered and nothing more. 

	That goes for this time, too. 

	What I'm truly jealous of, truly envious of, must be places, not people. 

	Places to live. 

	Which is why you can say it's dwellings that I've been targeting and not just any building. 

	Places where people live with others. 

	I burned down the Hanekawa residence and the abandoned cram school because I was someone who didn't even have a room and slept in the hallway. 

	I created that tiger. 

	I want a place where I belong, and I'm jealous of people who act like it's natural for them to have those kinds of places. 

	That's why I burn homes over humans. 

	It took all of it on, my destructive impulses of wanting that house to just disappear, my envy that transcended jealousy—and set it all ablaze. 

	Feelings ablaze. 

	Yes, I offhandedly asserted that I have the same kind of destructive impulses as everyone else, that I wished for that house to just disappear. 

	But the same kind of feelings as everyone else? 

	I hadn't even known what it feels like—how painful it is to feel like everyone else. 

	I'd taken that insipid destructive impulse that had already been cut loose and detached from myself to be the way I felt—and convinced 

	myself that I was normal. 

	It was like I was overprotective of myself. 

	It was like I was abusing myself. 

	Yes, that's right. 

	I was abused most of all by myself. 

	I've been killing my self all this time. 

	While I think this self-analysis is correct, that isn't to say there's no risk at all of anyone getting burned, like it went during Golden Week. 

	Both the Hanekawa residence and the abandoned cram school just so happened to be empty when they went up in flames. If anyone was inside, I'm sure they would have suffered the same fate. 

	If Araragi or Miss Kanbaru happened to be in the building when the Tyrannical Tiger was invoked... 

	The thought sends a chill down my spine. 

	And this thought could still become a reality with Miss Senjogahara's apartment or Araragi's home. 

	The relationship between Miss Senjogahara and her dad? 

	The relationship between the Araragi sisters and Araragi? 

	I can't say I'm not jealous. 

	I bet it's a lie that I've never known envy. I've begrudged every person I've ever been jealous of. 

	I wanted a dad like that. 

	I wanted little sisters like them to wake me up every morning. 

	feelings—turn into flames. 

	I think we can say it was a very good move on my part to have never slept over at friends' homes until now. Well, maybe we should call that another thing I was unconsciously avoiding.

	No. 

	If the Tyrannical Tiger got “better” at what it did—if it set fire after fire and grew proficient, then forget sleeping over at one home after the next, every house in the world could very well burst into flames. 

	Schools. 

	Libraries. 

	Parks. 

	I could see them all burning too. 

	That's how it was for me. 

	That's how jealous I was of warm homes. 

	Jealous enough to want to take that warmth and burn it to a crisp. 

	To be honest with you, I don't know what kind of values you, which is to say the aberration known as Black Hanekawa, have. We may share memories and knowledge, you may be able to face even the things I once looked away from, but it seems like we have completely different personalities. (What would be the point in having a split personality otherwise?) 

	So I'm also unsure of how you feel about this Tyrannical Tiger's presence or about my line of reasoning. Maybe you think things are fine the way they are, and I think that would be correct from an aberration's point of view. 

	Maybe you would tell me that there's nothing to be worried about because while arson may be a grave crime, this isn't the kind of thing that can be judged by the law. 

	Yes, that's one opinion. 

	And I won't lie, part of me wants to be comforted by those words. 

	But I just want to put an end to this. 

	I'd be cutting loose a piece of my heart every time something happens, endlessly creating one aberration after another, offloading any responsibility to elsewhere, and forcing others to meet terrible fates while being completely unaware of any of it, living a happy and carefree life. Could there be any worse nightmare? 

	I've torn so many people to shreds since Golden Week, spread so much damage, and been ignorant of it all. 

	Like I was pinching my cheeks but they didn't hurt. 

	Can't you say that's the life I've been living? 

	It's not as if I want to be a good person or a virtuous person. Being moral or ethical doesn't mean anything if you have to use something else to get you there. 

	You. 

	Or the Tyrannical Tiger. 

	I don't want to live if it means stepping on others. 

	Even if we resolve this issue with the Tyrannical Tiger, I'm just going to give birth to a lion or something next time, and then maybe a leopard after that, over and over, right? 

	I can imagine all of you saying that you don't mind, it's what you were created for, and that's why I've made my decision. 

	I've made a decision in my heart, this thing so whittled down that nothing is left, even its core. 

	I'm putting an end to all of this. 

	No. I'm going to begin at last. 

	I'm going to stop looking away and point my eyes straight forward. 

	Not only at the Tyrannical Tiger, but at you too. 

	I'm opening the eyes I've kept closed. 

	Sleeping Beauty has slept for eighteen years now, and she needs to wake up. 

	So please, Miss Black Hanekawa. 

	I want you to return. 

	I want you to go back inside my heart. 

	I want you and the Tyrannical Tiger to come home. 

	Please, I'm begging you. 

	My heart is your home. 

	I won't leave you to be on your own, so please, don't leave me on my own. 

	If Mister Oshino is right, when I turn twenty—or maybe even before that—you, and the Tyrannical Tiger too, might disappear. 

	My girlish, adolescent fantasies might die off and disappear once I become an adult. 

	Even now, you must be something like an echo. 

	So eventually. 

	I'm sure you'll vanish and disappear.

	I'm sure that's the way it's supposed to be. 

	But please. That's why I'm asking you. 

	Please don't vanish. Please don't disappear.

	Please. Come home. 

	Let's stop living apart. 

	I know there's not much space in my heart, but let's live as a family, colliding and crashing into one another inside of it. 

	I won't ever tell you again to just go to sleep if you're feeling sleepy. 

	I swear to you now that I'll love it all, my stress and my envy, my anxiety and my suffering, the bad possibilities and the deep darkness. 

	I know it's a shameless request. 

	But I've decided to live shamelessly. 

	I'm sure Araragi is going to be disappointed. 

	What he values in me is what Miss Senjogahara would call my pure whiteness, my deficiencies as a creature. 

	To be honest, that's the one thing that I can't do. 

	I don't want to disappoint Araragi. 

	In the end, I never once told him that I love him. 

	I was the only party to our love, from beginning to end. 

	It was frankly strange to me that I was so attracted to him when we'd never even spoken until spring break, that I still pine for him like this and refuse to let him go. But now I finally understand. 

	No one that I know confronts his own weakness as much as he does, and I find him dazzling. 

	Almost blindingly dazzling. 

	I can think back with fondness to that night when Miss Senjogahara and I excitedly badmouthed Araragi—and while I think Miss Senjogahara feels the same way, every insult I uttered about Araragi somehow became praise. 

	Like calling him a chump. 

	Everything I said came out sounding like that. 

	All of my anger for him was nothing more than fondness, and at face value too. 

	My feelings for him were the one thing I couldn't cut loose. 

	I've always loved Araragi, always, even when I become you. 

	He says he saved the dying Shinobu even as he cried about not wanting to die. 

	I bet I would have been smiling as I saved her. 

	Yes, I think that if you were to pinpoint the moment when I fell in love with him, it would have to be when he was crying in that battle to the death with Shinobu. 

	After all, I've never cried before, not a single time. 

	I doubt I even cried when I was born. 

	That's why I fell in love with Araragi, the crybaby. 

	Episode said that I had become normal, but the bigger question is what if I stopped being me? 

	If I became me, would Araragi cry yet again? 

	I wouldn't be able to stand it. 

	But I'm not going to look away anymore from whatever it is that I can't stand. 

	I want to become one with the two of you, never looking away from the reality that doing so would disappoint Araragi. 

	So that I can keep loving Araragi, too. 

	That's what I want to do. 

	Miss Black Hanekawa. 

	No, that's such a formal thing to call you now that I think about it. 

	The me inside of me. 

	Or maybe I should call you another me? 

	No, that somehow seems wrong, too. 

	I have a feeling that you're something like a little sister to me. I started to feel that way when I saw Karen and Tsukihi. 

	I'm sorry for being such an awful big sister. 

	I'm sorry for making you worry all this time. 

	This really is my final request. 

	This is the last time I'll force you to play such a difficult role. 

	Please save our other sister. 

	I know she's a troublesome girl, a pyromaniacal runaway, but I'll wait for as long as it takes for her to come home. 

	I love you both, and myself. 

	 

	Yours in haste. 
 

	—

	...And then. 

	That was it for the letter my myaster wrote before going to sleep. 

	It was hard to nyoh what to say. 

	I'd always thought my myaster was a smart anyimal, nyot an idiot like me—but nyow it looked like she myight've been just as stupid, or maybe even stupider. 

	I'd nyeed to be stupid in order to make my myaster smart if you went by the logic in her letter, but even that seemed fishy to me. 

	Since the way I work as a character is that I only ever do as my myaster wants in order to protect my myaster's intentions, she didn't have to write such a letter—all she had to do was go to sleep like nyormal and I would've gone out there to beat that tiger down. 

	I share my myaster's memories, so if she realized what the tiger, the Tyrannical Tiger, really was, I would absolutely nyoh about it too. 

	Nyo, my myaster was fully aware of that—she said so in the letter. 

	So that meant she nyew but still nyeeded to ask me? 

	In the end, my myaster nyever realized that that's exactly what people call her fastidiousness and nyot being like everyone else. 

	Nyow that is the biggest tragedy of all. 

	“Meow.” 

	I placed the nyotebook on top of the desk. 

	Really, I had her memories of writing the letter, too. That meant here was nyo real reason for me to read it, but I took the time to anyway. I guess I'm in nyo place to say anything about my myaster. 

	Whatever the case, I nyow had a general idea of what was happening. 

	The Tyrannical Tiger. 

	And the source of my myaster's illness. 

	I had all the details nyow. 

	But even my myaster seemed to be mistaken about a few things—nyot that she could have avoided those mistakes since she was building 

	a case without having everything she needed to come to a conclusion. 

	Both the style and context of my myaster's letter were out of joint—there was nyo way she wrote it in a collected state of mind. 

	It'd be impawssible for her to get a purrfect score in this situation, but she still myanaged to get decent marks, an eighty out of a hundred. 

	Nyot bad. 

	“How does she nyot see it? You'd think she would. You'd think she'd question why nyo jealousy ever sprouted about Hitagi Senjogahara and Koyomi Araragi going out even though she burned with envy about her home and family.” 

	The strongest emotion in my myaster was romantic love. 

	I don't think I nyeed to explain. Just think back to the transformation before the culture festival. 

	Basically, that annyoying little human's little sister was right when the first thing she associated with fire was feelings of love. 

	So the very furst thing my myaster should have burned wasn't the Hanekawa residence or the abandoned cram school, it was Hitagi Senjogahara the purrson—

	Did my myaster really nyot nyotice? 

	Nyo. 

	I guess that meant she was looking away from the fact. 

	Then I suppose my myaster would eventually run into that reason once she's able to stop looking away from the truth and look straight at it instead. 

	I wonder if she'll be able to take it, though. 

	It's a cruel truth—and my myaster wouldn't be able to cut her heart loose anymore. 

	“Loving me and the Tyrannical Tiger—loving herself. I doubt my myaster knows just how hard that is. She's an extreme case, but doesn't any human look away from their stress and envy to one degree or anyother?” 

	Nyot many people are able to look at the world head-on. Why did my myaster have to be the one to wear such heavy shackles?

	Me and the Tyrannical Tiger nyeeded to carry that weight. Just because she cut her pain loose. 

	That didn't mean her pain never hurt. 

	In fact, just imagine how painful it is to sever a piece of your heart. 

	“And her biggest mistake was calling someone like me her family— mya-haha. I'm nyothing more than her pet.” 

	Nyo, I was a stray. 

	And it was weird to call me her sister to begin with, I was a male when I was run over on that street—but then again, I was made from a cut-off piece of my myaster's heart even if I'm based on an Afflicting 

	Cat, so I guess my gender is a little fuzzy. Little sister, little brother— 

	being called either doesn't feel wrong. 

	Why ask what an aberration's gender is to begin with? 

	Actually, the most impurressive thing was that she could call that gigantic tiger her little sister. She nyew the females are fiercest when it comes to wild animals, right? Wanting me to attack it and exorcize it was one thing, but asking me to bring the tiger back to her heart as family was a ridiculous request. 

	Nyot dead or alive, but alive and well? 

	She was asking for too much. 
 

	I was planning on beating it down even if my myaster didn't ask me to. But then she went and asked for even myore. 

	But if that Hawaiian-shirted jerk expert heard me, I'm sure he'd say, “What violent thoughts. Aberrations and humans need to figure out how to coexist” or something. Isn't that the kind of thing that little human said? 

	Sure, we were both nyew breeds of aberrations, both aberrations born from my myaster, but unlike me, that thing wasn't based on any aberration—its spirit didn't possess anything. My nyon-aberrational myaster didn't seem to nyoh what exactly that meant. 

	She didn't nyoh how freeing it was to a nyaberration to nyot be written about, to have nyo records, to nyever have been spoken of. 

	Honestly, I didn't even want to imagine it. 

	One thing I could say—is that the tiger had nyo blind spots, nyo weaknesses. 

	Furget bringing it back, just opposing it was difficult. 

	I'd have to face it head-on.

	Nyow what a heavy burden.

	“It doesn't really myatter to me, I'm just a nyaberration that works for my myaster's sake. 	If she did nyothing, the flames of emotion might all just get expelled and vanish—so there might be nyo need for my myaster to take it all into herself. 

	Nyot just nyo nyeed. 

	Doing so myight even backfire. 

	Me coming out had to be its own kind of burden for her—so instead of accepting me, she nyeeded to erase me. 

	She needed to extinguish me. 

	It wouldn't be hard to do. In fact, it'd be very easy to make me disappear, my myaster only had to wish for it to happen. 

	But that wasn't what my myaster chose to do. 

	She'd set us loose, but nyow she was trying to get us back. 

	What a funny thing. 

	Me. The Tyrannical Tiger. 

	We were just nyewsances to my myaster. 

	Instead of stubbornly trying to accept us—if she really was smart, my myaster should be able to— 

	“So—it's pointless.” 

	Hitagi Senjoghara must have changed. 

	That annyoying little human must have changed, too. 

	And my myaster also changed. 

	But nyo matter how much you change, there's something that doesn't change, The world. 

	Hitagi Senjogahara changing doesn't mean her past nyever happened. That little human changing doesn't mean his past nyever happened. 

	It doesn't change. It's not replaced. It doesn't become something else. 

	Humans are themselves for as long as they live. 

	We, who were created by my myaster who wandered around town during spring break wanting to meet that vampire, didn't change anything. So—it really would be right and good for us to just disappear. 

	That annyoying little human and that Hawaiian-shirted jerk would agree. 

	I was just in the way. 

	And so was the Tyrannical Tiger. 

	“But, well. She asked.” 

	I didn't nyoh what this feeling was. 

	I nyew I should be doing the same thing whether she asked me to or not—so why did I feel so inspired? 

	The burden on my shoulders should have only weighed me down. 

	So why did it feel so comforting? 

	All that happened was that for the first time, I had a place waiting for me—I had somewhere to go home to. That was it, but why did I nyow feel like I could accomplish anything? What had she done? 

	It made me happy. 

	It made me want to cry. 

	“Nyot that I'm gonna cry—I'm a cat. I don't cry, I meow.”

	“Nyalright, time for my final service to my myaster. 

	It's nyot like I can write long sentences. 

	I added one little line to the end of my myaster's letter before flying out of the wide-open window into the mewnlit nyight.

	But it does not matter to me what I am, what my name is, where I was born, what I am made of. 

	In fact, the name Tyrannical Tiger is almost a nuisance. They say that a dead tiger leaves its skin behind, while dead men leave their names behind, but I am made of nothing but darkness, I have been all but dead from the beginning, and I intend on leaving behind neither name nor skin. 

	I do not intend on leaving a single cinder behind. 

	Like a raging fire that leaves not a single pillar or post behind. 

	I will burn everything to nothing. 

	All that I hold important is this heated, burning obligation in my frame. 

	This tiger of tyranny cares not for the past. 

	I must burn it. I must burn it. 

	Burn what? 

	Everything. 

	The moment after I was born into this world, I saw my mother who had brought mc into it. 

	No. perhaps I should say my twin sister. 

	It scans that the flames that burn in my chest come from this sister of mine—my strong, wise, frightening, fragile. pure-white sister. 

	Innocent and unblemished. White. transparently white. 

	My beautiful sister, who looks not a thing like me 

	She truly was beautiful. 

	That beauty. 

	That whiteness. When I think of how it is I who protects it—I feel proud. 

	But that matters not. 

	The spark can be anything. 

	The fire can grow in any way.

	The one and only thing I have is this obligation. 

	While I have no sense that I am doing something for her sake, I also do not intend to cause her any harm. just as the car born in the same way from her said. 

	I have no background. no motivation. 

	One could say that I am nothing but a flame.

	I am a white flame. 

	I have been given neither consciousness nor will. While I may appear to be speaking my thoughts, I am only feigning to, only pretending to. 

	I am a natural phenomenon. 

	I simply burn what needs to burn. 

	No. 

	There is nothing in this world that cannot burn. 

	I must burn everything. 

	Inside, I am jealous of everything. 

	I am jealous of fathers, mothers, friends, juniors. 

	They ought to disappear. 

	They ought to vanish. 

	They ought to suffer, they ought to lament, they ought to feel down. 

	They ought to mourn, they ought to languish, they ought to feel worthless. 

	They ought to cry. 

	They ought to cry like me. 

	Perhaps those tears will help abate the flames. 

	Now, what should I burn this evening. 

	Though all may go up in flames with time, there is still an order to be followed. 

	There is still a process. 

	So I suppose for now, this building will be next. 

	As I thought this, no, before I thought it, I was already there. 

	I have no will. I have no intentions. 

	I am this. 

	There is no getting there ahead or behind. 

	I appear anywhere. 

	My fires spread anywhere. 

	I looked carefully at the target, inspecting it. 

	Hm. 

	I see. 

	It seemed easier to burn than a house or a building. 

	But whether it would be simple or difficult, it was all the same. 

	Hesitation was meaningless once I acquired a target. 

	Everything was the same. 

	I do not know everything. 

	But everything burns. 

	I opened my mouth wide, baring my fangs. 

	And then the flames. 

	The flames—- 

	“Mrow!” 

	Then in that moment, standing between me and my target—was a cat. 

	A single silver kitten came flying from the sky as if it had grown wings, and seemed to stand in my way.
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	Just like I expected, the Tyrannical Tiger was nyow right in front of the Tamikura Apartments, where Hitagi Senjogahara and her dad lived. Even if I was wrong, I was planning on just climbing up to the roof and searching the town like I did last time—but it's nyot like I wasn't certain about it. 

	I nyew. 

	After all, the Tyrannical Tiger and I used to be one and the same. 

	The same thing, born from the same place. 

	So. 

	“Hey there, tiger,” I said. In greeting. “I'm here to get you. C'mon, let's head back together.” 

	But, once again like I expected, the Tyrannical Tiger was nyot even going to answer me. 

	She was just silently glaring at me. 

	Ah. 

	Nyow that I was facing her, it made me realize all over again just how huge tigers are. Nyo, she was a monster—real tigers weren't ever supposed to be that big. 

	It almost felt like I couldn't tell how far away she was. 

	I nyew this wasn't a fairy tale like Pinyocchio or anything, but it made me feel like the best way to defeat her might be getting swallowed and then fighting my way out of her guts. 

	I could try that if I was going to defeat her. 

	But that's nyot what I was here for. 

	<Move,> the Tyrannical Tiger finally decided to say after a long pause. <You there. I will burn you. You are in the way.> 

	“…Hah.” 

	I didn't nyoh exactly why—but I laughed. 

	Maybe it was a chuckle? Nyo, it was a snicker. 

	It was weird, this tiger looked so huge and was so intimidating, which made everything she said feel so solemn—and even last time we met, that was enyough to scare me on the inside as we talked. 

	But nyow I realized it was different. 

	She—wasn't solemn at all. 

	She just lacked any sentiment. 

	She didn't have the tools she needed to speak and communicate, like a nyewborn baby—that's why we couldn't have a discussion.

	“The spring from which your need to burn arises... That's a mixed myetaphor,” I quipped. 

	Nyot that it made any sense to. 

	Sure enough, it didn't seem to land at all. 

	So I was right, she wasn't trying to be funny. 

	But still. 

	“You nyoh she's nyot nyothing to you, tiger—she's our birthparent.” 

	<Our birthparent? How truly tedious,> the tiger grumbled heartlessly. 

	You couldn't call this a conversation we were having. 

	<And is it not that woman who knows better than anyone just how tedious a birthparent is?> 

	“Oh, you might be right.” 

	Nyow that one hurt to hear. 

	I guess it went to show just how monstrous our myaster was as a “spring” if a nyewborn aberration could be so sharp. 

	“Maybe that's why our myaster called us her little sisters and nyot her daughters.” 

	<Little sisters—> 

	“I don't nyoh how it works, but apparently they're a real hot commodity these days. According to what that little human told me.” 

	Nya-haha, I laughed. 

	“So it myight be a perfect tag for you, since you're a real hot oddity, sister.”

	<Hmph... I have no interest in tags or the like. I am a natural phenomenon that burns whatever I wish to burn. I am like an automaton,> the tiger said. 

	Hard-headed, through and through. 

	<I am not interested in hot commodities.> 

	“Oh.” 

	Hmm. 

	This conversation was really going nyowhere. 

	And I felt like I was trying pretty hard—in fact, I'd say I tried pretty hard the time before the culture festival, too. 

	I nyoh you might nyot believe me, but I do feel like I went too far during Golden Week. 

	So if we could bring this to a peaceful end, that's what I wanted—but when I faced that annyoying little human before the culture festival, I was dealing with a human, while we were two aberrations this time. Nyot only that, we were created by the same myaster, and we still couldn't commyunicate. It was really getting me down. 

	It seemed like I couldn't blame it all on the Tyrannical Tiger, though. 

	Well, nyothing I could do about that.

	“I told you before, nyo? I'm nyot going to forgive you if you hurt my myaster.» 

	<What a funny thing to say.> 

	The Tyrannical Tiger had a puzzled look on her face. Nyot as though my words weren't getting through, but as if she truly didn't understand them. 

	<I do not care about that woman—and so I have no intention of harming her in any way. But you realize the feeling of wanting to burn down this apartment came from none other than your master herself.> 

	“……”

	Yeah, pawbably. 

	That was the truth to this tiger. 

	Nyo—it was the absolute truth. 

	My myaster envied the Senjogaharas' home. 

	To the point of wanting it to burn. 

	That was the truth. 

	And it was also the truth that she envied those two organyisms known as her “parents” that I'd sent to the hospital over Golden Week. 

	And she was envious that the little human asked only the monkey girl for help. 

	But still, you nyoh. 

	“Her feelings of trying to hold back that envy were also true—tiger. And you're ignyoring that fact.” 

	<Enough. That woman's self-denial was what gave birth to me, was it not? So she is only reaping what she has sown. My flames do not take into account such circumstances.> 

	They can only burn. They burn. 

	As if to wash it all away, as if to sweep it into the sea. 

	They can only reduce everything to nothingness—as if it never existed. 

	They can only make it so that it never happened. 

	Saying this, the Tyrannical Tiger took a step toward me. 

	Meow. 

	Surprisingly, she seemed to be the first one to get all hot and bothered—then again, she was rooted in flames. 

	“Well, between us two aberrations, you're in the right here,” I said. 

	There was nyo denying it. 

	I was the one who wasn't acting like a nyaberration—l mean, I used to be an Afflicting Cat, which is supposed to be more about getting payback than paying anyone back. 

	If you thought about it, at furst I was the one who'd been trying to harm our myaster.

	“Nyo.” 

	And then I— 

	Hold on. 

	This was nyot me speaking—that's not who it was at all. 

	It was me.

	I—

	Tsubasa Hanekawa—denied it. 

	“No. I decided to stop already. I want to become someone who hates others. I want to become someone who resents others. I want to be unable to be kind and loving to others the way I have been until now. I'm sure people will start to dislike me and detest me. I'll probably become short-tempered and unforgiving. I think I'll start getting frustrated and annoyed. I might become dumber. I might not be able to laugh anymore. I might start weeping and sobbing.” 

	Yes. 

	Araragi would be really disappointed. 

	I'd no longer be able to overlook the way he messed around, I bet—oh, but maybe that would still make him happy. 

	Because that's the kind of person he is. 

	A kind person. 

	I really did feel—so jealous. 

	“But that's fine. I'm fine with that.” 

	I'd looked away from reality. 

	I'd forced you two to do all of my dirty work. And I'm sick and tired of it. 

	What I was doing to you. 

	How was it any different from what had been done to me? 

	“I don't want to be the real deal, I want to be real,” I said. “I don't need to be beautiful. I don't need to be white. I want to get dirty, just like the two of you.” 

	I couldn't be a girl who never knew what it meant to be stained for my entire life—I wanted to know filth.

	I might have been the earlier-born aberration, but I wasn't even sure if you could call the Tyrannical Tiger my little sister. Aberrations can be aberrant, okay? 

	My myaster had described that little human and his sisters as triplets born apart, and I felt the same way about me, my myaster, and the Tyrannical Tiger—but the Tyrannical Tiger definitely didn't feel like the youngest of us three. 

	After all, stress is born from emotional friction—so if the Tyrannical Tiger was right and my myaster was the spring she drew from, then the spring that I drew from might turn out to be the Tyrannical Tiger. 

	I might have been born first, but that didn't mean the Tyrannical Tiger couldn't be the furst one to exist. 

	So even a simple comparison could rank the Tyrannical Tiger as a better aberration than me, Black Hanekawa. To complicate things further, the Tyrannical Tiger was also my successor. 

	They say that the later myachines like computers are built, the better, right? 

	And if you follow that same logic, there was no way I could beat the Tyrannical Tiger using nyormal methods. 

	And nyaturally my myaster was more experienced in creating aberrations when she created the tiger—and that's why she was a tiger, just like the nyote said. 

	Anyone could see who'd win in a fight between a cat and a tiger. 

	Anyone could see. 

	It made you want to look away. 

	…But my myaster wasn't looking away—she was facing it head-on, so I couldn't turn tail and run nyow. 

	After all. 

	Afflicting Cats are cats with nyo tail— 

	“Phew... “ 

	I dodged the Tyrannical Tiger's fangs by the skin of my own teeth—and snyuck under its gigantic body as if I was going straight into the beast's den. 

	My strategy was to use her size against her. 

	You nyoh there's a saying, the cornered rat can even bite a cat, so what's wrong with a cat biting a tiger? And—also! 

	“Mrr...OWWW!” 

	I had something. 

	My secret weapon as an Afflicting Cat—my enyergy drain! 

	It always worked nyo matter my opponent, even against aberrations—so I could achieve my goal if I sucked the enyergy from the Tyrannical Tiger and brought that back to my myaster. 

	My myaster's request.

	I could grant it then. 

	Sure, it was a pretty rough way to bring a runaway girl back home, but we could talk it over once we were all there. 

	There's nyo miracle cure for family problems. 

	It's nyot like you can reconcile with your family at the drop of a hat like some kind of melodramatic garden-variety domestic drama—for eighteen years, our myaster had kept cutting loose and been cut loose. 

	We couldn't go straight back to the way things were. 

	Nyo, there nyever was a place for us to go back to. 

	We would have to build it from scratch. 

	Today was just the first step towards that—and so. 

	I was pawsitioned under the Tyrannical Tiger's belly—and I embraced it. 

	With my whole body. 

	With my whole strength. 

	I made sure to touch as much of my body as pawssible to the Tyrannical Tiger's to maximize my enyergy drain's purrformance. 

	<Mmf—> 

	“Mrr—ROWWWWWWWWWWWWWWW!!” 

	Where the Tyrannical Tiger groaned—I screeched at the top of my lungs. 

	Nyot a scream to motivate myself, like I was saying I'd nyever let go. 

	Nyot that. 

	While my enyergy drain, my special ability as a nyaberration, was the one opening I had to defeat the Tyrannical Tiger, using it also meant you needed to think about what her special ability was as a nyaberration. 

	A fire aberration. 

	Tyrannical Tiger. 

	There are three ways that might work. 

	The easiest pattern for modern-day people to understand is what you might call pyrokinesis, where all it nyeeded to think was <burn> for something to burn, making it closer to a psychic ability than a nyaberrational phenyomenyon. So it feels more like a human skill than a nyaberration's? (Putting aside the question of if you believe in psychic powers.) Flhere really was nyothing that I'd be able to do if the Tyrannical Tiger was actually using pyrokinesis to cause fires—because nyo matter if it was me or anyone else, you'd be turned to ash as soon as you entered her sight. 

	For that reason, though, I nyever believed it to be that pattern, and in fact, even when we talked, nyo part of my body or even my clothes caught on fire, plus its first attack was an anyamalistic bite. I could count that one out by nyow. 

	So, pattern nyumber two. 

	Another one that's easy to understand, or maybe easy to imagine, where the Tyrannical Tiger breathes fire from its myouth—or shoots flames from its claws, that kind of pattern. And because this one works together with biting and scratching, it lined up with being a predator. 

	Fire-breathing monsters show up all the time in anyame and monster movies, right? So from that point of view, this was the most likely reason the Tyrannical Tiger could create fire. 

	Well, it was the pattern I was hoping for. 

	But I was wrong. 

	It wasn't the furst pattern, the worst one of all—

	But it was the third pattern. 

	“Mrrow—hot, hot, hot!!” 

	I nyearly took both my arms offofthe Tyrannical Tiger's torso but realized what I was doing and just barely held back on. 

	To something that was nyow ablaze. 

	To the Tyrannical Tiger's torso. 

	“So that's the pattern here. Your whole body is flames—I shoulda nyown it!” 

	While there are some fire-breathing aberrations out there, this was the more common way it worked! 

	My myaster is a stickler for the rules, so of course she was gonna stick to precedent when making a nyaberration! 

	She wasn't going to show off her originyality, she was going to be orthodox— 

	Her aberration was a strange and suspicious fire! 

	<lt's useless, cat,> the Tyrannical Tiger said. <lt is in a beast's nature to fear flames. To say nothing of grasping onto a flame—your actions deviate not only from those of an aberration but also from any creature’s.> 

	She sounded—calm. 

	Of course she did. 

	For the same reason that vampire girl—Shinyobu Oshinyo— could sit in my arms and look lively even though my enyergy drain worked on anything I touched, whether I wanted it to or nyot. 

	In other words, while my enyergy drain may look invincible at first glance, it has a weakness. 

	Or maybe I should say a structural flaw. 

	A nyecessary structural flaw. 

	If my target had a nyear-endless supply of enyergy, absorbing all of it would be like trying to dry a dam—and while I didn't think the Tyrannical Tiger's enyergy as the avatar of our myaster's dark emotions could rival a vampire's, still. 

	Still, its enyergy was like thermal enyergy. 

	Literal flames. 

	It was clear as day that I'd be roasted alive before I could absorb it all up— 

	“Aww, shut it! Of course I nyoh that!!” 

	Which was exactly why. 

	It was exactly because it was clear as day—that I screamed. 

	I yowled—as a cat. 

	“It doesn't myatter how stupid I am! I at least nyoh that a cat can't beat a tiger!” 

	While a cornered rat might bite a cat—it was only a bite at the end of the day. 

	It's nyot like the rat could win or fight off the cat. 

	It would just make the cat myad and then get eaten, right? 

	And nyow it was the same for me.

	 To be honest, I didn't even half-believe that this enyergy drain was going to work, that it would be an opening—I nyew this wasn't even a gamble. 

	I was just acting like I didn't nyoh. 

	<ln that case,> asked the tiger. She looked at me, pathetically hanging off of her stomach, and asked, <ln that case, why—why do this? It's senseless. It's reckless. It's pointless.> 

	“Because,” I said, “our myaster asked me to. 

	“Our myaster asked me to. 

	You probably wouldn't understand. 

	You were just born, you probably wouldn't understand. 

	You don't understand just how happy it makes me for our myaster, who always wants to do every little thing all by herself, to rely on me—how happy it makes me for our myaster, who always tries to do every little thing all by herself, to rely on me without any concern for embarrassment or honor, about how it looks or how it reflects on her— when I was just a plain cat who had been run over by a car. 

	And she shamelessly relied on me. 

	She called me her little sister. 

	She called me her family, you nyoh. 

	“She asked me to take care of this—to take care of you!” 

	And—I thought as I looked at the Tamikura Apartments. 

	Hitagi Senjogahara asked me the same thing, too. 

	She asked me to take care of my myaster— 

	“...MEOOOOOWWWW!” 

	I. 

	I held even tighter to the Tyrannical Tiger's torso, so hot that I had nyoh idea what tempurrture it could even be—and buried my head in it like I was rubbing my cheek against her. 

	My clothes had gone up in flames long ago. 

	Hot. Hot. Hot. Hot. 

	Hot. Hot. Hot. Hot. 

	It felt like I was embracing the sun. 

	And in fact, maybe that's what I was doing. 

	I could see the flames of my myaster's pooled and accumulated envy gathering into a mass of that scale—which was why. 

	I nyeeded to swallow it all. 

	The hotter it was, the bigger it was. 

	The more I couldn't let go of it— 

	The more I nyeeded to hold onto it. 

	That's how I felt. 

	“Mrr...OWWWWWWWWWWWWWWWWWWWWWwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwwww!” 

	<Shut up.> 

	Swoosh. 

	The Tyrannical Tiger shook its body like it was wet and trying to dry off—and that's all it took to send my flying. 

	My body smashed into a nyearby concrete wall. 

	“Meow!” 

	Hearing my own scream, I nyearly fell unconscious for a meowment from the sudden change in tempurrture. 

	Nyo. I couldn't pass out nyow. 

	I was practically covered in flames. 

	If I lost consciousness in this state and switched back to my myaster's, she would probably die on the spot from full-body burns—I could somehow withstand this tempurrture only because I was a nyaberration. 

	“Agh...” 

	Still.. .what amazing power. 

	I was nyothing in comparison. 

	You nyoh, there's a nyaberration that's good at sumo wrestling nyown as the bake-no-hi, the changed flame (sounds ridiculous, nyo?)—but she was just as monstrously powerful as one of those. 

	Doggone it—though I nyoh that's a weird thing for a cat to say. 

	While I barely managed to stay conscious, one attack was all it took to immeowbalize me. 

	I couldn't mewve a finger. 

	Really? 

	I prepared myself, came here ready to attack, and look what happened—talk about lame. 

	Myaahaha. 

	Then again, that annyoying little human was always risking his life like this—he must've done a lot of fighting by nyow. 

	With tears in his eyes. 

	Crying foul. 

	And crying. 

	You nyoh what. 

	I wish my myaster would've cried, too— 

	If she was sad. 

	If she was lonely. 

	If she was bitter. 

	Who nyohs, maybe she wouldn't have had to give birth to me or the Tyrannical Tiger—and things could have still gone well. 

	Nyo, maybe it was the other way around. 

	Could my myaster not cry because we existed? 

	Well, yeah. That made sense. 

	If you had little sisters like us. 

	You couldn't cry, nyot as their older sister— 

	<What a weak being. So it's over already?> the Tyrannical Tiger said. 

	Expressionlessly. 

	Emotionlessly. 

	As it sizzled—and sidled its way toward me. 

	<Your gratitude or whatever you call it—that is all it was worth?> 

	“……”

	<Hmph. Very well. as an act of kindness from one born from within that woman to another, I will personally drag you down to hell.> 

	mass of fire was calmly muttering some really scary stuff. 

	Hell? 

	I wondered how much better that would be than a nyightmare. 

	Still, how many times would it be—I didn't want to die again. 

	I'd been run over by a car and killed. 

	I'd been won over by my myaster and killed. 

	And nyow it was over, with this tiger, too? 

	How many times was I going to die? 

	They say that death is the only cure for stupidity, but that's a lie. 

	I'll always stay stupid, I bet— 

	“Ahhh. It really did make me happy, though.”

	Maybe it was what you'd call my nyature as a creature, but looking toward the Tyrannical Tiger as it carefully approached me cautious of my enyergy drain— 

	I muttered. 

	Were they my dying words? 

	Nyo. 

	It was just me being a sore loser. 

	“A life-or-death fight with you and all I managed was to delay this arson by ten seconds—I can't stand how weak I am.” 

	<I told you so,> the Tyrannical Tiger told me.

	There really was no sentiment there at all. 

	Churning emotion—devoid of sentiment. 

	<It's senseless. It's reckless. It's pointless.> 

	“It was syenseless. It was murreckless. It was purrointless.” 

	Ahhh. 

	I never got a chance to say it, in the end. 

	Even though I loved him so much. 

	Loved him so much I became a monster. 

	I was never able to tell Araragi that I loved him— 

	“It was senseless. It was reckless. It was pointless— 

	“That's not true, Hanekawa. 

	And then. 

	That moment—a lengthy sword came swooping down from the night sky. 

	It pierced straight through the Tyrannical Tiger's neck to stitch it to the ground. 

	That great katana—I nyew it. 

	I knew what it was. 

	Its name—the enchanted blade Kokorowatari. 

	Tbe aberration slayer, unparalleled in all history— 

	“……ck!” 

	“It might've been senseless. It might've been reckless. But—it wasn't pointless. If you hadn't risked your life and delayed this tiger from burning this place down by ten seconds, I wouldn't have made it in time.”

	His dark hair had grown so much longer since spring break. 

	His body was small and fit. 

	He was already in tatters, from his skin to his clothes, and he was missing a shoe. 

	How terrible the torment and trials he must have endured to be standing here now—his appearance was enough to tell the tale. 

	“And that would have made me cry.” 

	Then, with the hilt still in his hands. 

	Araragi—smiled.
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	“...Ah, ahh—” 

	Araragi. 

	Araragi, Araragi. 

	Araragi, Araragi, Araragi— 

	I felt a burning pain all along my skin.

	The burns covering my body hurt now that my consciousness had 

	thrust its way back to the surface—but it didn't bother me one bit. 

	I burned far hotter in my chest. 

	Oh. 

	So Tsukihi was right after all. 

	Envy was nothing—compared to the flames of love. 

	Just look at how the mere sight of Araragi made this fire roar—and it had only been a few days. 

	It felt like we were meeting for the first time in a century. 

	“Araragi...why are you here?” 

	“Hey, what sort of stupid question is that, Hanekawa?” 

	That hurts, he added. 

	“You're in trouble, How could I not come running to your side?” 

	“Ahaha...Listen to you.” 

	I couldn't help but laugh.

	Seriously, listen to you. 

	You were off on some grand adventure with Mayoi and Miss Kanbaru until just now. 

	Look at how battered you've gotten yourself again. 

	Hurt all over, covered in wounds. 

	No doubt having done many senseless things. 

	No doubt having done many reckless things. 

	But... 

	You didn't do a thing that was pointless, did you. 

	“Well, actually,” he said, “I tossed everything aside and came running when I saw you in casual clothes in the pic you sent me!” 

	“Hold on, hold on, hold on.” 

	I really wanted that to be a joke. 

	And those clothes were his, too. 

	Plus, most of it had gone up in flames. 

	<G-Ghhh...> 

	And there, under Araragi—growled the tiger. 

	The Tyrannical Tiger growled. 

	<Aaaaagh... It hurts. It hurts. It hurts. It burns. It hurts. It burns. It burns. It burns. It burns—> 

	“Oops.” 

	Araragi saw this and pulled the blade from its throat in a single motion. 

	He seemed used to it. 

	How much hell had he been through over these few short days? 

	Was his warrior level higher, or was I just imagining it? 

	“Um, Black Hanekawa...I guess? At the moment. Wait, you'd be Hanekawa either way... But you still have those ears and stuff, and your hair is white— 

	“It's all me.” 

	“I see.” 

	Nodding, he took the Tyrannical Tiger, on the verge of death—grabbed that mass of my emotions, still stubbornly smoldering, by the neck and dragged it in front of me.

	He took that heavy, massive beast that seemed to weigh easily more than a thousand pounds. 

	And brought it to me. 

	“You're not exorcizing it, are you?”

	Sorry, but I went and read that whole letter, he said.

	“Like I said—what kind of a stupid question is that, Hanekawa?”

	“You just said it yourself. No matter what happens, it's all you. You might change, but you're still you. Don't worry. I'm not going to make any special exception for you. If you become a bad person, I'll hate you. If you do bad things, I'll get angry at you. If people resent you, I'll stick up for you. If you get stupid—well, I'll even help you study.” 

	If you cry, I'll comfort you. 

	Saying so, he—

	Patted my head. 

	“………nkk!” 

	This one act. 

	Caused my heart—to be engulfed in flames. 

	I couldn't even describe it as hot anymore, 

	Right. 

	I always—wanted someone to do that to me.

	I wanted someone to stroke me gently like that. 

	I wanted someone to touch me, gently. 

	“Hey, Araragi?” 

	“Hm?” 

	“I love you, Araragi,” I said. 

	 

	“Can we date with the intent to get married?” 

	 

	I was finally able to say it. 

	Just that much—and it took me nearly half a year. 

	Araragi looked the tiniest bit startled by my sudden confession before his expression turned into a troubled smile. 

	“I see,” he said. “I'm super glad to hear it. But I'm sorry. I happen to have a girlfriend.” 

	“Yeah. I know.” 

	I raised my head and looked straight ahead of me. 

	Room 201, Tamikura Apartments. 

	She would be in there—sleeping, alongside her dad. 

	“Do you love her more than you love me?” 

	“Yeah.” 

	It was a mean question, but he gave an honest answer. 

	I was so happy that he did. 

	But of course, more than that, it hurt. 

	“Ahhh... I've been rejected.” 

	Right. 

	This was it. 

	Correct. 

	Confess, then get rejected. 

	I felt so sad. 

	I'd been talking about traveling the world and discovering myself—when I'd never experienced this sorrow? 

	What self-discovery, what self-creation? 

	Without heartbreak—how could I go on a trip to mend my broken heart? 

	I was never able to say, “Save me.' 

	But I did say, “I love you.” 

	I was able to say it. 

	Araragi noticed my feelings a long time ago, of course. He found out before the culture festival. 

	Actually, he found out all over again if he read the note in his room. 

	But it wasn't enough that he knew it. 

	I needed to let him know. 

	I needed a reply from him. 

	He needed to let me know. 

	How he felt about me. 

	I finally got my reply—and. 

	I was rejected, and was able to feel hurt. 

	I reached out my hand and touched the Tyrannical Tiger's forehead— 

	I patted the head of this third me. 

	I was doing to the still-burning flames of my emotions what I was so happy to have done to me. 

	I stroked my smoldering feelings. 

	An energy drain. 

	For the last time. 

	The burns across my body began to heal—and as they did, waves of feeling began to surge into me. 

	Dark emotions that had pooled and accumulated for eighteen years. 

	And stress. 

	Everything I had forced onto Black Hanekawa, onto the Tyrannical Tiger, was now, with interest—coming back into me. 

	“Unh... Uh-unnnh…”

	Why was it? 

	By the time I realized. 

	“Unh… Wuuuh... W-Waaahh.” 

	By the time I realized, I was crying. 

	Maybe I couldn't bear the overflowing emotions, maybe it was the pain of the stress they brought with them, or maybe, after all, it was my sadly broken heart—but right in front of Araragi. 

	Without a care if anyone saw me. 

	Like a child. 

	Like a newborn child, I wailed. 

	“Waaaaah,    ah,    ah,    unh,    uwaaaaahhh,    hic,    hic…Waaaaaaaaaahhhhh!” 

	Which is why I feel this was the day— 

	I could be born at last. 

	Just as he'd promised, Araragi comforted me until the tears stopped. 

	Not saying a word. 

	He spent the night gently stroking my head.
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	The epilogue. 

	Or maybe, let's consider everything until now the prologue. 

	My tale begins today. 

	First is the question of what Araragi was up to these few days, skipping school, but he stubbornly kept his mouth shut and refused to tell me a thing. Well, Miss Kanbaru was present the next day like normal (and aside from the bandage on her left arm, she didn't seem to be covered with injuries like Araragi); he also said I didn't need to worry about Mayoi and that the temporarily severed pairing between him and Shinobu was now back, so it all worked out well in the end—or at least that's the way it seemed.

	“This feels like it's just turning into a word association game...Hmm—so if I understand you correctly, you're saying that while there may not have been a base aberration like with the Afflicting Cat, the Tyrannical Tiger still wasn't entirely original?” 

	“Not a thing exists that could be called entirely original—'tis the wall that any creator throughout history has inevitably encountered. Even Sekizen, in fact. The flaming tiger ye conjured is undoubtedly the product of all thy gathered knowledge and relationships, not some changed flame or flaming chariot alone. One may have a great deal of freedom, but one is never truly free.”

Afterword 
 

	There are a lot of cases in manga where the protagonist gets so overwhelmed by, say, summer homework and pleads for something ridiculous, like “If only I had two bodies,” or “I want there to be another me.” Most such stories, however, seem to settle on the punch line that both of you slack off when you have two bodies or another self and don't get any more work done. That sounds plausible, but when I really think about it, I don't know. The issue there is that both bodies have free will, and if a single will could control plural bodies instead, wouldn't there be a dramatic improvement in efficiency? In other words, a single chain of command operating both body A and body B, like a left hand and a right. You might think I'm being ridiculous here, but in fact I'm not; given the incredible advancements in wireless communication in our world, I guess I just can't deny the feeling that some extremely mechanical solution might serve. A manipulator, to put it simply. But then, if we expand ourselves limitlessly like that, we might no longer be able to tell where we end. Should we consider the shoes we wear when we go outside a part of ourselves? Are nails part of us before we clip them, but not after we do? Couldn't we just say the books lining our shelves are us? Is what we know part of us, or is it mere knowledge? The question of what the self is and how far it extends has been exercising many humans for ages, and when you think about it, maybe no times can do so like present-day society.

	Despite the title, NEKOMONOGATARI (WHITE) isn't meant to form a pair with NEKOMONOGATARI (BLACK), not in particular. Whether it's (BLACK) or (WHITE), each tale can stand on its own, and they have different narrators in the first place, don't they? Say, I guess if BAKEMONOGATARI, KIZUMONOGATARI, NISEMONOGATARI, and NEKOMONOGATARI (BLACK) were the first season, then this NEKOMONOGATARI (WHITE) would be beginning a second season. I'm exaggerating on purpose, but I feel like up to the previous volume, the narrative already “existed” when I began the series (whether or not I actually wrote it all out), while the tale from this book on was a future unknown even to the author. I wonder if this is what they call characters acting on their own, but in any case, the plan is to release another five books or so. What will their story be? Okay, this has been a novel I wrote cat-percent to entertain myself, NEKOMONOGATARI (BLACK). Pardon me, NEKOMONOGATARI (WHITE). 

	We've requested VOFAN to keep drawing the front covers and insert images for the second season. Miss Hanekawa is getting too many covers, though. Three in the series? What if she's on the next one, too? I can see it happening. Well, please look forward to the coming installment, including who's going to be on its cover. Actually, I'd be surprised if it was anybody other than Hachikuji.
