I catch up to Alice, but she stops dead in her tracks and turns to me.

“Oh, right. I need to explain that part to you. Six, how many Evil Points do you
have?”

Evil Points.

It’s one of the things that allows the Kisaragi Corporation to function as an evil
organization.

Each individual member of Kisaragi is implanted with a chip that tracks that
member’s Evil Points. You’d think that doing evil for evil’s sake shouldn’t be our
highest priority, but our leadership takes our role as villains really seriously. So
they’ve set up a system where they track our villainy. You can then use your
accumulated Evil Points to get equipment or exchange them for reward money.

Here, for whatever reason, Snow has decided she needed to
complicate the discussion.

I want a
clumsy mage on the team!”

Still…

Alice interrupts Snow in the middle of her announcement without so much as
a by your leave.

“Uh…wait, not these two… Can we at least swap one out for Sir Alexandrite?”

“Do the two of you have a geezer fetish or something? Just call them forward
already.”

It’s hard to shake the feeling that Alice has Snow firmly under her heel, and
the knight mumbles complaints under her breath as she summons Alice’s



selections. A young girl steps in front of me, looking a little older than Alice, at
maybe fourteen or fifteen years old.

“…Well, each résumé describes the soldier in question, so you can read up
later. Rose, go ahead and introduce yourself,” Snow orders.

“The name’s Rose. Artificial Humanoid Battle Chimera Rose… You think you
can handle me…?”

Covering one eye with her hand, Rose glares at us with a look of deliberate
disinterest to rival Alice’s.

A closer look reveals a lizard tail peeking out from the hem of her skirt and a
little demon horn protruding from behind her silver bob. Each of her eyes is a
different color, and the combination does in fact bring a Chimera to mind.

We’ll make good use of your abilities.”

At our introduction, Rose freezes in place, covering her face with her palms.
She falls into a trembling heap, evidently hoping that we might have mercy and
forget about her weirdly haughty intro.

“Alice, you could have at least tried to play along. Look at her; she’s so
mortified, she’s shivering. You’ll probably make her cry if you call her cringey
again.”

“Why would I play along with her dumb antics? …You there, stop acting like
that if you find it so embarrassing.”

“Y-yes, ma’am… I’m Artificial Humanoid Chimera Rose. P-pleased to meet
you.”

Rose slinks toward us, her face beet red.

That’s where this little horn and tail
come from…”

doesn’t sound particularly pleasant… Um…say…you wouldn’t have any unusual
foods on you, would you? Something smells really tasty…”

Rose’s initial panic at hearing Japanese is replaced by curiosity, her nose
twitching in response to a scent. I haven’t had time to eat a proper meal since
we were teleported, so I started snacking on a ration bar on my way to the
barracks. I take out the partially eaten ration bar and show it to Rose.

“Did you mean this? It’s everyone’s favorite, delicious, nutritious ration bar,
Calorie-Z. You can have it if you agree to follow all my orders without
exception.”

“S-seriously? Oh…but it just smells too good to resist.”

“Tsk… Six, you know you look like a pedophile trying to tempt a little girl with
candy, right? …Still, that is useful information for the future.”

Rose’s mismatched eyes follow the ration bar as I wave it from side to side.

Snow’s attention remains on the gathered soldiers, looking for a specific face.



When she finds her mark, Snow calls out, “Grimm, wake up and get over here!”

In response, a woman in a wheelchair wheels her way over to us. Seated
barefoot, the slender woman looks to be about eighteen or nineteen years of
age. She has sleepy brown eyes on a faintly pale face framed with beautiful
straight brown hair. The first word I can think of to describe her is frail, and I
can’t help but wonder if she’s actually fit for combat.

“I’m Combat Agent Six, your new commander.”

“Staff officer and medic, Alice.”

Grimm listens to our introductions with a bright, shining gaze.

“It’s a pleasure to meet you! My name is Grimm. I have so many questions for
you! But let’s start with the most important one. Are you married, Commander?
Got a girlfriend, maybe? I’m not currently seeing anyone, by the way. Can you
believe it? A fine woman like me, still single.”

“In spite of my rugged good looks and charming personality, I’m still single, as
well.”

If anything, Grimm shifts from side to side in her chair, almost giddy.

Do you really need to be heading out
to battlefields when you’re in a wheelchair? There’s a whole lot of questions
that keep bubbling up, but the most important question comes first.

… I don’t quite know what’s gotten into Grimm, but suddenly she shifts in her
wheelchair, hugging her knees to her chest with a playful grin. Her long skirt lifts
in response, and the hemline creeps up along her legs…

“…Tee-hee…hey, big boy. Are you interested in what’s going on down here? If
you repent for your sin of calling Lord Zenarith a dark god, we can initiate you…
and then maybe I’ll let you have a little peeEEEEEK!”

I lose patience with Grimm’s teasing and hike up her skirt.

I’m forced to reassess my opinion of Grimm as her panties come into full view

“Six! Go get Grimm while I keep this thing busy!”

“Um…you want me to go get her? You sure you’re okay? She’s just a pile of
meat now.”

“I fired my shotgun quite a bit today, so I think I’ll do some maintenance on it.
What about you, Six?”

The others begin to head out.

I want
to see what that looks like. Plus, it sounds kind of sad to come back to life and
not have anyone around…”

Dusk becomes night, and the shadows make the shrine look even creepier.

“Guess there’s no other choice. Six, buy me some time. I’ll order some C-4.”

“Whatever, just hurry!”

I yell at Alice, boosting the strength assist setting on my power armor as high
as it’ll go.

All that excitement and drive? Gone in a little over two seconds.

“You wouldn’t be able to scream about it if the bones were actually broken.
Calm down, your bones are fine.”

This is the perfect opportunity to buy a
little more time.

Snow runs toward us, bawling her eyes out.

“Waaaaaaaaah! Six! Siiix! The frost blade! My brand-new frost blade! That
bitch melted it! You’ve got that weird projectile weapon, right? Use it to avenge
my poor Iceberg!”

“Oh, right! That weird weapon! Whatever, this sounds like more fun! Bring it
on, Six!

“Dammit, Snow! You useless— You’ll pay for this, you idiot!”

I can’t do much without my sword, especially against that sort of
flame…”

coming?!



Snow, thrown into confusion by my rage, stands watching as the griffin
charges toward us.

Oblivious to our panic, Heine’s flames go from blue to a blinding white.

“Make your peace, Six! For your sake, I’ll make it quick!”

“Hey! That’s one of the lines prohibited by the villainy manual! Rose, we’re
saved! I bet we’re about to be rescued by a brave, elegant heroine responding
to my distress!”

As I wander off into my own little world, Rose struggles to move me.

“Boss! Snap out of it! I’m about to get flash-stripped in public! No one will
want to marry me! Can I pleeease just run away now?”

“I’ll happily take responsibility if that happens, so don’t leave meeee!!”

At that moment…

“O Great Lord Zenarith, I beseech thee! Deliver disaster upon this woman!
Make her limbs fall asleep!”

Just as Heine prepares to lob an enormous fireball, she freezes in place as
though petrified.

“<Get it together, Six! Also, stop speaking in Japanese! It makes you sound
serious!>”

Alice cries out desperately just as a white blur cuts in between Heine and me.

“Miss Snow! Boss! Will you two calm down? You sound like children!” Rose
tries desperately to stop our argument.

“Rose, he’s not in command anymore. Stop calling him Boss. We’re done
here!”

Snow spits out the words like she just took a bite of something nasty before
turning away from me again.

“I hope you get so angry you have an aneurysm!”

“You son of a—!”

“If you two don’t stop, I’m going to take a bite out of both of you!!”
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A few days later.

“Hey look, it’s the Fly!”

“Hey, Fly! Unzip your fly!”



Children follow me, chanting taunts as they fling rocks at my back.

“Oh, look… That’s the guy everyone’s talking about…”

“…Want to talk to him? He might unzip his fly for us!”

I hear some young women, students probably, exchange whispers a little
distance away.

“U-um… I’ll take this one and that one…”

I do my best to ignore all the hushed gossip and order my food from the lady
at the skewer shop.

“A chargrilled lizard skewer and a rat skewer, right? That’ll be six copper.”

I count out the coins and hold my hand out toward the lady…

“Eeep!”

…………

As I stand there with the coins in my outstretched hand, the lady looks
contritely toward me, then lets out a soft giggle.

“S-sorry. Um, I thought you were going to unzip your fly and take the money
out from there.”

“Waaaaaaaaaaaaaaaah! Alice! Listen! Everyone in the city is being so mean to
me!”

I rush into Alice’s room crying.

“Hmm? What’s wrong, Fly? Did it get caught in your fly?”

“Stop calling me Fly!”

Thanks to a wanted poster put up by Snow, I’d become famous as the
neighborhood pervert. I hear a voice from outside the window.

“Hey, Fly! Come on out! Show me your magic trick!”

“You damned brat! I’ll pants you in front of everyone and reveal you as
Captain Commando!!”

I prepare to jump out the window after the kid, but Alice grabs my arm as she
continues writing on a sheet of paper on her desk.



“Stop that, Fly. If you get in trouble now, you’ll actually be arrested.”

“Don’t call me the Fly! Dammit, and to think I was doing this to prepare for
the fight against the invading army!”

Yes, that’s right. The flashing was something I was doing to earn Evil Points.

“I mean, yes, I told you to go earn some Evil Points, but I didn’t expect you to
earn them that way, Fly.”

“Stop it with the Fly!! And as for the bastards in this city, once the battle is
over, I’ll show them that I’m not just a pervert!”

“I didn’t think you’d actually admit that you’re a pervert… All right, I’m just
about done.”

Alice sets down a map and some forms on the desk and turns to me. Chewing
on the meat skewers I bought, I take the seat across from her.

“For starters, we’ll need a lot of anti-personnel mines. We should also get a
few anti-tank mines for the really big demons.”

“Y-yes… There’s been an unsettling rumor surrounding the Chosen One… It
seems he’s been missing in action ever since his encounter with Faustless of the
Wind, one of the Demon Lord’s Elite Four… On top of that, the demons are
taking advantage of the Chosen One’s absence and gathering their forces. And
this town is their next target…”

He lifts his metal club, stifling a yawn as he prepares to take a swing at
Grimm. The sickening crunch and the image of Grimm’s headless body flopping
to the ground replay in my mind.

Rose lets out a rather weak battle cry, unleashing a flying kick at Gadalkand’s
head.

“…Hmm? Did you just do something?”

Gadalkand takes the blow without so much as flinching, reaching up and
theatrically scratching the spot Rose kicked as if it were a bugbite. Then he
pounces at Rose with a speed that ought to be impossible for a creature his
size, landing an open-handed blow on Rose’s shoulder.

Heine, mounted atop her griffin, and Gadalkand with his band of demons are
gliding through the air toward us.

If
you’d like, I’ll even let you slit your throat with your own knife. I’m merciful like
that. Now then, you’ve got two seconds to die, so hurry up and get dying! One!
Tw—”

As Gadalkand begins his hyper-clichéd countdown, I unshoulder the rifle, take
aim at him…and fire.

Gadalkand apparently sensed the danger and jumped out of the way as soon
as I aimed the barrel at him. The shot takes out the demon behind him instead.
The bullet goes straight through its head, punching a hole in the wall behind it.
The sight of one of their own being reduced to pebbles silences the screeching
band of demons.

Behind me to the right, Alice loads her shotgun and takes aim, while to the
left, Snow brandishes her sword.

Standing a few feet behind us, Tillis calmly stares down the demons.

“…?”

Nope, don’t understand what she’s getting at.

“You made a promise with Snow, remember? About hiring Combat Agents?”

“Oh, that. Right. I promised Snow that we’d stick around and fight whoever
we needed to fight, at least until we can get back to Japan. Though, since the
truce with the Demon Army is supposed to last a month, we might not even
have to fight before we leave. How’s that for an impressive plan?”

In spite of being an android, Alice lets out a sigh of exasperation.

“…Look at your current Evil Point balance.”

…190 points.

“…Huh? There’s a lot more than I thought. How? How did I get this much for
pulling down Snow’s panties and bullying a baldy?”

“Huh, you really weren’t doing it all on purpose, then…? Okay, here’s the
plan, Six. Stay here. Even once the teleport connection is stabilized, stay here
and keep working as a hired Combat Agent. Earn yourself enough Evil Points
and head back to Japan only after you get them back up in the positive.”

“Perfect! Still, if there’s a month between now and the connection stabilizing,
that should be plenty of time to get myself in the black again.”

And that
was just a few days ago!
