There were three ways of improving your stats in this world. First, you could raise your base stats through training and exercise. Exercise increased your physical stats such as Strength, Dexterity, and Vitality, while using up all your mana every day increased your capacity for magic. However, while these increases weren’t negligible, they weren’t that high, either. Training eventually gave diminishing returns, and there were also caps depending on your race or species. The reason a dragon was so powerful even at low levels was because of their racial modifiers.

Second, you could gain stat modifiers through skills. Barring a few exceptions, skills came in two types: active skills, which you could perform on demand; and passive skills, which were always on. Some passive skills provided boosts to certain stats, like the uncreatively named “Strength Boost” and “Vitality Boost” skills. Besides these, “HP Recovery Boost” also increased one’s max HP, and “MP Consumption Drop” provided an additional Resistance buff.

Incidentally, active skills, such as Air Step and Fleet-Foot, could be activated simply by paying any HP or MP costs, and by using them repeatedly, you could increase your proficiency and level. However, you couldn’t use this same technique to train passive skills, because they couldn’t be activated. Instead, passive skills each had their own conditions that you had to meet to level them up. For example, the skill I earned today, Track Lv 2, had the condition Track a target without them noticing for at least ten minutes. This skill, by the way, provided a bonus Dexterity boost.

As for my soul blades, they could be considered to have both active and passive skills. When using them as a weapon, they had special abilities that were not unlike active skills, and like passive skills, soul blades were unlocked by performing certain feats and provided bonuses to your stats once you owned them.

To take my Nephrite Blade of Verdure as an example, it provided modifiers to Stamina, Vitality, and Resistance, while the Pyrachnid’s Claw of Kindling boosted Dexterity and Vitality. However, soul-blade modifiers were additive—increasing your stats by fifty, for example—while skills were multiplicative, applying a percentage increase. Therefore, as my level increased and my base stats went up, the modifiers from my passive skills would become more significant.

But I digress. The third way of increasing your stats was through levels. Like training, this raised your stats’ base values, but the payoff was far greater. The only way to increase your level was to amass experience, which was given from killing a “living thing or object with a will of its own,” according to the status screen. Of course, that included humans. The stronger they were, the more experience you gained.

There was one more part to this stat-modifier business, but it was not widely known, and those who did know had their reasons for keeping it a secret. I’ll touch on that some other time.

I hadn’t finished off the bodyguards in Jufain’s residence, so assuming their friends had healing potions on hand, they should still be alive. Other than that, I had killed six delinquents and two gargoyles so far.

Of course, all this was top secret information that only the privileged class had access to. As far as the citizenry was aware, it was just “a super-amazing wall that could repel any attack.” That was the only thing they needed to know.

“Hmm, not a bad idea, but just covering them is a bit low-level. What if we made them breed, multiply within their body, and devour them from the inside?”

“Impressive, Master. It certainly would be more effective if they felt the pain of being eaten from within.”

“Why not both? We could have them eat away from the outside, too. Hmm, no, that’s not very interesting. Perhaps if we could cause the skin to rot in some way…”

“Instead of filling their organs with maggots, we could bury the maggots in their skin. Imagine having to pull maggots out of your own skin, but they just keep coming! It could be fun to keep them sane the whole time instead of using my magic to drive them mad like we did today.”

“What if we had the dead ones come back to life as zombies and transfer their maggots to the survivors through their mouths? Although, that would mean some of them would have to die early. Maybe that plan needs a little work…”

We seemed to have gotten sidetracked into some sort of impromptu brainstorming session. Two heads really were better than one, and getting another person’s perspective was good stimulation for the brain.

As we chatted happily about our macabre subject, the tip of my soul blade opened up a hole in the wall that was large enough for a horse to pass through. The ground was littered with sliced and trampled Wall Eaters, which were lying in a puddle of slime and the crumbling remnants of the stone wall.

“Master, was it you who put these maggots here?”

“I wish I could say that it was, but no. I’d never even seen them until now. Anyway, look, we can get through.”

The tunnel in the wall reminded me of a hole in a sandpit. When we passed through it, we found ourselves in a thick forest. The moonlight filtering through the trees lent an air of mystery to the eerie environment.

“…Sorry, Master, but I’m a beastfolk. I can keep refreshing the illusions cast on myself as much as I like, but even if I leave one here, I don’t think it would last much longer than a day at most. I suppose if I kept coming back to recast it…”

“Forget it. We don’t have time to stick around. This cover should be more than enough to fool the people around here anyway.”

I sneered at the townspeople, who by now were in their beds. This place was on the brink of becoming part of the slums. Nobody would notice if a single pile of trash was out of place the next morning. People were too busy with their lives. All they cared about here was staying above the poverty line, and they’d sell their closest confidant if they thought it would help.

The longer they remained ignorant, the worse the infestation in the walls would grow.

“Well, seeing how many we killed getting through the hole, the least we could do to make up for it is give them a little extra time to eat the walls, don’t you think?”

“You’re right, Master. Why, these maggots are practically saints compared with the scum who live here. Ohhh, I just want to strangle the lot of them to death right now!”

“Unfortunately, I don’t think we have time for that. Just find solace in the fact that thanks to this, a few of them will end up dying horrible deaths.”

At length, we finished our makeshift cover. Nobody would ever spot any trace of the hole in the wall unless they specifically came over and moved the trash out of the way.

“Oh, here’s an idea. Let’s take some of these guys with us.”

I scooped up several of the Wall Eaters that were still alive into a glass bottle. Then I piled up some twigs and leaves to cover up the hole in the wall from the outside, too.

“Right. Let’s start by heading a little deeper into the woods. There’s an abandoned hunters’ lodge up ahead.”

“Okay, Master.”

I was quite familiar with the topography of the surrounding woodlands from my first time here. I knew exactly which way to go.

“Once we’re there, we can plan our next move. First, we need to get rid of your Weak status. It’s a shame for a girl as beautiful as you to be walking around with her stats halved.”

It was handy having a pretty girl around. In battle or negotiations, that sort of thing mattered more often than you might think. There had even been a time where I was forced to disguise myself as a woman using my soul blades, though I wished I could banish those memories from my brain.

Anyway, forget about that. This time, I had Minnalis, who as anyone could see was gorgeous, and she’d be even better-looking once she had a decent meal and some good rest.

“F-flattery will get you nowhere, Master. You don’t need to butter me up to get anything out of me. I am your slave, after all.”

“I’m not trying to get anything out of you. Don’t treat me like a playboy.”

“A playboy? What’s a playboy?”

Minnalis appeared a little red-faced as she puzzled over my words. I thought she might still be feeling a little of the MP drunkenness, but maybe this was just how she reacted to compliments. Putting that aside, I pondered how best to answer her question.

“Aaah, like a player… How can I explain it? It’s like, oh, I don’t know…”

The two of us walked deeper into the forest together as the moon shone high above us.

“Haaah!”

“Gaaaaaagh!”

I felt flesh and bone part under my blade, and the boar-like monster gave a cry of pain as it died. I say boar-like, but its green fur and the single black horn atop its head made it pretty difficult to mistake it for the real thing.

It was a beast-type monster known as a Green Boar—a regular foe for beginner adventurers, roughly on the same level as a goblin, though rarer. (It would be fairer to say that goblins were freakishly common.) While the boar’s attacks were slightly stronger than those of a goblin, it could only charge in a straight line, which made them easy pickings.

The most important distinction, however, was that you could eat them. It was about the worst-quality meat you could get, but it filled the stomach, and it was incredibly common for poorer adventurers who were just starting out to keep dried pork on them as emergency rations.

“Gragh! Gah!”

I sliced past the Green Boar, taking out its right foreleg before delivering the finishing blow by cleanly lopping off its head with the Soul Blade of Beginnings. I was tempted to hang it up on a tree from its hind legs to drain out every bit of blood, but we had all the meat we needed, and so I left its body on the forest floor. It would only take a few hours for a pack of garm, a type of canine monster, to show up, attracted by the smell. Their intelligence was low, and they would likely feast on the Green Boar without bothering to check their surroundings. The plan was to ambush them from behind while they were distracted and reap a load of experience points in the process.

“Phew, finally above three thousand…”

I was retracing my steps to where Minnalis was waiting, checking my experience using my status screen. It had been two days since we escaped from the city together, and I had spent that time hunting goblins, Green Boars, and garm to raise my level and improve my combat ability.

The knights I’d encountered in the summoning chamber were weak, with most of them never having seen actual combat in their lives. They were mostly for ceremony, to lend an air of respectability to the castle. I could hold my own against a group twice their size, but the combat squad led by the royal-knight commander was a different story.

The ceremonial knights held their posts only because they were the sons of nobility, and they worked to increase their levels in relative safety, surrounded by their squires. Their main purpose was to instill a sense of respect and admiration in the people.

Meanwhile, the combat squad existed only for battle. When war broke out or monsters attacked, and invaders slipped through the gates, the royal combat squad put their lives on the line to defend the kingdom. Some of them were so grizzled and scarred that the kingdom was hesitant to put them on display. Their skills, however, were real.

If I got surrounded by more than about a dozen of them, I’d have no choice but to run. Otherwise, they’d hang my body from the castle walls for all to see.

I could spend my experience points either on raising my level or unlocking my soul blades. The priority was getting my power back as quickly as possible.

“Seriously, Goddess. This negative twenty thousand is a hefty penalty…” I let out a long sigh.

I had killed a grand total of fifty-four goblins, Green Boars, and garm over the past two days and gained about two thousand experience points. Even added to the points I still hadn’t spent yet, everything came up to only three thousand. Twenty thousand was still a long way off. What’s more, I had been pretty lucky at spotting groups of monsters so far, and I didn’t expect this pace to continue.

“‘New Game Plus,’ my ass… This is even harder than last time.”

The monsters near the capital were weak, with an average level of around 20. That was about the same as an adult male who lived and worked in the city and never set foot beyond its walls. However, having the same level didn’t mean they were of the same combat potential. Monsters had higher stats, and their instincts were geared for battle. In a head-to-head showdown between a human and a goblin of the same level, the goblin would win every time.

For experience, it was stats that made the difference, not level. You wouldn’t get much experience from an enemy with weaker stats than you, no matter how high their level was compared with yours. I might be level 1, but I was being buffed by my soul blades, and, although I couldn’t check right now, my titles. All in all, they were giving me about fifty levels’ worth of stat boosts. Monsters might be stronger than humans on average, but these ones were way weaker than me.

“We can save leveling up for later. Let’s start by unlocking the Eight-Eyed Sword of Clarity.”

I brought up my status screen, went to my soul-blade display, and tapped its name.
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After allotting the required experience points, I closed the window and conjured the Eight-Eyed Sword of Clarity. It was a short survival knife that fit neatly in my hand. The blade was slightly curved, and the opposite edge was cut with tiny serrations. Eight round holes, each about the size of my thumb, were scattered across the thick part of the blade, and in every one of the holes was a crystal: seven colors of the rainbow, and the eighth a jet-black. At the base of the handle, there was a crystal containing an image of a book, which was set in a ring of gold. When the ring was twisted a quarter turn, the image changed from a closed book to an open one, and a green transparent window appeared that was not unlike a status screen. This one was called a data board.

“Huh. Looks like I still have the data from last time.”

Just to confirm, I checked my item info as well, and sure enough, the details of the items I had encountered the previous time were all still there. I closed the data board by twisting the ring back and tied the knife to my belt. I needed to have the blade summoned to use Appraise, and since it didn’t cost MP to have out, I usually carried it around with me.

“Open Status. Appraise.”

The next step was to use Appraise on my own status screen. That caused a green data board to appear over my blue status screen.
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Now that we’ve seen all the various status pages, let’s go over the stats.

HP

Hit Points. This value represents a person’s health. Taking damage can cause it to go down, as can poison or disease. If this value drops to zero, you die.

MP

Magic Points. Shows how much mana resides in your body. Casting magic, as well as certain skills, such as “Intimidate” and “Mana Blade,” can cause this value to drop.

Strength

Indicates the maximum physical power a person can exert.

Stamina

Indicates the extent to which a person can continuously exert themselves.

Vitality

Affects the amount of damage taken from attacks.

Dexterity

Indicates the maximum speed at which a person can move.

Magic

Affects the extent to which using more mana than needed improves the effects of spells or skills.

Resistance

Affects the amount of damage taken from magical attacks or effects.

These were all the stats that appeared on a normal status screen. You couldn’t just look at another person’s screen, but everyone could see their own and show them to other people if they so wished. I was only allowed to see Minnalis’s screen because of my Avenger’s Master title; even purchasing her as a slave hadn’t granted me that permission.

However, what the people of this world didn’t know was that there were other stats being tracked. Those hidden stats were what my data board was currently showing me. Unlike normal stats, these hidden stats didn’t have numbers but were instead ranked on a letter scale from G up to SSS. I’ll explain them next.

Finesse

This grade indicates physical control over one’s body, and the extent to which a person can leverage the numerical values of their stats.

Reaction Time

The speed at which you can process information obtained through one’s senses, skills, and magic. This grade also indicates how fast a person can think in battle.

Recovery Rate

Indicates the speed at which HP and MP recover. Also influences the recovery speed of status conditions, as well as damaged or missing body parts.

These statistics were only visible to me thanks to the effect of the Eight-Eyed Sword of Clarity. Even spells with the Appraise effect didn’t show them. As for the Magic Affinities, it was possible to estimate their values using special Affinity Crystals that were produced and sold by the Magicians’ Guild. However, these were quite expensive, so most people didn’t know their Affinities at all.

These Affinities indicated one’s aptitude for a particular class of magic. People with high Affinity found it easier to cast advanced spells and also raised the level of their skill faster. So for a Fire mage, that would be their “Fire Magic” skill.

Incidentally, “Null” magic referred to support spells like Force Up and Physical Up, while “Misc.” magic contained exotic spells, such as curses, illusions, spirit magic, and rituals, that fell outside the usual classifications. Misc. magic also affected spells that combined the effects of multiple categories: Fire, Water, Wind, Earth, Light, Dark, and Null, though to be honest, I didn’t fully understand how it worked myself.

These Affinities were more or less set in stone from the moment you were born. Now, I’m sure the eagle-eyed among you have noticed that my Affinities were zero across the board. That’s right: I couldn’t use magic. I didn’t even know how to convert mana into a spell. It wasn’t too much of a problem, however. The abilities of my soul blades were rather like spells, and all I had to do was channel mana into them. I didn’t have to worry about casting anything. Granted, they tended to use a sizable amount of MP and have dramatic effects, so they weren’t the best fit for every situation, but they were similar to spells just in terms of their nature and structure.

Finally, there were my titles. There were parts to the title system that I didn’t quite understand yet, but as far as I could tell, they were like passive skills in that they were unlocked by satisfying certain conditions and granted different effects. Depending on the title, these effects could vary quite considerably. For example, my “Otherworlder” title granted me the “Auto-Translate” intrinsic ability, while “Hero” sped up the rate at which I gained points in skill proficiency. As for “Master of Finesse,” it caused my Finesse to remain at SSS without degrading, even if I failed to train regularly.

Titles were also only visible to me because of the Eight-Eyed Sword of Clarity, and basically, no one else even knew they existed. On top of that, their unlock conditions were invisible, and they were even harder to obtain than skills, so very few people possessed even a single title.

“They’re all still there, too…”

I hadn’t been sure until now, but my stats had seemed to be higher than just what my soul blades accounted for. As such, I’d suspected my titles had been similarly preserved, and I was right.

Satisfied with my findings, I closed the data board just as I arrived back at the hunting lodge.

“Ah, Master, you’re back!” exclaimed Minnalis at my arrival, wiping the sweat from her brow.

“…Hey, didn’t I tell you to get some sleep?” I asked, frowning.

The bunny girl was busy swinging her sword in the front yard. Apparently, it was too much for her rabbit brain to remember what I had told her that very morning. Right now, there was nobody around, and so she had let her illusion come undone, revealing her soft ears and fluffy tail.

“I’m okay now, Master. My Weak condition wore off about an hour ago. Besides, it’s going to be worse for me if I stay cooped up in bed all day,” she said nonchalantly. She did appear to be in much better health.

I decided to see for myself using my new Appraise ability. As a beastfolk, she indeed had a fast Recovery Rate.
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Incidentally, it was possible to raise one’s Recovery Rate by using magic or skills, but even a combat-hardened veteran typically had a grade of only around E.

“Looks like your Weakness really has gone,” I observed.

I also noticed that her Affinities for Light, Dark, and Misc. magic were remarkably high. Most people became wizards if their score was above forty. If beastfolk magic wasn’t so bad at long-range attacks, she would make for excellent magical artillery. However, the drawback persisted even when a beastfolk’s mana was converted into a spell, so that plan was a dud.

“Fine, whatever,” I said. “Let’s have some food.”

“Yes, Master. I’ve already taken the liberty of making something.”

“Ah, thanks.”

“No need to thank me. I’m your slave, after all.”

I headed inside the hunter’s lodge with Minnalis. She used to blush with embarrassment when she was affected by MP drunkenness, but now she seemed to take my gratitude in stride. (I refused to think it was because she was already getting sick of my praise.)

The effects alone made them very difficult to use, but as if that weren’t bad enough, cursed weapons also had wills of their own and could devour the minds of wielders they deemed unsuitable, causing the users to lose their minds and do nothing but rampage wildly.

“Gyaaaawaaaargh!”

There was a dull metallic ring as the cursed sword split into two pieces. The goblin looked at the broken half of the weapon in its hands, dumbfounded. It seemed it hadn’t even entertained the possibility that its sword could fail it.

I wasn’t about to give up my advantage, so I quickly switched back to the Soul Blade of Beginnings, channeled a fair bit of mana into it, and swung it, attempting to close out the battle in a single hit. The goblin’s fist clasped the sword’s hilt so tightly that even in death, it did not release it. The shattered fragments of the blade lay strewed across the floor.

I suppose it was a direct consequence of her fighting so cautiously, but the protracted clash had drained her MP and caused her to suffer inebriation once more. Her sense had gone right out the window, and she was driven only by a lust for battle. Perhaps Minnalis was one of those people it affected quite easily. Her fighting spirit had transformed into pure sadism.

“Come, now. Let me hear those whimpers. Succumb to the poison in your veins… Oh, Master! What did you do that for?”

“I know you won’t listen to me, but you need to cool off.” I gave a long sigh as I pierced the barely moving Black Garm’s body, pinning it to the ground with my sword.

“It’s not nice to kill steal. You gotta make it up to me with a kiss! A kiss!”

“Stop babbling like an idiot and finish the job before it gets up. It’s not dead yet.”

“Urgh… Fine.”

I held back Minnalis at arm’s length until I felt her give up. The many Gray Garm that made up the pack had already succumbed to the poison and died. Minnalis swung her sword above her head and decapitated the Black Garm, bringing the battle to a close.

“Here, have an MP potion.”

“Aren’t you gonna feed it to me? Mouth…to…mouth?”

“…”

“Ugh! Ng…ng…”

Ignoring Minnalis’s fluttering eyelashes and weird flirtatious behavior, I forced the potion down her throat. It should only take a few minutes before she switched classes back to “Cool Minnalis.” She was getting used to the feeling of drunkenness, and as soon as she got out of battle and restored her MP, she would be pretty much normal.

“Paaah! Mmm…this method isn’t too bad, either!”

“Whatever. You need a rest. Leave the skinning to me.”

I ignored whatever she was talking about and took my newest soul blade, the Squirrel’s Blade of Holding, from my belt. This one didn’t look remotely suited to cutting at all. It was only about fifty centimeters long, including the hilt, with brown fur all over the blade part and nothing to call an edge; it was more of a furry tube that flopped about like its bones were missing. It functioned as an item box of sorts. While it lowered my maximum MP by 5 percent, it allowed me to stow an infinite number of items.

Most soul blades, if I attempted to give them to someone else, would disappear and return inside me, but this sword didn’t do that. As long as they paid the price, anyone I allowed to could take it with them. Minnalis had thus paid 5 percent of her maximum MP as well, so that we could share it.

By channeling mana into the Squirrel’s Blade of Holding, the bit of it that was supposed to be the blade swelled up like a balloon, and an opening appeared along the side. In this state, I could leave it on the ground and take out my skinning knife, which I’d bought at the item shop. Recalling my memories from the first time around, I located the prized parts of monsters and any usable materials and threw them into the bag-like sword. Dead monsters would soon be swallowed up by the dungeon itself, so I had to work quickly. I also didn’t want a pack of monsters to ambush us and force us to fight with worn-out tools.

To fight a Guardian with only two people was either suicidal or mad. Though, I had gotten stupidly powerful last time, and we could usually take on dungeon bosses with a single party of five or six.

“Yeah, we’re gonna kill the Guardian. A Dungeon Core is made of a material that’s infused with a tremendous amount of mana. We can use it to make super-strong equipment.”

Dungeons were an important source of natural resources, and a country that controlled the land where a dungeon appeared would often forbid the destruction of its Core. The Core was what caused the monsters and, thus, the loot to keep appearing, and without it, the dungeon would go barren. When the kingdom was your enemy, you never knew when and where somebody could turn against you. The best way to learn how to defend against any attack was to throw yourself into the fray, and right now, when we needed to lay low, this was the best place to do that.

“We don’t need to take any risks against this guy. Even if all we get is his experience points, that’s good enough.”

Saying that, I started to melt off a portion of the metal door. It was as tough as a boss-room door should be, even harder to cut through than that cursed greatsword.

“I’ll cut a hole into the door, then you can use your Intoxicating Phantasm to fill the room with long-lasting poison fumes. Oh, and one other thing. While I doubt the Guardian will start moving before it sees us, try to make it invisible and scentless, too.”

She seemed embarrassed to have me in her lap, though—her usual poker face was failing her, and her lips were starting to tremble.

…Would it be bad to tease her a bit? Would that make me a terrible person? Her face was begging to be bullied, but I summoned up every bit of my adult self-restraint and refrained.

MP drunkenness is no joke. Regular drunkenness is no joke, either. Taking advantage of a drunk person is a despicable act. Besides, you never know when you’ll be the one in that position.

I stood up and shook my head, as if to dispel the remains of my drowsiness and tipsiness.

“How long was I asleep?” I asked.

“About an hour, I would say.”

“I see. And is the Guardian dead?”

“I don’t think so. Our experience hasn’t gone up.”

The hole I had made in the door was now plugged with scraps of garm fur. I could hear noises of the Guardian struggling in pain on the other side, so the poison appeared to be working as intended.

This plan was not perfect. It required that you punch a hole in the near-indestructible Guardian Door, and on top of that, you needed a poison strong enough to damage the Guardian itself. Guardians were incredibly resistant to status conditions, and this dungeon’s boss, the Goblin King, was no exception. What’s more, if the poison was strong enough, then it would even damage the weapons, armor, and materials that the Guardian dropped. To counteract that, you would have to rush into the poison-filled room as soon as the Guardian fell. (If you left them, the drops would eventually be absorbed back into the dungeon along with the Guardian’s body.)

The only reason we could use this plan was because we had the unnatural powers of the Pyrachnid’s Claw and the everlasting poison of Minnalis’s Intoxicating Phantasm, coupled with the fact that all we cared about were the experience points.

Another concern was that I wanted to keep my soul blades and their powers secret, but there was nobody around to see them this time, so we didn’t need to worry about that.

“Well, while we’re waiting for the Guardian to die, I’ll allocate my experience.”

Challenger’s Blade of Adversity



This sword grew in power the lower my stats were compared with my opponent’s. If my stats were higher, the sword would get weaker instead.


Attacker’s Needle of Poison



This sword strengthened the effect of Poison on the target every time it dealt a hit, regardless of the damage caused. However, I couldn’t apply Poison to the sword itself, so I would need Minnalis’s help to make good use of it.


Boundary Blade



For a bit of mana, this blade could produce a barrier that reflected ranged attacks back toward the attacker. The sword’s own attack power was practically nonexistent, however, so I wouldn’t be able to defeat an enemy any other way with it.

Considering my current stats and MP, it was going to have to be one of these three. As I was thinking things over, a bright flash of light suddenly emanated out of my pocket.
