Many vampires originally belonged to another race and take on the characteristics of their primary race. Purebreds who were born as vampires are known as Progenitors.>

It said that purebreds who are born vampires are called Progenitors?

<Progenitor: Acquires skills [Immortality LV 1] [Five Senses Enhancement LV 1]. Acquisition conditions: Be a vampire from birth. Effect: Cancels out the negative effects of being a vampire. Explanation: A title awarded to a progenitor of vampires.>



Mm-hmm. Turns out she has four of those skills because of her titles.

But I’m guessing she had both the Vampire and Progenitor titles from the moment she was born, so I guess it doesn’t make much of a difference.

Those are both pretty amazing titles, though.

Vampire comes with the HP Auto-Recovery skill, which is super-handy. It’s saved my butt plenty of times.

Having it from birth would’ve been awesome. I’m so jealous it makes me wanna curse this baby!

But the Progenitor title is even crazier.

I mean, should you really be allowed to cancel out the negatives of being a vampire?

Vampires in stories always have lots of weaknesses so that humans can still beat them. If you take those away, wouldn’t that just leave a totally unbeatable bad guy?

But I guess strength in this world is mostly determined by stats, so even without those weaknesses, I don’t think anyone could be completely unstoppable.

That being said, a vampire without weaknesses sounds terrifying.

For one thing, that skill most likely means that she doesn’t need to drink blood to survive.

Or maybe breast milk counts as a substitute for blood?

It’s sorta made from the mother’s blood in the first place, right?

Well, not having to drink blood is big, but what’s even scarier is that sunlight doesn’t hurt her.

And on top of that already impressive title effect, you get two crazy skills, too.


<Undying Body: Increases resistance to all attributes except for Fire, Light, and Rot. Additionally, once per day, the holder can survive any attack with 1 HP.>



So on top of increasing almost all your resistances, it gives you a free once-a-day survival pass.

Okay, I absolutely want this skill.

Unfortunately, it’s not on the list of skills I can acquire.

My guess is that it’s a special skill that only certain races can get or something like that.

There’s no way I would’ve overlooked such a useful skill.

Five Senses Enhancement is also quite useful, so all in all, the Progenitor title is insane.

I’ve got the Immortality skill anyway!

I can survive any skill however many times I want, not just one stupid chance a day!

I’ve got nothing to be jealous of!

Whew. I nearly fell victim to the green monster of jealousy there.

This will be a perfect opportunity to test out the new Gloria type-A model.
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The day after going to see the barrier, we all gather to discuss countermeasures against the approaching imperial army.

“First of all, if we assume they can’t destroy the barrier, then they’ll most likely target the teleport points, like the little lady said yesterday. Given our own experience teleporting here, I’d like to think the security is pretty solid, but we can’t be sure.”

Maybe that’s my real punishment.

“Anna, you knew something like this would happen, right? Why would you come all the way here with Shun knowing they were gonna give you a hard time?”

I finally ask something that I’ve been wondering for a while.

I always knew that Anna was pushing herself too far by coming with us.

But I couldn’t figure out why she would stubbornly insist on coming anyway.

Especially now.

She knew that elves hated half elves, and she must have known that she would suffer if she came here.

“I have sworn my fealty to the Analeit royal family. If I were to stay behind for my own sake, it would betray that oath.”

I can’t tell how much of her answer is how she really feels and how much is merely formality.

Personally, I think she has special feelings toward Shun that have nothing to do with that oath.

I don’t think it’s romantic or anything, though.

Maybe it’s more like a maternal instinct?

Yeah, that almost makes too much sense.

Anna sees Shun as her child, I think.

It’s natural for a mother to want to protect her child.

She’s trying to protect Shun from any suffering, no matter how hard it is on her.

It’s not simple loyalty. She probably wants to help Shun no matter what because she has maternal feelings toward him, right?

Thinking about it that way, I feel much better.

Anna is like a foster parent to Shun.

Lucky you, Katia.

I guess this person isn’t your rival after all.

In a sense, though, this bond might be even more powerful.

Motherly love is pretty strong.

It might even manifest more intensely than romantic love.

Shun tends to push himself already, but if he ends up in danger, Anna will probably protect him even if it comes at the cost of her life.

They’re not related by blood, but they’re still basically family.

That means one more person who might throw themselves headfirst into danger.

Man, I’d really like to just let Hyrince handle all this…

I guess I’ll step in if I have to, though.

If that’s what it takes to make sure everyone survives.
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Right now, we’re waiting by the tree that houses the teleport points.

According to the elves, the imperial army has already arrived at the outer perimeter of the barrier.

Whether they try to break the barrier, attempt to use the teleport points to invade, or cause some kind of chaos with brainwashed elves, I’m definitely expecting them to act today.

It looks like I’m not the only one who feels that way, since the rest of our group is sporting equally tense expressions.

And then it happens.

Suddenly, there’s a loud clamor from the direction of the teleport points.

Something’s going on in there.

And, as we predicted, it’s something bad.

“Let’s go!”

I shout to everyone and run inside the tree to the teleport points.

All the teleport points connected to the elf village lead into this tree.

Like most of the buildings in the elf village, it’s a room hollowed out from one of the giant trees that grow in the forest, not a man-made building.

As we enter the tree’s dome-shaped interior, we find a young man surrounded by elf guards.

“Hey!” he yells. “Nobody told me I’d be surrounded as soon as I teleported here!”

The elf security all thrust their spears at the boy at once, but he suddenly disappears before they pierce him.

What just happened?

“Hey, careful! I could’ve died, y’know! Are you trying to kill me or what?! Oh, I guess you are, huh?”

The boy’s hyperactive voice bounces off the walls, seeming very out of place.

Something about it gives me déjà vu.

I’ve never seen this boy before, but somehow I feel like I know him.

Which can mean only one thing.

“Kusama?”

At my doubtful call, the boy turns to face me.

“Oh, hey! If it isn’t Shun, Kanata, and Kuniyan! Long time no see! And Shinohara and Kushitani, too. S’up?”

The young man greets us cheerfully, as if oblivious to the angry elves who just tried to kill him.

He’s a reincarnation: Shinobu Kusama.

Kusama was always a hyperactive guy in our old world, and clearly that hasn’t changed in this one.

In fact, he’s so unchanged that it’s a little creepy.

“Kusama, if you know who we are, does that mean you’re fine with being enemies?”

Katia speaks to Kusama in Japanese.

That’s right.

Kusama recognized us.

If he was able to tell who we are without being introduced, that means he already knew about us beforehand.

And he used the teleport point to infiltrate the village.

That means he’s knowingly become our enemy.

“R-riiight. Yeah, I guess you could say we’re enemies, huh?”

His tone is reluctant, but still, his answer is clear.

“All right, then! We’ll do our best not to kill ya!”

“Yeeek! No way I can take on all of you at once!”

Kusama shrieks, obviously flustered.

When I Appraise his status, I know he’s not bluffing.

Yes, Kusama’s stats are high.

But they’re about on the same level as Tagawa’s.

He’s not overpowered like Sophia.

My one concern is the Ninja skill, which I’ve never seen before.

It definitely looks like a unique reincarnation skill.

But doesn’t giving him the unique skill Ninja because he has the ninja-esque name Shinobu seem a little too on the nose?

Elf spears strike out toward Kusama again.

They jab right through Kusama’s body—or so it seems, except Kusama is no longer there.

It’s happened again.

Just like the first time, it looked like Kusama was hit, but the space is actually empty.

This must be the effect of the Ninja skill.

I push past the elves who are trying to kill Kusama and stand directly in front of him.

The elves definitely aren’t going to be able to handle this.

I lunge forward, making it look as if I’m about to swing my sword down at him, then instead take another step as I go for a body slam.

“Huh?!”

My body passes right through Kusama without touching him.

Then I see the real Kusama in front of me.

So his mysterious power of evasion is actually the power of illusion.

It’s no ordinary illusion, though.

It’s almost like he’s making copies of himself that disappear when they’re attacked.

It’s duplication jutsu, one of the effects of the Ninja skill.

The Kusama in front of me now is the real Kusama.

I try to hit him with the butt of my sword.

Kusama dodges it by hopping backward.

However, Katia and Fei are already behind him.

Katia’s rapier and Fei’s fist close in on him from either side.

“!”

“Whaaa…?”

Their attacks pierce nothing but air.

He must have used duplication jutsu to dodge again.

The annoying thing about this technique is that he can switch places with the duplicates he creates.

It basically gives him the ability to mimic Short-Range Teleport, making him very hard to capture.

“You trying to kill me?!”

Kusama reappears a short distance from Katia and Fei.

Then Kushitani’s Wind Magic chases him down.

“Gwuh?!”

Looks like it hit him this time.

The mass of compressed air smacks him square in the stomach, and Kusama tumbles to the floor with a strange exclamation.

Tagawa and I close in to catch him.

But then Kusama’s fallen figure disappears.

He’s swapped places with a duplicate again.

What an annoying ability.

I quickly look around, searching for Kusama.

There!

He’s standing on one of the teleport points.

Beneath him, the circle starts to glow.

He’s trying to use the teleport point to escape!

“You’re not getting away!”

Tagawa charges after Kusama.

“Dammit! Wasn’t this supposed to be an easy job where I just sneak in here for a minute?! Stupid geezer!”

Kusama curses.

He brandishes the sword in his hand.

As soon as I see the sword, my instincts scream that there’s danger.

I rush over to stop Tagawa from charging toward him, then Appraise the sword.

“All right, I’m outta here. You guys better run, too.”

Kusama throws the sword.

It flies through the air, much higher than necessary.

“Everyone, get outside now!”

Right as I cry out, the teleport point glows, and Kusama disappears.

After it’s been used once, it takes a short while before a teleport point can be activated again.

If we want to chase Kusama, we’ll have to wait until the teleport point is usable again. By then, he’ll have already gotten far away.

But I can’t worry about that right now.

Starting with Katia, the rest of my group runs outside, perhaps sensing the desperation in my voice.

The elves, on the other hand, react more slowly.

I open my mouth to warn them again, but before I can speak, my body is forcibly pulled back.

“Mr. Hyrince!”

Hyrince sprints toward the door, carrying me along with him.

“It’s no use. Forget them.”

His clipped words effectively summarize the current situation.

The sword that Kusama threw pierces the ground.

Then it explodes with an intense flash of light.

Hyrince turns to face it, bracing against the coming impact with his shield.

He and I are blown away by the shock wave, and we tumble out of the teleport-point tree.

The explosion inside the tree tears it up by its roots.

“The teleport points…,” someone whispers.

Standing up and looking around, I see that everyone in our group is safe.

But the elves who were inside the tree when it exploded are not.

The sword that Kusama threw was a magic sword with a self-destruct effect.

Magic swords contain a lot of power.

If you unleash all that power at once, it results in unbelievable destructive force.

The price is that the magic sword itself is destroyed in the explosion.

“Dammit!” Tagawa shouts furiously. “They must’ve sent in Kusama to destroy the teleport points and trap us inside the barrier!”

That explosion must have destroyed all the teleport points.

Those were the only way to get in or out of the elf village.

In other words, everyone in the village, including us, is now trapped here unless the barrier is deactivated.

The barrier that’s meant to protect the village now imprisons it.

Glancing at my companions’ faces, I see their expressions can be sorted into two groups.

About half of them are frustrated like Tagawa, while the other half, especially Katia, are lost in thought.

Finally, my eyes meet with Hyrince’s.

Right, I didn’t thank him yet.

“Mr. Hyrince, thank you.”

“Don’t mention it.”

If Hyrince hadn’t rescued me earlier, I would’ve been caught in that explosion, too.

After making the snap judgment that there was no way to save the remaining elves, he left them, grabbed me, and ran.

Hyrince probably figured that if he didn’t drag me out by force, I would have tried to do something to save the elves, even though it was impossible.

And he was probably right.

I know all this.

There was nothing I could have done.

I couldn’t stop the sword from exploding, or protect the elves from the explosion, or anything.

If I had stayed behind, all I would have accomplished was adding one more death to the list.

Still, I can’t help feeling like I should have been able to do something.

No, wait. There’s still something I can do.

“Shun. Don’t use it.”

Hyrince shuts me down as if he’d figured out my decision moments before I did.

He knows exactly what I’m planning now.

“Why not?”

“It’s a miracle that most people wouldn’t believe. You mustn’t show it off to complete strangers. It’ll only cause trouble in the future.”

What I want to do is use the Mercy skill to bring back the dead.

But Hyrince stops me.

The reason he’s not referring to it by name is because we don’t know who might be listening.

Even I can imagine that if people found out I can revive the dead, it would cause a whole lot of problems.

But if there was ever a time and place to use it, wouldn’t that be now?

“Besides, doesn’t it have certain limits, as far as we know? Can you even use it if there’s nothing left but ash?”

I have no response for that.

Mercy’s ability to revive the dead isn’t all-encompassing.

If the body is severely damaged, it won’t work.

The bodies of the elves inside the still-blazing tree are most likely far beyond the help of my Mercy skill.

“Shun. Hang on to that power for now. The real battle hasn’t even begun.”

“What do you—?”

Suddenly, an overwhelming chill runs through me.

It’s a torrent of fear like nothing I’ve ever felt before.

The power I’m sensing is far, far away.

That’s the only reason I’m still standing.

If I felt that kind of power up close, I would probably pass out on the spot.

“What the hell is that?!”

Tagawa says what we’re all thinking.

Everyone looks pale and panicky.

And as if that wasn’t enough, the strangeness doesn’t stop there.

The barrier covering the elf village disappears as easily as a soap bubble that’s been popped.

“The barrier!”

I don’t know whose voice that is.

But all of us are staring up in horror.

There’s nothing else we can do but watch.

As my thoughts slowly return to me, I understand the meaning of Hyrince’s words.

I knew something was off.

Even if we were trapped in the elf village, they grow their own food already, so it wouldn’t be that big of a problem.

There would be no reason to turn off the barrier in a panic.

If that was Hugo’s goal, he’s not as smart as I thought.

The imperial army would be the ones suffering if they stood around waiting outside for the barrier to be taken down.

There are dangerous monsters roaming out there, so they wouldn’t be able to scavenge for food safely.

I wasn’t sure initially what the imperial army stood to gain by destroying the teleport points.

From their perspective, they were just losing their only way into the elf village.

That’s probably why Katia and the others looked like they were thinking hard about something.

But if the barrier is broken, that all goes out the window.

We were operating under false assumptions.

Kusama didn’t break the teleport points to trap the elves inside the barrier.

It’s just the opposite.

We were afraid that the imperial army would use the teleport points to invade the village, but they were worried the elves would use them to run away.

They broke the teleport points to prevent us from escaping.

“You guys better run, too.”

I remember Kusama’s words.

Damn it. They were never going to let us run away in the first place!

I shout immediately. “Fei!”

“I know! But look the other way, all right?”

Knowing exactly why I’m calling for her, Fei begins transforming into her wyrm form.

As she does so, we turn our backs to her.

“All right, I’m ready!”

With Fei’s transformation complete, we hurriedly climb onto her back and take off into the sky.

Our goal is the outer perimeter where the barrier used to be.

Because that should be where the imperial army is invading.
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Any bad boys and girls out heeere?

If I find you, you’re in biiig trouble!

It’s been a few days since that suspicious bunch broke into the baby bloodsucker’s family’s mansion.

During that time, the Demon Lord’s been holed up in the Bottom Stratum of the Great Elroe Labyrinth.

What’s she doing down there?

I’m curious, but if she’s not gonna move, I’m certainly not complaining if it means I don’t have to constantly worry about her catching up to me.

So, since I’m able to relax a little for once, I’ve been spending my free time dealing with robbers.

If you couldn’t tell by the way the baby bloodsucker’s carriage was attacked, there are lots of robbers in this world.

Living outside the city, they terrorize passersby to steal their food and money.

These thieves are very belligerent and surprisingly cunning.

They prey on the weak but they’re smart enough to keep their distance from the strong.

Since they live outside of town, their group must be strong enough to defeat the monsters in the area without a problem, making them generally more dangerous than the local monsters.

That’s an excerpt from the Spider Press publication An Illustrated Guide to Dangerous Creatures.

It’s true, though. The robbers really are worse than the monsters here.

Because they’re choosing to maliciously attack people.

I mean, at least the monsters that attack other living things indiscriminately are just following their instincts.

On top of that, the thieves in this neighborhood seem to be directly connected to the elf organization who’s after the baby bloodsucker.

One of those elves has been sneaking around outside town, meeting with them and stuff.

As I suspected, those robbers who attacked the carriage were connected to the elves’ plan.

But why are these elves acting like the mafia?

I thought elves were supposed to be peaceful, nature-loving tree huggers.

But these elves aren’t hugging trees at all!

In the end, I decide that if these robbers are working with the sinister elf organization, might as well throw ’em in the garbage.

It does benefit me, too, you know.

Humans give tons of experience points.

’Cause their own EXP tends to go more toward skills than stats.

Humans generally have lower stats than monsters, but in exchange they have a lot more skills.

Which means the EXP they give is pretty high, considering how weak they are.

Especially for the thieves who’ve built up their skills like crazy to survive outside of town.

Humans who kill other humans give extra points, too.

They’ve built up lots of EXP from killing other high-EXP-granting humans, after all.

But now it’s their turn to provide EXP for me!

If I kill thieves, the residents of the town are happy, and Baby Drac’s family is happy, too, since that means less enemies for them.

And I’m happy because I get lots of experience in the process.

Forget killing two birds with one stone. This is at least three or four.

I’d be a fool not to!

So I use Panoptic Vision to search around the area for robbers.

And boy, do I ever find them.

We’re talking triple digits here, in all shapes and sizes.

Why are there so many?

Like, that’s definitely overkill.

Are they supposed to be a bad rodent infestation or what?

Seriously, talk about an unsafe area.

Or is this the normal way of things in this fantasy world?

If so, this place is pretty scary.

These enemies are stronger than monsters, and they’re swarming around in droves.

What kind of impossible game is that?

Actually, what I really wanna know is why all these guys are thieves in the first place.

But I guess I don’t really need to know their backstories.

To prepare for my quest to exterminate these robbers, I picked up a few new skills.

Since I gained the ability to use Evil Eyes even on super-distant targets when Clairvoyance evolved into Panoptic Vision, I figured I might as well pick up a new Evil Eye or two.

I went for Sealing Evil Eye for three hundred skill points, Antimagic Evil Eye also for three hundred skill points, and even Warped Evil Eye for a whopping five hundred skill points.

If you add these three to the four I already had, plus Future Sight, that makes exactly eight eyes.

Now my eyes are all fully loaded.

I’ve finally completed the combination I’ve been aiming for since I first found out about Evil Eyes!

So these are the three I just picked up:


<Sealing Evil Eye: Deals Seal-attribute damage to anything in the user’s field of vision.>




<Antimagic Evil Eye: Deals Antimagic-attribute damage to anything in the user’s field of vision.>




<Warped Evil Eye: Deals Space-attribute damage to anything in the user’s field of vision.>



Yeah, I know. The explanations don’t really explain anything.

First of all, it turns out “seal” is a status condition that can prevent the target from using skills.

That definitely sounds promising, but judging from my experience so far, I’m guessing it’s going to be pretty difficult to use in reality.

But I picked it up anyway in the hopes that I might be able to seal the Status Condition Nullification skill down the road.

If I can do that, then I’ll really get a chance to unleash the fury of the other Evil Eyes.

Seal is itself a status condition, so it seems entirely likely that it won’t work in the first place, but I think it’s worth a try.

Next there’s Antimagic Evil Eye, which, as the name suggests, prevents the target from invoking magic.

It’s not unlike those dragon-scale skills that have given me so much trouble in the past.

I do have a lesser version of those skills that I absorbed from Mother called Dragon Barrier.

But the nice thing about Antimagic Evil Eye is you can start inhibiting the opponent’s use of magic as soon as you see them.

Put another way, skills like Dragon Scales and Dragon Barrier dampen the power of magic that’s been invoked, but Antimagic Evil Eye makes it harder to start up the magic in the first place.

All in all, I can use Antimagic Evil Eye to hinder someone’s use of magic, then block the incomplete spell with Dragon Barrier.

Combined with my high base magic defense power, does this mean I basically won’t take damage from magic anymore?

Anyway, last but not least is Warped Evil Eye.

This nasty thing can warp space in any place you can see.

I tried it out a little bit, and it’s super-hard to control.

But since I’m pretty familiar with controlling Spatial Magic, I was able to warp things pretty freely once I got the hang of it.

Warped Evil Eye is also considered a Space-attribute attack spell, so if there’s anything in the space you’re warping, it’ll get twisted around, too.

Snap! Just like that.

I tried it on a tree, and it hollowed out the trunk.

Snap! Just like that.

That’s pretty cruel.

Well, I can use this from a long distance thanks to Panoptic Vision.

And unlike most Evil Eyes, this one targets space instead of living things, so I can warp whatever I want.

Doesn’t that mean I could hollow out the inside of someone’s head if I wanted to, too?

Snap! Just like that.

Although, since its target is space, that means it can actually be avoided, unlike my other Evil Eyes.

Gotta take the bad with the good, I guess.

If you’re wondering why I picked up this Space-attribute Evil Eye even though I have Spatial Magic, it’s because Spatial Magic attacks are insanely hard to use.

Sure, there are attack spells in Spatial Magic.

Ones that cut through space and stuff like that.

But to use Spatial Magic, unlike any other magic, you have to set up a designated target area.

It’s basically defining where the magic will be activated, but it’s also a huge hassle.

Since you have to do that on top of the rest of the magic process, it’s slower than any other magic I have.

That’s all well and good, since in exchange it comes with the way-too-useful Teleport spell.

But in battle, where a moment’s delay can mean life or death, it’s usually safer to use a different magic attack besides Spatial Magic.

It was almost like I didn’t have a Space-attribute attack at all.

That’s why I picked up an Evil Eye with the Space attribute, even though I technically have the magic already.

Now I finally have a Space-attribute attack I can use instantly.

Taking my new Evil Eyes out for a test drive, I wiped out a big bunch of robbers.

And now it’s time for some initial reviews!

First is Sealing Evil Eye.

It’s stupid and hard to use!

It takes a super-long time, and when it’s done, it can seal only one skill.

One!

I know it’s probably because its skill level is low, but that’s pretty awful.

To the point where I’m kinda regretting picking it up in the first place.

Next, Antimagic Evil Eye.

Sooo, about that. Since I was using Panoptic Vision to attack from a distance, I didn’t really get a chance to try it.

I mean, my targets can’t even see me, y’know?

So of course they didn’t use magic, and of course I didn’t get to test out Antimagic Evil Eye.

Yep. Evaluation pending!

Finally, Warped Evil Eye.

This one’s kinda hard to pin down.

Unlike other Evil Eye attacks, this one targets the space in my field of vision, not the enemy’s.

So it doesn’t get a guaranteed hit like the other Evil Eyes.

If the enemy moves out of the space I’m targeting with the attack, it’ll miss.

On top of that, if there’s an object in the space I’m targeting, it makes it more difficult to twist it based on how solid the object is.

Sometimes that delay meant my target moved before the spell activated.

That said, being able to directly attack the opponent’s body is pretty sweet.

You can just target places that won’t be hard, like, say, brain tissue.

Just give it a little twist.

It’ll literally blow your mind!

Yep, pretty nasty.

As of now, Jinx Evil Eye is still way more powerful and convenient, but who knows? Maybe when this one’s skill level gets higher, it’ll have uses of its own.

So that’s the analysis of my new Evil Eyes.

I’m not quite sure how to feel, really.

But since I defeated a ton of robbers in the process, I gained a huge amount of experience and even managed to level up.

That’s a victory in my book.

I wonder if more robbers will show up soon?
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“I see… My team of Word of God intelligence agents who were hiding disguised as robbers have all been wiped out?”

My subordinate nods meekly.

“Yes, sir. However, the spies who have been long disguised as residents of Keren County, merchants, and so on are unharmed. And since other robbers besides our disguised agents were killed as well, it would appear the thieves were the target, not our agents.”

I cannot help but sigh at this report.

This all started when the disguised intelligence team we’d sent into Sariella was destroyed.

And those who were disguised as robbers suddenly dropped all communication.

We hurried to investigate, but we were not prepared for what we discovered.

“Dear me. We have an unexpected interloper on our hands.”

You must forgive me for the idle complaint.

After all, a major part of the network we were setting up in Sariella has suddenly been crushed by the appearance of a powerful outsider.

I review the report once more.

It contains information on the mysterious monster that suddenly appeared in the labyrinth and exhibited inexplicable behavior: the Nightmare.

These documents include all the tracks that we know to be connected with the Nightmare.

A postscript on the final page describes the aboveground appearance of a queen taratect at the same time as the Nightmare’s discovery, complete with an eyewitness account from the oldest Divine Beast.

If the Nightmare is a spider-type monster, it must be the offspring of Lady Ariel.

One can only wonder why Lady Ariel would do such a thing when she has hitherto never intervened with worldly goings-on, but it is impossible to divine meaning behind her movements and the Nightmare’s alike.

It looked as if Lady Ariel was searching for something, but in my later investigations, I have been unable to determine what she might have been attempting to find.

The Nightmare’s behavior is yet more mysterious.

I do not understand what thoughts motivate its actions.

At times it helps people, and at other times it attacks them.

If all this is in accordance with orders from Lady Ariel, the intent is completely lost on me.

“Well? Are there any signs that the Nightmare might know about the other spies?”

“Not at the moment.”

What is Lady Ariel trying to do?

Surely she did not simply set out to dispose of some robbers.

Am I to take this as a warning to us?

Perhaps she means to tell us not to lay a hand on the land of Sariella.

However, I cannot agree to such a request.

In which case, our only option is to observe with utmost vigilance.

And Lady Ariel is not the only one to watch.

“Do we know whose employ the other thieves were under?”

“It seems they were members of a human trafficking organization operating not just in Sariella but all over the world. And the masterminds behind this organization are the elves.”

I already half expected my subordinate’s reply.

The elves. Potimas Harrifenas.

What in the world has moved him to create a human trafficking organization?

I cannot say, but surely any actions taken by that man will cause more harm to the world than good.

I must expose and stop him at once.

But right now, we must deal with the Goddess followers first.

Until we clean up this problem, we will never be able to stop a worldwide human trafficking organization.

Our forces are so concentrated on the Goddess at this stage that we simply do not have the resources to spare.

We have already made up our minds to destroy the Goddess’s religion.

Ariel’s unknown machinations concern me, but we cannot change our plans now.

We have prepared too much.

The deaths of some intelligence agents disguised as thieves will have no great bearing on our plan.

That damn lord of Keren County has made great efforts to avoid war with Ohts, but the center of Sariella is beginning to lean toward open conflict.

Little do they know that we have been slowly guiding them toward it all along.

If a spark emerges with Ohts, it is sure to spread into a wildfire all on its own.

Sariella’s Goddess religion despises the Word of God, and we Followers of the Word of God view them as heathens in turn.

With the coals of hatred already thus ignited, one simply needs to prod those embers until they burst into the flame of war.

Quite laughable, when one considers that the Goddess and the Word of God are in fact one and the same.

“Shall I continue the report?”

Oh dear. I must be more mindful.

I let my thoughts wander in the middle of listening to the briefing.

It is a bad habit of mine.

“The robbers have all been wiped out, but there are still elves remaining in Keren County, sneaking about on business unknown. Shall we eliminate them?”

The elves are still lurking about after their forces have been destroyed?

To what end?

According to the reports, the elves have taken aim at Lord Keren and his family not once but twice.

Is Lord Keren their target?

However, I cannot imagine why Potimas would have any need to target Lord Keren.

There is no connection between them to my knowledge.

For that matter, I do not understand his motivation behind carrying out human trafficking in various places, either.

Kidnapping. What does he aim to accomplish by stealing away a great deal of children?

No, wait.

Is it the opposite?

Could it be that he needs not a great deal of children but a select few, and he has made this large-scale operation to mask that fact?

But why would he go to such extreme lengths?

What kind of child could possibly be worth that much trouble?

I do not have enough information to determine that.

Any further contemplation would be mere speculation—nay, delusions.

However, it does seem quite possible that he is targeting specific children.

If so, could the elves’ target in Keren County be not Lord Keren but his child?

That is certainly worth considering.

Once the problem of the Goddess worshippers is dealt with, it may be the hint that helps me expose Potimas.

“Let them be. However, be sure to monitor them closely.”

“Yes, sir.”

Hrm.

Come to think of it, the elves have yet to target the Nightmare, even though it has now protected Lord Keren and his family from them not once but twice.

Could it be that they, too, have decided to let it swim free in order to lie in wait for an even bigger fish?

In that case, the angler in question is surely none other than Potimas Harrifenas.

The Nightmare of the Labyrinth, eh?

That creature has a strong connection with the land of Ohts.

As Lady Ariel’s offspring, it is doubtless potentially dangerous to meddle with, but it may yet serve our cause, as well.

The best-case scenario would be if Lady Ariel and Potimas go head-to-head themselves, but it would be difficult to ensure such a thing.

This situation is likely to require a careful hand and a watchful eye.

Such a complex game we play.

Who will emerge victorious?

Will it be Lady Ariel, Potimas, or myself?

In any case, whoever controls the events in Keren County is sure to take the lead.

“We must be more thorough in our intelligence operations in Keren County. Send along every piece of information you can find, no matter how trivial. We had best assume the battle has already begun.”

This is a true matching of wits, in which each of us tries to predict and outwit the others.

Perhaps we should throw in a move of our own?

“The adventurers who encountered the Nightmare in the Great Elroe Labyrinth are in Ohts now, are they not? Send them a request, one that will not provoke their suspicion. A request that will set them up to encounter the Nightmare once again.”

Now, how will our Nightmare react?

Whether it helped those adventurers by chance or for some larger purpose, I should hope that it will send some kind of response.

How will it warp the stone I have thrown in?
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I am a weak person.

The barrier covering the sky disappears in an instant.

This is the barrier that has protected the elf village for hundreds, maybe even thousands of years.

All the elves except for me stare up at the sky, dumbfounded.

They must be in complete shock that the barrier they thought was impenetrable is suddenly gone.

This is why I tried to warn them that the barrier might vanish.

“Everyone. Please prepare yourselves for battle. They’re coming.”

I use Wind Magic to help my voice reach the frozen elves.

Hearing me, they all seem to gasp collectively as the tension of the current situation dawns upon them.

They must realize now that if the barrier is gone, the imperial army is going to attack.

“The barrier is broken. However, the device itself that generates the barrier is still intact. All we have to do is hold out until the barrier can be restored.”

As the daughter of the chief, my voice is strongly respected by the elves.

Even now, they seem to be calming down little by little as they listen.

“Besides, this is our forest, essentially the garden of the elves. No human troops can win against us, especially here. Let us show them how foolish they are to challenge the elves in the middle of a forest.”

I make up some encouraging words to stir their fighting spirit.

To tell the truth, this situation is not so simple.

We do have the advantage of being on home ground, but the numbers are overwhelmingly in the enemy’s favor.

Besides, our opponents are demons and the experienced army of the militant Renxandt Empire.

I know this will be a difficult battle.

The elves must have some understanding of that, too, but morale is very important.

As the elves regain their composure and mentally prepare themselves for battle, I’m relieved that, for the time being, they seem to have overcome the shock of the barrier breaking.

Although, to be honest, I have no idea whether the barrier will actually be restored.

I do have concerns that the barrier might be irreparably broken.

And I know all too well that there is a high likelihood that I am right.

Because of my unique skill.

Student Roster.

I am most likely the only person in the world with this skill.

It records a general summary of my former students’ presents, pasts, and futures in their reincarnated lives.

When I close my eyes, the roster rises from deep within my mind.

If I open the roster, I can see my students’ names listed in order of their seat number, and when I focus on one name, I can read more information about that person.

However, the information this skill provides is exceedingly simple.

The “past” is a record of the moment they were born.

It tells me where they came into this world.

However, that’s as far as the record goes.

The “present” summarizes the person’s current condition in one word.

Healthy, Sick, Fatigued, and so on.

It doesn’t reveal their current location.

And then there’s the “future.”

This part gives a rough estimation of when and how the student will die.

It uses a standard year of 365 days, with the day of my birth as the starting point.

When I open the Student Roster to Kengo Natsume’s name, it states that he will be killed in action in the elf forest.

Killed in action. In other words, in battle with someone.

Thanks to the scouts I’ve had watching him in secret, I know that he is with the imperial army right now.

In other words, he was outside the barrier.

The fact that Hugo is fated to die in battle in the elf forest was a hint that their forces would find a way past the barrier.

This was why I suspected all along that the barrier might be destroyed.

And that Hugo is likely to die here.

My body trembles.

When I remember the names of the four students who have disappeared from the Student Roster, I tremble even more.

When a student dies, their name disappears from the roster.

Hugo’s name, Kengo Natsume, will most likely disappear soon, too.

And unlike the previous four students, his blood will be on my hands.

I thought I was prepared for that, but I still can’t stop shaking.

It takes everything I have just to hide this from the elves.

If they think I’m trembling in fear, the morale I raised will quickly plummet.

Then we won’t be able to take on the imperial army.

How did it come to this?

I only wanted to save all my students.

In my previous life, I was a teacher.

Being a teacher was my dream from a very young age.

I always wanted to be the kind of teacher who could share a laugh with her students.

And I spared no effort to make that happen.

That meant learning about anything that children of the current generation would be interested in.

Games, manga, novels, the Internet…

I tried to develop an interest in anything I thought I might be able to talk to them about.

I might have actually gotten addicted to those things…

Ultimately, I changed my manner of speech, invented a new persona, and became the kind of strange, slightly pathetic teacher I thought would be easiest to befriend.

I may have gotten carried away with the “pathetic” part, but that’s all right.

Still, I couldn’t help but wonder.

Was this really enough?

Was it really my dream to laugh with my students as a fake me?

But I was too afraid to show them my true self and shatter the image I had worked so hard to build up.

In the end, I spent my days contenting myself with the situation I’d created.

Then I was reincarnated into another world.

My last memories are of teaching my class.

Then my recollections of that life cut off abruptly, and the next thing I knew, I was a baby.

The time until I understood what was happening was very difficult.

Since I was a baby who had just been born, I could scarcely move my body, and my eyes and ears weren’t fully functioning.

I must confess I flew into a panic then, crying and shrieking.

When my eyes could finally see and I realized that I’d become a baby, I was even more shocked than before.

For one thing, the ears of the people around me were long and pointy.

Thanks to the nerdy knowledge I’d spent so long accumulating, I knew right away that they were elves.

And I understood my own situation, too.

Reincarnation in another world. It’s very trendy in stories online right now, and I’d been sucked into such a story.

But I am weak.

I couldn’t be strong and build a brand-new life for myself like the protagonists of those novels.

I couldn’t give up my old identity.

As I was overwhelmed with confusion, I latched on to one specific part of that identity.

I am a teacher.

Meaning I have to prioritize my students above all else.

That’s the ideal teacher I always wanted to become.

Fortunately for me, I was born with a very convenient skill for this task.

The Student Roster skill.

However, the information I learned from that skill only threw me into despair.

Most of my students would die within less than twenty years.

Unable to accept the facts, I hid trembling from reality for several days.

However, reality did not change, and I couldn’t stop time only by ignoring it.

Then I noticed something.

The name of the student whose time of death was the earliest, who was written to die while still a baby, had disappeared.

My roster had an empty space.

When I saw this, I knew I had to do something.

Of the remaining students, ten were set to die within two or three years.

I used the abilities we know as “skills” to try to do something about it.

If a mysterious power like the Student Roster skill existed in this world, surely there must be a skill like Telepathy, too.

Thus, I paid skill points to acquire the Telepathy skill.

Fortunately for me, my father is Potimas, the chief of the elves.

The average person would likely question their sanity if their infant daughter started suddenly talking about reincarnation and such, but Potimas accepted my story easily.

As it turned out, Potimas already thought of me as a special case from the beginning.

At any rate, though it was risky, I took the bet and was able to convince Potimas to promise to protect the reincarnations.

The rest was simple.

I could tell from the “past” descriptions in my Student Roster where my students were born.

We simply needed to search in those areas.

Unfortunately, there were a few students we couldn’t reach in time, but we were able to secure most of them safely.

Sometimes we accomplished this with money, other times with… Well, there’s no point in mincing words—with kidnapping.

This was, of course, a crime.

But the elves did not hesitate to carry it out.

The elves have their own motivations, you see.

Their goal is a world with as few skills as possible, in order to best combat the administrators.

And as it happens, reincarnations are born with a great deal of skill points, along with a single extra-strong skill.

If such a reincarnation was to acquire and strengthen a lot of skills, then according to the elves, they might catch the eyes of the administrators and be exploited for their purposes.

I have good reason to believe this story.

One of the causes of death listed in my Student Roster is “divested of skills.”

Even now, it’s still listed as the cause for Shun and Katia, among others.

Initially, most of my students were fated to die for this reason.

I suspect this would indicate death brought about by an administrator.

Now that many of my students are in the elf village in an environment where they can’t improve their skills, the number of skill-related deaths on my list has decreased.

The “future” information changes fairly frequently.

However, no matter what I do, there are students whose predetermined causes of death still have not changed from “divested of skills.”

Worse, all these deaths are meant to happen at the same time.

This year.

And I have no information about the future past that point.

Aside from the students who are meant to die this year, the others’ “future” information is all blank.

Just thinking about what that might mean frightens me.

My own name is not listed on my roster, you see.

That’s only natural. After all, I am a teacher not a student.

I don’t have any information about my own fate.

But it’s easy to draw conclusions.

The students who are still fated to die by being divested of their skills are those with a great deal of skills.

And I have a great deal of skills as well.

Most likely, I am going to die along with them.

I assume I don’t have any information past that point because I’ll be dead by then.

I’m scared. I don’t want to die.

I thought about using Skill Elimination.

But I need to keep the power of my skills at least until I’ve dealt with Hugo.

Besides, if I did use Skill Elimination to erase my skills, I don’t know what the elves would do.

Skill Elimination essentially surrenders your power to the administrators.

If I give their opponent my power, the elves may start to view me as an enemy.

I have no doubt that Potimas would be willing to purge me without even the slightest change in his expression.

Even more importantly, that might endanger my students who are in the elves’ care.

The elves are not protecting them out of goodwill, after all.

That leaves only one option.

I must turn the tables on the enemy who comes to rob us of our skills, most likely an administrator.

I don’t know if I can even do such a thing, but I have no other choice.

But before that, I have to deal with Hugo.

As his teacher, the blame lies with me for letting him end up like this.

I must take responsibility for that.

…And Hugo isn’t the only case for which I need to take responsibility.

I recall Kudo’s cold eyes glaring at me.

Am I doing a good job of protecting my students?

I don’t really know.

Perhaps if I told them everything, they wouldn’t hate me so much, but there is one curse associated with the Student Roster.

Namely, students are forbidden from reading it.

In other words, I cannot tell my students anything I have learned from the Student Roster.

I don’t know what the penalty is for breaking that rule, but I can’t afford to take any unnecessary risks.

No matter how I attempt to explain it to the students, there would be no avoiding mention of the Student Roster.

And so, I have no choice but to keep silent.

As of now, the only problem it’s caused is a bit of resentment for me.

My students’ dissatisfaction hasn’t yet reached an explosive breaking point.

In that case, being hated by one’s students is simply part of a teacher’s job.

I ought to just resign myself to their enmity. This sort of thing is no big deal.

…That’s a lie. It breaks my heart. I’m not strong enough.

I’m frightened. I don’t want to die, and I don’t want any of them to die, either.

Am I doing the right thing?

Have I made a mistake?

Am I doing a good job as their teacher?

Someone, please tell me.

“Ms. Ooookaaaa! Aw yeah, this is perfect! So nice of you to come out to meet me!”

Hugo appears, along with the imperial army.

He’s their general, yet he’s charging ahead at the front.

“I’m happy to see you, too.”

I’m not really happy, of course.

But I have to scold a student who’s chosen the wrong path.

I don’t know if that’s really the right thing to do.

But I have no choice but to do it.

Because I’m their teacher.
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What in the world is going on?

These incidents of late wear on my body and mind alike.

What with the huge outbreak of bandits, the successive kidnapping incidents that have followed, and so on, the order within my territory has sharply declined all at once.

The abnormal increase in the number of bandits already smells of some kind of international incident, and as we were investigating, the carriage containing my wife and daughter was attacked.

Fortunately, my wife and child are safe, but it seems my trusted retainer Merazophis was briefly in grave peril.

And yet, when I received this information, when I laid eyes on him, he bore nary a scratch.

And Merazophis himself is the one who relayed this report to me, no less.

He explained that, of all things, a spider monster saved them from the evil clutches of the robbers.

My wife insists that the creature must have been the Divine Beast.

Indeed, in the texts of the Goddess whom our country of Sariella worships, there is a Divine Beast that serves the Goddess herself.

My wife seems to believe that this spider monster is that very same Divine Beast.

At any rate, just as I was breathing a sigh of relief that they were safe, we discovered the bodies of some unidentified but suspicious-looking humans in our home the very next day.

Based on that timing, I can only assume they must have been in league with the robbers who attacked my wife and daughter’s carriage the previous day. I have ordered Merazophis to investigate, but we have yet to learn just what we are dealing with.

But not long after that day, all the robbers in the county suddenly vanished, so perhaps there is no longer any point in investigating.

The culprit behind that was found immediately.

The spider monster who seems to have saved my wife and daughter has been sighted lurking in the woods near our town.

At that point, I simply had to laugh.

To think that a monster able to quickly and quietly dispose of bandits would exist so close to our town.

My wife exclaims that the Divine Beast has saved our town, but I cannot say I share her delight.

Regardless, we must proceed with caution lest we incur the wrath of the spider monster.

Yet despite my intentions, those adventurers who arrived from Ohts have made contact with the monster.

And since they have been spreading word of the spider monster in the town, now the masses are all aware of its existence.

Why has it been one major event after another as of late?

To make matters worse, my wife has been spreading her Divine Beast theory all through town.

My dear wife, is the Divine Beast truly more important to you than your own husband?

Thanks to her, the people of the town are beginning to seriously believe that the spider monster is the Divine Beast.

Even though this is certainly not the case!

We have already discovered the creature’s true identity through our investigation.

It is a dangerous monster commonly known as the “Nightmare,” which escaped from the Great Elroe Labyrinth in Ohts.

A monster that has attacked people in the past.

We have no way of knowing when it might decide to attack us on a whim.

So it is beyond dangerous to worship such a creature as the Divine Beast.

However, now that my wife has taken the initiative to announce such a thing, I cannot simply come out and deny that it is the Divine Beast.

If I take one wrong step, I may even be impeached.

“Ha…ha-ha. Whatever should I do, Merazophis?”

“Master, please stay calm. Remember, I am here.”

Thank goodness. What everyone really needs is a trusted, understanding confidant.

“Master, you are surely correct that the Nightmare is likely not the Divine Beast, but is it not possible that the thing possesses intelligence?”

I can’t help but let out a groan at Merazophis’s suggestion.

“Yes, that thought has crossed my mind. In fact, let me state my conclusion: The Nightmare most likely has very high intelligence indeed.”

“Then is it possible that it would understand speech, as well? We may be able to negotiate, if so.”

“Merazophis. It is not that simple. That thing is still a monster. Even if it does possess the same level of intelligence as a human, we may not be able to communicate. After all, do you believe that you could hold a conversation with a Word of God fanatic?”

Merazophis is silent at that.

It’s difficult enough to reach an understanding between humans, never mind with a monster.

At any rate, we must monitor the Nightmare closely lest it turn its fangs on us next.

This is a powerful monster that was able to easily dispose of thieves whom we had been utterly incapable of dealing with.

It even destroyed a fortress in Ohts.

I doubt there is anything we humans could do to stop it.

In that case, the best I can think to do is pray to the Goddess that it will not ravage our lands.

“Master, are you perhaps worrying a tad too much?”

“What? Merazophis, surely you, too, do not believe that creature is the Divine Beast that will save our land?”

I suppose the monster did heal Merazophis’s injuries when he was on the verge of death.

No doubt he is hesitant to speak poorly of a creature that saved his life.

He has always been an almost excessively diligent man.

Honest if slightly awkward, he repays any favor to the best of his ability.

“I am grateful to it for saving you, too, you know,” I admit.

I am as relieved that it saved Merazophis as I am that it protected my wife and daughter.

“However, that is only my personal opinion. As a statesman, I must respond to emergency situations such as a dangerous monster lurking near town with the worst-case scenario in mind.”

Perhaps the Nightmare really is the Divine Beast.

Perhaps it really will save our land.

But it is equally possible that it will be the ruin of our town.

We have no way of knowing just yet.

As a leader, I must proceed by assuming the worst.

I cannot put my people at risk by acting in accordance with idealistic wishes.

“Merazophis, what do you think of the Nightmare? Please tell me your honest impressions.”

I inquire, moved by a sudden curiosity.

“I…am not sure, myself.”

Merazophis’s response is uncharacteristically hesitant.

Generally, he has a black-and-white personality and prefers to respond to things with a simple yes or no.

It’s highly unusual for him to give such an unclear answer.

“It is difficult to pin down. Perhaps one might say it was wicked yet honorable… No, perhaps not. I cannot put it into words, I am afraid.”

Wicked yet honorable?

That certainly is difficult to understand.

Honorable, though…?

Wickedness would be easy enough to understand, but does that Nightmare have a sense of honor, too?

“Excuse me! Pardon my intrusion, but I have urgent news! The Nightmare has saved a deathly ill patient!”

When my subordinate bursts in with this report, I feel like I can grasp the honor Merazophis mentioned.

What in the world is that spider?!
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My Wind Magic flies directly toward Hugo.

However, it vanishes into nothing right before it reaches him.

The girl who is now standing in front of Hugo has dispersed it.

“Miss Negishi.”

“I keep telling you not to call me by that name.”

Negishi’s smile barely masks her irritation as she blocks my way.

She has a skill that can negate magic.

As long as she stands on the front lines, the magic-using elves are bound to be at a disadvantage.

“Sophia. Don’t interfere.”

Yet Hugo is willfully throwing that away.

“Oh? Are you quite sure?”

“Yeah. I have to get revenge on Oka with my own hands.”

Hugo fearlessly takes a step forward.

“I see. I’ll just watch and learn, then, I suppose.”

Negishi steps back along with the boy and girl at her side, then leans against a tree with her arms folded.

It seems she really does intend to sit back and watch.

I don’t know how long she plans to stick to her word, but for my sake, I hope it stays that way.

“Elves are the enemies of God! Their only fate is death!”

Unfortunately, the others don’t seem so willing to step down.

Yuri, the other reincarnated girl at Hugo’s side, assaults me with a merciless magic attack.

“Hey! I told you: Don’t interfere!”

“I cannot simply watch on when the enemy of God stands before me! Why have you sided with the elves, teacher? Elves are heretics who do not listen to the words of God. Those who would defy God will meet with certain death! That’s why we have to slaughter every elf, all of them, so we can send them to hell where they can reflect on their sins. Yes, let them repent in hell! Surely you would not work with such sinners, would you, Ms. Oka? If you do, I’ll have to punish you as a heretic, you know? You must repent. Repent! Teacher or no, all heretics must die! Do you understand? So please tell me you’re not a heretic. It’s not too late. I’m sure God would forgive you. Will you devote yourself to God now?”

Yuri rants as if she’s gone mad.

There’s no way she’s in her right state of mind.

I have to defeat Hugo and free her from his brainwashing right away.

“Please wait a little longer, Miss Yuri. I promise I’ll bring you back to your senses.”

“Ms. Oka, you’re the one who needs to come to your senses, all right? You must not believe the elves’ filthy lies! I know you are an elf, too, but if you admit they deceived you, I’m sure God will forgive you! Just confess, all right?”

Clearly it will do me no good to keep trying to reason with her.

She’ll only keep talking around in circles.

In that case, it’ll be faster to simply defeat Hugo, the source of all this evil.

I narrow my eyes and focus on him, and his lips twist into a smirk.

“Come on, then! Hurry it up, or I’ll just have to come after you first!”

Hugo beckons, trying to provoke me. At the same time, the army behind him begins to move forward.

“Intercept them!” I call an order to the elves and at the same time fire another Wind Magic attack at Hugo.

Unlike the diversion spell that Negishi dispersed a little while ago, this one is at maximum firepower.

The level-four spell of Tempest Magic, Dragon Wind.

Putting it bluntly, this spell creates a tornado.

The storm swallows people up like blades of grass.

Having lost all his skills and stats at one point, Hugo has no way to defend against it.

It’s been some time since that happened, but it would be all but impossible for him to work his way back up to his former strength from square one in that time.

I know that he has a Seven Deadly Sins skill.

However, the skill he has is most likely Lust.

According to the elves’ records, the Lust skill grants a brainwashing ability.

It seems to be terrifyingly strong brainwashing, but still, it is not a directly battle-related skill.

The title may have increased his stats somewhat, but nothing more.

He won’t be able to stand up to my magic.

The tornado swallows the soldiers who step out in front of Hugo, sucking their lives away in an instant.

Then it closes in on Hugo…

“Graaah!”

…and is scattered by his sword.

What?!

How could he destroy that spell?!

“That crap’s not gonna work on me!”

A swing of his sword sends a black fog of darkness gushing toward me.

I parry it with Wind Magic.

At the same time, I realize how Hugo stopped my Dragon Wind.

His equipment.

That sword must be made from dragon materials.

Weapons and armor made from monster materials sometimes retain the special properties of that monster.

If it canceled out magic, it’s safe to assume that his sword contains dragon parts.

And since it can unleash a Dark-attribute attack in addition to its magic-inhibiting abilities, it must be made from parts of a particularly rare kind of dragon: a dark dragon.

No doubt about it: This is a rare and powerful sword.

I look over Hugo’s appearance again, reassessing.

Instead of armor, he’s wearing somewhat Chinese-style clothes.

However, the monster bones wrapped around the shoulders indicate that these clothes, too, have been tailored from monster parts.

In short, he’s using high-performance equipment to make up for the fact that his stats have been weakened.

“Ah-ha-ha-ha-ha! Those half-assed spells are never gonna touch me! Did you really think I was just gonna stay helpless forever after you stole all my power?!”

I deploy multiple Wind Magic spells at once, but his sword blocks every last one of them.

I don’t think relying on your equipment is anything to brag about!

Judging that magic alone won’t be effective, I pull out my bow.

Then I cast Wind Magic on the bow to loose an arrow.

Accelerated by the power of the wind, the arrow flies forward like a bullet.

With this spell, the arrow is powerful enough to bore a hole through something if it lands a direct hit.

Since his stats have been lowered, Hugo shouldn’t be able to react to that speed in time to dodge or defend against it completely.

He may not die from it, since he’s protected by high-quality equipment, but the damage is sure to be severe.

But despite my expectations, Hugo dodges the oncoming arrow.

“What?!”

An exclamation of surprise escapes my lips.

The arrow flies past Hugo and into the imperial army behind him, piercing right through multiple soldiers.

Despite having lost several allies to the attack, Hugo simply looks back at me and grins.

Something about that smile sends a shiver down my spine, but I nock another arrow and try again.

Just like the first one, it flies toward Hugo at high speed thanks to my Wind Magic, but he manages to evade it again.

This doesn’t make any sense.

Hugo should still be weakened, since I took away his stats and skills once before.

Even if he’s trained since then, there’s no way he should have been able to get fast enough to dodge my arrows.
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“Pretty weird, right? You wanna know how I got this strong? I bet you’re dying to know!”

Hugo casually kicks forward.

The distance between us closes with a single step.

So fast?!

I was wrong. This can’t be the power of equipment alone!

As I retreat, I grab another arrow and shoot.

Hugo ducks to the side, dodging the arrow.

The time it takes to dodge slows him down a little, putting more distance between us.

“Hey, don’t run away! C’mon, I thought we were friends!”

I loose another arrow.

At the same time, the elves around us launch an attack on him all at once.

“Yeah, right!”

Magic and arrows rain down on Hugo, but he brushes them off easily.

This is all a bit unexpected.

I use Telepathy to order the nearby elves to evacuate.

It looks like I won’t be able to take on Hugo by holding back.

However, as the elves retreat, Yuri’s magic chases them down.

“Elves are heretics! Death to the elves!”

Her magic blows away all the elves surrounding me, leaving me isolated.

Then Hugo steps in again to slash at me with his sword.

I retreat once more, trying to put some distance between us.

“C’mon, we weren’t done talking! I’m actually pretty grateful to ya, y’know? I wouldn’t be the man I am today if I hadn’t suffered so much I almost went insane!”

Almost? No, he definitely is insane!

But I have no right to make that comment.

Because I’m the one who made him insane.

“And that’s how I got all this power! You know about one of ’em, right? The Lust skill. It’s an awesome skill that lets you make people do whatever you want!”

I loose more arrows. He dodges again.

“And there’s one more thing! Now I can be the strongest guy ever. ’Cause I got the skill Greed, too! With this, I get to steal some of the strength of anyone I kill! Why d’you think I’m on the front lines, huh? It’s all so I can kill lots of enemies and make their power my own!”

Stunned, I stop moving for a fraction of a second.

The effects of that skill flash through my mind from the elves’ records.

The Greed skill.

It’s another one of the Seven Deadly Sins skills. When the user kills someone, they gain some of the victim’s power.

But only a small amount of their skills, stats, skill points, and so on.

Essentially, though, Hugo has used this skill to make himself even stronger than he was before.

How many lives has he taken?

How many sins has he amassed to gain all this power?

I stop moving for only a moment.

But in that moment, Hugo closes the gap between us and raises his sword.

“Up here!”

“Eh?!”

The sword makes a shallow cut through the arm of the wind armor that I normally wear.

I quickly create a windblast between us, using the recoil to push us apart.

This hurts me, too, but I’m at a major disadvantage in close combat.

“Huh. Well, look at you.”

Hugo appears to be completely unharmed.

Still, I keep firing arrows.

Hugo dodges them easily.

As I start to nock my next arrow, a blast hits my body.

“Nngh?!”

“Ms. Oka. It seems like I can’t get through to you at the moment, so please go to sleep for a little while. Don’t worry. I’ll pray to God to cleanse the poison that’s tainted your thoughts. You’ll be pure again in no time!”

It’s Yuri’s magic.

As soon as I realize this, I automatically loose an arrow toward her.

The arrow hits a surprised Yuri in the shoulder.

And it’s a highly destructive Wind Magic–imbued arrow.

It blows right through her shoulder, sending blood flying everywhere.

…Oh no. How could I do this?

Reflex or no, I accidentally hit Yuri with a potentially fatal attack when she’s only being manipulated!

“Uh-oh. What kinda teacher would do that to her own student?”

“H-how dare you say such a thing!”

Hugo is the last person to have any right to say that to me!

Pretending to fly into a half-crazed frenzy, I shoot another arrow.

It doesn’t hit, of course, flying off course so that Hugo dodges it easily.

However, now my preparations are complete.

I haven’t been firing my arrows for nothing.

If Hugo was sane, he would’ve noticed that I’ve been running away in a big circle.

The arrows sticking out of the ground are a starting point to generate a barrier.

It won’t be as strong as the one that protected the village, of course, but it’s still the kind of barrier that can’t be reproduced with skills that imitate the ancient techniques.

I activate the barrier.

Leaving Hugo in the middle.

He isn’t simply trapped in there, either.

The air inside the barrier is rapidly escaping.

Manipulating the wind means that I can move the air.

And while this world does seem to be different from Earth in various ways, oxygen certainly still exists here.

The basic rules of this world are no different from those on Earth. They just seem different because of the addition of the new rules known as skills and magic.

Just like on Earth, humans cannot live without air.

The shape of the barrier doesn’t change, but with the air gone, the pressure inside changes rapidly.

The human body can’t stand up to this pressure. Even if it could, the lack of oxygen would cause it to die soon enough.

This is an original spell that I developed myself.

Hugo desperately tries to destroy the barrier, but it’s no use.

It may not be perfect, but it’s still a reproduction of a barrier from the age of the gods.

I can’t activate it without a great deal of difficulty, but once it’s been produced, the barrier can’t be destroyed.

I’ve won. Or so I thought.

For one fatal instant, I forgot there are reincarnations here more dangerous than Hugo.

“Aagh?!”

In that moment, I have no idea what happened.

But I know that a powerful force struck my body, sending my vision spinning.

“Ha-ha-ha! Damn, that was close! I almost ate it in there! Nice one, Sophia!”

As I roll to the ground uncomprehendingly, Hugo’s loud laughter reaches my ears.

It’s only then that I realize what must have happened.

Negishi must have destroyed my barrier.

And I was blown away by the aftershock, or something like that.

I was too careless.

Just like with Yuri a little while ago, I’ve been so focused on Hugo that I forgot to stay vigilant of the other dangers around me.

I have no right to make fun of Hugo for such a thing anymore.

“How pathetic. After all that ‘don’t interfere’ grandstanding you did.”

“C’mon, don’t be like that. How was I supposed to know Oka had such a crazy move up her sleeve? It’s over now, though.”

Raising my head, I see Hugo standing above me.

“Nngh?!”

His sword swings down, tearing deep into my abdomen.

No! Stop! It hurts!

“You sure gave me a run for my money there. Looks like I won, though. Heh-heh-heh. I’m not gonna kill you; don’t worry. I wanna make sure you get a good look at the total ruin of all the elves! What should I do with the rest of the class, hmm? If they’re willing to cooperate, maybe I’ll let ’em work for me. But if not, guess I’ll torture them in front of you, huh? You’ll make a good face for me then, won’t you? Ah-ha-ha-ha-ha! Should be fun, right?!”

Please, don’t!

I have to stop him.

But the pain won’t let me move my body properly.

“Well, isn’t this nice. It’s the total opposite of last time. Well? How do you like being crushed into the ground, huh? You’re probably goin’ crazy wondering what’s gonna happen to you now, right? Totally hopeless, I bet. Well, I’m not gonna brainwash you. I’ll make you watch as I send you to the nethermost depths of despair until your spirit’s totally broken!”

Hugo aims a kick at my small body.

It’s enough to send me flying through the air, slamming into the trunk of a tree.

The impact sends shock waves through my body, and blood gushes from the cut in my stomach.

“You know she’ll die if you keep this up, right?”

“Oh right. Can’t have that, can we?”

Tears well up in my eyes from the pain, blurring my vision.

The image of Hugo approaching me wavers, until suddenly my vision is filled with light.

Unable to look at it directly, I close my eyes, wiping the tears away with a trembling arm.

“Sorry we’re late, Ms. Oka.”

Then, as I open my eyes again, I see Shun and his friends, standing firmly between Hugo and me.
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How did this happen?

A bunch of people are prostrating themselves in front of the forest.

The offerings are piling up, too.

And all of this is for…me.

I’m being worshipped for some reason.

Sort of like I’m a local god or something.

Seriously, how did this happen?

I guess the only explanation is that a whole bunch of different factors created a chemical reaction that resulted in this bizarre situation.

First of all, I shouldn’t have wiped out all those robbers.

If whole hordes of robbers suddenly disappear, of course people are going to be suspicious.

Once the lord of the county started investigating the cause, it was only a matter of time before they found out about me.

If it had ended there, that wouldn’t have been so bad.

Mr. Lord, who also happens to be the baby bloodsucker’s father, seems to regard me as dangerous, so he’s been proceeding with extreme caution.

I wasn’t planning on doing anything unless they really provoked me, so I didn’t mind them keeping an eye on me if they kept being polite about it.

But then I had to go and get discovered by a group of adventurers.

It would’ve been one thing if they came from the town, but I wasn’t expecting them to come up behind me.

Turns out, they came from a neighboring country on a mission to figure out the source of an unusual outbreak of monsters.

Or I guess it would be more accurate to say the source of an unusual migration of monsters.

Yep. That’s my fault.

My Intimidation scared a bunch of monsters so badly, they fled all the way into the next country.

If anything, it’s only natural the adventurers investigating that phenomenon would end up here, since the source is none other than yours truly.

I should’ve used Teleport to temporarily hide from them. In fact, I was away in the Great Elroe Labyrinth on some business when they arrived in the forest, so when I teleported back, I ran right into them.

Felt like I’d gotten into a traffic accident.

That’s how the adventurers found me, but what really surprised me was that the newbies who I rescued before in the Great Elroe Labyrinth were among them.

You know, the ones who I found being corned by a snake in the Upper Stratum that one time?

I’ve evolved since then, so I look a little different, but they still clearly recognized me right away as their spider savior.

So they stopped their adventurer buddies from trying to attack me. Then, for some reason, they offered me fruit.

I figured I might as well take it, ’cause why not? But in retrospect, maybe I should’ve thought it through a little more.

Because now they all seem to think that I’ll play nice if they give me fruit or something.

From there, well, one thing led to another, and next thing you know, here we are.

You don’t get it?

Yeah, I’m not really clear on the details myself.

Some adventurers walk into a town.

They tell everyone there’s a spider monster in the forest, aka me.

Somehow, rumors spread that this same monster is the one who dealt with all those robbers.

And now they think I’m the second coming of some Goddess’s Divine Beast or something?

Leading to me being worshipped at the moment.

Yep. Still doesn’t really make a lot of sense.

From what I gather, the Goddess religion that folks in this town practice has something about spiders being holy creatures, and this so-called Goddess once had a servant called a Divine Beast.

…I seem to remember a certain demon lord having the title Ancient Divine Beast, but I’m sure I’m just imagining it.

Yeah, I must be! Let’s go with that.

But forget about our friend the spider demon lord for now.

The reason they started worshipping me in the first place is they figured out I’m the one who killed the robbers.

I can gather why, though.

It must’ve been the lord’s wife, the baby bloodsucker’s mother.

Yep. She totally ignored her husband’s request to keep things quiet and went all around town telling anyone who’d listen about that attack.

Like, “The Divine Beast saved me from bandits!”

And she must’ve found out from her husband that I killed all those skulking robbers, ’cause she told everyone about that, too.

If the most powerful lady in town started referring to me as the Divine Beast, well, you can see how things went from there.

On top of that, those adventurers I rescued have been telling everyone in town about their own little encounter with me, too.

You wouldn’t believe how fast everyone started believing I’m the Divine Beast after that.

Maybe it’s just because they were all Goddess zealots to begin with, but I gotta say, I’m a little worried they were all so willing to trust a monster just like that.

I feel bad for the poor lord who has to wrap his head around this situation.

He’s the one who’s right for wanting to be cautious of a monster, if you ask me.

Man, the power of religion is scary.

Still, when this whole situation first began, they were merely worshipping me from a distance.

Praying in front of the forest, occasionally putting out fruit as an offering, that’s about it.

There weren’t too many people, either. Just particularly devout followers of the Goddess, adventurers praying for safety, and stuff like that.

How in the world did that turn into a huge crowd of people milling around the forest? Well, no good deed goes unpunished.

The adventurers must have spread the word that I can use Healing Magic, and next thing you know, a mother’s bringing her sick child to me.

Crying, holding the kid up, the whole shebang.

I ignored her for a while, but she kept crying out some word that definitely had a pleading tone, so eventually I had to give in.

I Appraised the kid and found that she was suffering from a pretty serious illness.

The kind of thing that wouldn’t go away from normal healing.

I doubt there’s any technology to cure cancer in this fantasy world.

Yeah. The kid had liver cancer.

How does a child get liver cancer, you ask?

That’s what I wondered at first, but I kinda figured it out by looking at her status.

She had the Foul Feeder title, just like me.

I guess they must be a poor family.

They’ve probably eaten a lot of crummy food due to poverty, including poisonous stuff.

I’m assuming the effects of the title protected her digestive organs, but her liver couldn’t hold up to all the toxins.

The same goes for her mother, whose organs were in a similarly sorry state.

It’s not like I had any real obligation to help them, but I didn’t have anything better to do, so I decided to heal both of ’em.

Simply using Healing Magic like normal wouldn’t have done the trick, so I had to use some pretty high-handed methods.

Basically, I put them to sleep, hollowed out their organs, and used Healing Magic to make them generate new ones.

If a doctor from Earth saw that, they’d probably pass out.

But I guess that’s a fantasy world for you.

Still, that move ended up biting me in the butt a little bit.

’Cause starting the next day, a ton of sick and injured people started coming to me for healing.

At this point, I figured there wasn’t much else I could do, so I went ahead and healed every single one of ’em.

And that’s why I’m being worshipped now.

Hrmm.

When I put it that way, this is half my own fault, half the fault of the Goddess religion’s teachings.

But it’s not doing any harm at the moment, so I guess it’s no big deal.

The Demon Lord, who might very well be the real Divine Beast, is still in the Bottom Stratum of the Great Elroe Labyrinth for some reason.

Are you becoming a shut-in? Feel free to just stay there forever, ’kay?

All things considered, it seems like I can relax for a little while at least.

Otherwise, I would’ve hightailed it outta here the second all this craziness started going down.

In fact, as long as the threat of the Demon Lord isn’t hanging over me, this whole being worshipped thing actually isn’t half-bad.

I get a lot of food as offerings, for one thing.

I’ve barely had anything good to eat till now, so to be honest, I’m pretty moved by all this offering business.

Most of it is fruit, but there’s enough variety that I don’t get tired of it.

When I lived in the labyrinth, I never could’ve imagined getting to eat such sweet stuff every day.

This rules!

If possible, I wouldn’t mind eating other dishes besides just fruit, but you won’t catch me looking a gift horse in the mouth.

So the new richness of my diet is definitely the biggest plus, but there’ve been other benefits, too.

Since I’ve been healing all the sick and wounded people who have been throwing themselves at me nonstop, I’ve gotten some titles.

Five, to be exact.

[Rescuer], [Medicine Alchemist], [Saint], [Savior], and [Guardian].


<Rescuer: Acquires skills [Healing Magic LV 1] [Light Magic LV 1]. Acquisition conditions: Acquires a certain number of purification points. Effect: Strengthens effectiveness of healing. Explanation: A title awarded to those who save others.>




<Medicine Alchemist: Acquires skills [Medicine Synthesis LV 1] [Healing Magic LV 1]. Acquisition conditions: Use a certain quantity of medicine. Effect: Strengthens effectiveness of medicine. Explanation: A title awarded to those who use medicine.>




<Saint: Acquires skills [Miracle Magic LV 1] [Holy Light Magic LV 1]. Acquisition conditions: Acquires a certain number of purification points. Effect: Drastically strengthens effectiveness of healing. Explanation: A title awarded to those who save many others.>




<Savior: Acquires skills [Charity] [Hero LV 1]. Acquisition conditions: Acquires a certain number of purification points. Effect: Drastically strengthens capacity for Light attribute. Explanation: A title awarded to those who save countless others.>




<Guardian: Acquires skills [Iron Defense LV 1] [Shieldsmanship LV 1]. Acquisition conditions: Protect a certain number of people. Effect: Greatly increases defense and resistance abilities. Explanation: A title awarded to those who protect others.>



I got Medicine Alchemist by using Medicine Synthesis in conjunction with Healing Magic.

Although by the time I got it, my Medicine Synthesis and Healing Magic skills were both maxed out already, so I didn’t exactly gain much.

I don’t really understand why I got Guardian, to be honest.

Maybe it’s because I protected the town from the robbers, or I protected the people from illness, or something like that.

Iron Defense increases my defense ability, so that’s pretty handy.

And Shieldsmanship increases the strength of my shield and my ability to use it, when I have a shield equipped.

But, uh…y’know?

Me, equip a shield?

Is it even possible for me to equip weapons and armor?

Okay, this skill is useless. Cool.

Anyway, so Rescuer, Saint, and Savior are all acquired by getting something called purification points.

Basically, you build them up by doing good deeds or whatever.

I’ve been doing a whole lot of healing for super-sick and injured people, mostly by using my crazy-high magic stats to brute-force everything. That explains how I got all these points.

Each of these titles also increases the effectiveness of my healing, making me even better at it, so that’s nice.

Heal people, get a title, improve my healing, and heal some more.

I basically got caught up in a nice endless healing cycle.

The new skills I got from these titles are Light Magic, Miracle Magic, Holy Light Magic, Hero, and Charity.

As the name suggests, Light Magic manipulates light.

Holy Light Magic is an advanced form of Light Magic.

Miracle Magic is a fancier version of Recovery Magic, so I don’t know why I didn’t get it when I maxed out Healing Magic.

It lives up to its name with crazy-powerful healing that lets me heal pretty much anything that isn’t dead.

Then there’s the Hero skill.

It seems to form a pair with the Demon Lord skill. Just like that skill, it multiplies all my stats by one hundred times its skill level, as well as increasing my resistances.

Um, am I really allowed to have the Hero skill when I already have the Demon Lord skill?

They’re not going to repel each other and make me explode from the inside or anything, are they?

Or is it the kind of thing where the hero and demon lord are strongest when they combine their strength or whatever?

In that case, might as well go for it.

But nothing has happened so far, so it’s probably fine.

Light Magic, Holy Light Magic, Miracle Magic, and Hero.

That’s a lot of goody-goody-sounding skills for a spider.

Pretty surreal, huh?

And the Charity skill is the straw that breaks the spider’s back.

It’s another super-broken skill like Perseverance.

Why would a title give me such a crazy-broken skill?

Doesn’t that seem weird to you?

And naturally, I acquired the Ruler of Charity title, too.

That makes six ruler titles altogether.

At this point, I kinda just have to laugh.

Effect: Increases MP, magic, and resistance stats + correction to support skill proficiencies. Grants ruling class privileges. Description: A title granted to one who has conquered charity.>



Are you serious?!

Miracle Magic got maxed out in one go.

And the effect of Charity is pretty wild, too.

It doesn’t do me much good, since I’m a total loner, but if the general of an army got this or something, presto! You’d have an invulnerable army on your hands.

Unfortunately, since I’m an outcast, it’s pretty much wasted on me.

Although I guess I might be able to use it if those eggs I laid in the Great Elroe Labyrinth the other day hatch successfully.

My newfound life as an object of worship continues, but it’s becoming a bit of a problem.

Making contact with people is scary.

I did mention I was a loner, remember?

I was an outcast in my previous life, and all the more so in this one so far!

That’s just how I am!

Seriously, though, I’ve never been very good at communicating with others.

I spent most of my time alone, and when people did try to talk to me, I ended up not responding because I didn’t know what to say.

I got bullied, too, probably for that same reason.

One particular girl who always stood out in class would hide my stuff and say mean things to me and so on.

It was rather mild bullying, so it didn’t really bother me that much anyway.

Most of the time, it consisted of her coming up to me, saying something mean, and walking away.

Can you even really call that bullying?

I’m not sure, but I know I was pretty alienated in class.

I hardly ever held a conversation with anyone else.

Now all I have to do is get Telepathy, and I can use it to send my thoughts and statements to people.

Then I can hopefully gain some recognition as an intelligent creature, not just a monster to be fought.

If we can hold a conversation, I might be able to find new ways of getting along with people.

Aside from the major problem that is the Demon Lord, I might even be able to live side by side with human society.

Yet I can’t quite take the plunge, because I’m too afraid of interacting with others.

How do you hold a conversation, anyway?!

Do you just start with talking about the weather?!

What comes next?!

I can easily imagine myself saying, “Nice weather we’re having, huh?” and then drowning in a pool of my own sweat because I can’t think of anything else to say, y’know?!

What are people gonna think if a spider starts talking to them about the weather and then freezes up?!

I’m pretty sure that would scare anybody!

I know I wouldn’t wanna be near someone like that!

Even now, when I don’t have to say anything, it still scares me if people come anywhere near me!

Outcasts get scared when there are lots of people around, you know!

As it is, with people coming up to plead for healing and stuff, I probably would’ve left this place immediately if the lord guy hadn’t forbidden people from entering the forest!

He probably wanted to forbid people from coming anywhere near me, but since the whole town’s crazy about their “local god” right now, he must’ve given up on that.

Still, I gotta thank you, Mr. Mayor.

At least I can flee into the woods if I need to get away from people.

They don’t know how crazy it is that they’re able to make someone like me run away.

But that does leave me with a problem. Am I gonna have to start socializing with humans even more than this?

Nope, not happening, thank you very much!

No, for now I’ll just keep things the way things are.

It’s hard to get people to understand each other, after all.
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By the time Fei drops us off at the border where the barrier used to be, the elves and the imperial army are already clashing.

The elf army is making full use of the forest, using the trees as shields and footholds while they shoot at the enemy from a distance with magic and arrows.

The imperial army, on the other hand, is being slowed down by the countless roots protruding from the ground, along with their own heavy armor.

At a glance, it looks like the elves have the upper hand.

Still, that won’t stop the imperial army.

Not unless I defeat the person standing in front of me right now.

“Well, well, well. You’re here, too, huh?”

Hugo smirks unpleasantly.

“Yeah. To defeat you.”

“Ha! That’s hilarious! You, defeat me? Like that’s ever gonna happen!!”

Waves of pressure roll off Hugo, as if he’s trying to dominate the entire area.

“Is Yuri all right?”

Daring to ignore him for a moment, I look over Hugo’s shoulder instead.

Yuri is lying on the ground, losing a frightening amount of blood.

As I speak, I sense Ms. Oka trembling behind me.

Judging by this situation, she must be the one who brought down Yuri.

“We’re healing her right now, so she won’t die, at least,” Sophia replies smoothly.

A boy I’ve never seen before is treating Yuri.

“Wald, be a dear and carry her somewhere safe when you’re done healing her, will you?”

“…All right.”

The boy called Wald looks disgruntled but appears to give in and nods.

“Do you really think we’ll just let you take her away?” I demand.

“Oh? Would you rather just leave an unconscious girl here on the battlefield, then? It’s all the same to me, really.”

I don’t have a good answer for that.

If we leave Yuri lying on the battlefield, she’s bound to get hurt.

“Hey, don’t ignore me!”

Hugo cuts in between Sophia and me.

“Hey, Natsume. Been a while, huh?”

Tagawa calls out casually, ignoring Hugo’s fury.

“Hunh? Who’re you?”

“C’mon, it’s me. Kunihiko Tagawa.”

Hugo looks oddly perplexed.

“Kunihiko Tagawa…Kunihiko Tagawa. Tagawa?”

It must have hit Hyrince first, then followed through to hit Katia and me seconds later.

Katia hasn’t managed to get up yet, and her rapier lies in pieces on the ground.

Because Hyrince’s shield has crashed against her sword.

A shield throw.

Hyrince’s shield isn’t just armor. It’s also an excellent weapon.

The weight of the shield alone makes it a superb blunt weapon, and when it’s thrown, it’s like a cannon.

Hyrince’s shield strikes just as Sophia is trying to regain her stance after blocking Ms. Oka’s arrow.

Even she can’t handle the impact, and the broadsword in her hand goes flying backward.

Now that she’s completely off balance, I swing my sword down toward Sophia’s body.

Everyone else’s morale is super-high.

Well, nothing to do with me, that’s for sure.

Yep. I’ve definitely got nothing to do with it.

I haven’t heard anyone talking about beating down those bastards who tried to steal their Divine Beast or anything like that.

Nope, definitely not.

Ugh. Unreal.

I’m not one to go around telling people when they can or can’t have a war, but if I’m being used in the process, that kinda makes me mad.

Hmm. How am I gonna vent this anger?

If I leave the area of the town, the elves might try to pull something, but I’ll cross that bridge when I come to it.

Aside from the unique opponent I’m dealing with right now, it has been quite a long time since I struggled this much in a direct confrontation.

“I am…satisfied.”

The light fades from Gakia’s eyes.

His long life has finally come to an end.

I gaze at Gakia’s fallen remains.

I didn’t have any particular attachment to him.

However, knowing that one of the ancient dragons has perished, I feel a sentiment that’s hard to describe.

It’s all the more painful because it was by my own hand.

I shake free of the pointless emotion.

There is still something that I must do.

I must consume Gakia’s remains, as well as the remains of the other earth dragons.

Because the battle took us all over the Bottom Stratum, the remains of those dragons who fell along the way are scattered in various places.

Troublesome though it might be, I must go retrieve and eat them.

It goes against my principles to leave leftovers behind.

Wait.

That’s strange.

Have I always had such a principle?

Hmm…?

Well, it’s fine.

No.

This is not fine.

This is not fine at all.

My thoughts are diverging more and more from my original self.

I feel that something is mixed in with my soul.

It’s the individual eating away at my soul, the same thing I felt before this battle began.

It seems to have advanced significantly during the battle.

And yet, something feels different.

Before I started fighting the earth dragons, it felt as if I was being attacked, but now it feels more like we’re melding together.

We’re becoming one.

I cannot tell if that is a good thing or not.

But in the process, memories of what the unique individual is have merged into my consciousness.

A reincarnation, another world, and its life thus far in this one.

It’s only bits and pieces, but now I understand how and why the individual attacked the queen.

Although that does not mean I have any intention of forgiving it.

I do not really understand my own condition at the moment.

I am me, and yet a part of me is not, making me question whether I am really myself at all.

It is not a good feeling.

However, I am still functioning as myself without any issue.

At this point, I cannot tell whether I am succeeding in preserving my own self or not.

And yet, I do not feel too uneasy.

The only thought I can summon is a lighthearted “Well, it’ll work out, I bet.”

Perhaps even my personality has been changed by the spiritual assault now.

I may simply feel like myself still, when in reality I have already been all but devoured.

To be honest, the part of me that believes everything will be fine…frightens me.

But obsessing over it will do me no good.

Clearly, not eating the earth dragons is not an option for me now.

I am indeed hungry anyway, and considering the effects of Gluttony, it would no doubt be best to eat them regardless.

Then there is no reason to hesitate.

“Time to eat.”

“It certainly is not.”

Someone responds to my soliloquy.

Turning around, I see Gülie there, looking troubled.

The dark man some call “Black,” the administrator Güliedistodiez.

One of the gods who control this world’s system.

“Which one are you right now?” he asks shortly.

I think for a moment before I respond. “Which one do I seem like to you?”

I’m answering a question with a question, but I have no choice.

Because I myself don’t know the answer to what he asked me.

“Both and neither at once. You have blended together such that I can no longer say whether you are one or the other. Though your consciousness appears to be closer to Ariel.”

“Aw, man, you think so?”

I scratch my head with a grin.

I had figured as much, but when someone else points it out, I can’t help thinking, Oh wow, yeah.

“Your tone more closely resembles the other, however.”

“Yep. While I’m at it, I think my thoughts are leaning that way, too.”

Otherwise I doubt I could be so optimistic.

The old me was cautious, even cowardly.

The fact that I am experiencing the process of no longer being myself and still simply enduring it is good proof of that.

“What do you intend to do now, then?”

“I don’t know.”

I really don’t.

Now that our souls have become so intermingled, it would likely be too late even if I destroyed the other’s real body now.

And the biggest issue is that I still have no idea how to defeat that body anyway.

It somehow revives itself even if I kill it, and since it has Teleport, it wouldn’t be terribly easy to catch it in the first place.

The only reason I was able to catch it before is that I was lucky, and that the main body is a fool.

I can’t catch it by chasing it around, and even if I did, I can’t truly kill it.

Even if I could, I do not think I could return to my old self.

I don’t even know if the corrosion would stop.

I’m beset on all sides.

“Honestly, I’ve pretty much lost already. It’s a fifty-fifty chance whether I’ll retain my sense of self at all, but I don’t know if I can even say that if I’m already not myself anymore. In a sense, the being known as Ariel has already been altered. She may already be gone.”

I would not say that Ariel is dead.

I still retain my feelings and memories as Ariel.

However, my thought process is very different from how it once was.

Given these circumstances, can I really say that I am still me?

It’s a question with no right answer.

“Gülie, what is a reincarnation?”

Putting aside this difficult thought exercise, I instead ask Gülie a question he should know the answer to.

“I suppose the best way to describe them is as guests who have been invited into this world by Administrator D.”

“Invited, eh?”

Something in me resists that knowledge.

All I know of Administrator D is what I have heard from Gülie.

According to him, D is a god with far more power than Gülie.

And now, at a time like this, that god has deliberately welcomed new souls from another world.

Perhaps D was trying to call a new wind into this world, like earth dragon Gakia said.

To change this world’s fate as it careens toward destruction.

“Well, I don’t know what D was thinking, and I don’t care. I’m going to get payback, that’s all.”

I will fight against that individual once more.

That’s all.

“How likely do you think it is that I’ll remain, Gülie?”

“Fifty-fifty, indeed. At this point, even I can no longer separate your souls. Either way, I believe your existence will live on in some form, but I cannot imagine what that form might be.”

“I see.”

“It seems as though even the one grappling with your soul can no longer stop the fusion of its own will. I cannot tell whose thoughts will emerge victorious. You may even be reduced to a different person entirely when the melding is complete.”

I hope that doesn’t happen.

I want to retain as much of myself as possible and resist as much as I can.

“Hmm. Well, allow me to make up for my subordinates causing you trouble. I will send you to that creature’s location.”

At that offer, my jaw hits the floor for a moment.

“Are you sure that’s all right? Even when it clearly has an administrator’s favor?”

“No, it is not all right. D has specifically instructed me not to interfere with the reincarnations. Indirectly or no, D may decide to punish me for putting a reincarnation in a difficult spot.”

It seems that lending me a hand is even more dangerous for Gülie than I realized.

“Then why—?”

Gülie cuts me off. “Nevertheless, I would like to help my old friend’s daughter if I can.”

“Aren’t you acting cool. Can’t you ever show that side to Lady Sariel?”

“Say what you will.”

Gülie begins to form the Teleport spell.

“But come back alive.”

“I’ll be careful.”

Whether I win or lose, I do not know if I will remain myself.

But I must win if I wish to proceed.

Gülie’s Teleport magic activates, sending me to a different place.

When I arrive, I’m at some kind of battlefield.

The strange individual is right before my eyes, wreaking havoc on some humans.

“Sorry to interrupt your fun.”

I apologize frankly for disturbing whatever is going on here.

“I’m going to have to ask you to die now, okay?”

And then I declare war.

Oh, I just realized. I forgot to eat the earth dragons.
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Noooooo!

How did this happen?!

In front of me is my mortal enemy, the Demon Lord.

She’s currently attacking me, in the midst of the swirl of shrieking and destruction that is the battlefield.

There’s no longer any distinction between Sariella and the Ohts Alliance troops. My battle with the Demon Lord has thrown it all into chaos.

Battle?

Yeah, you could call it a battle.

It’s a defensive one for me, but I’m still holding my own.

The first time, I got blown to bits by a single attack, but my stats have gone up ridiculously high since I absorbed Mother’s power.

I’m not going to get utterly annihilated like last time!

Although I still have to be on the defensive!

I release a single Light Magic shot toward the Demon Lord.

She already has Divine Dragon Barrier invoked over the area, so I can’t put together any complicated magic.

That means I can’t teleport, and I’d be hard-pressed to use more powerful attack magic than this, too.

All I can really do are simple one-shot attacks.

And since the Demon Lord’s high resistances can nullify most attributes, those aren’t going to work.

My only hope is the Light series of magic that I acquired when I was doing all that healing near town.

But even if my Light Magic shots hit, they do only one damage, which gets recovered pretty much instantly!

The Demon Lord keeps charging at me, paying no mind to the Light Magic shots hitting her, so I create a wall with Earth Magic to stall her.

Since this magic works on the ground and not an opponent, even Divine Dragon Barrier has a hard time blocking it.

A wall of earth rises up, blocking the Demon Lord’s charge.

But then the wall disappears with a crunching sound.

The Demon Lord keeps moving, visibly chewing something as she goes.

Then she gulps it down, and her SP recovers.

Enough of this already!

No matter what I do or don’t do, it just ends up restoring the Demon Lord’s SP!

The reason for this is the totally broken effect of one of the Demon Lord’s skills, Gluttony.


<Gluttony: n% of the power to reach godhood. Allows the user to eat anything and stock it away as pure energy. In addition, the user will gain the ability to surpass the W system and interfere with the MA field.>




<Ruler of Gluttony: Acquires skills [Fortune LV 1] [Sublimation]. Acquisition conditions: Obtain [Gluttony] skill. Effect: Increases HP, MP, and SP + correction to strength skill proficiencies. Grants ruling class privileges. Description: A title granted to one who has conquered gluttony.>



So basically, the Demon Lord can eat literally anything.

That means earth or anything else that has substance.

No, she can even eat invisible things like magic!

I activate Dragon Barrier to counter the Demon Lord’s Divine Dragon Barrier.

I was hoping this would neutralize the Divine Dragon Barrier somehow so I can use magic properly, but it doesn’t work.

One, my barrier’s not as powerful as the Demon Lord’s, and two, the Demon Lord can eat mine.

She can consume even things that have no physical form and absorb them as her own strength.

Considering that she already has cheat code–tier stats, the addition of this overpowered skill makes her pretty much unbeatable.

I know I can’t figure out any way to do it!

Dammit!

How am I supposed to fight this beast?!

The Demon Lord swings her arm, slamming it into my body.

Guh?!

Some kinda liquid is coming out of my mouth!

That’s blood, you idiot!

I get blown away so fast it’s almost funny and roll along the ground, tangling up with soldiers along the way.

The soldiers caught in my path get shredded into mincemeat.

If my defense was lower, the same thing probably would’ve happened to me, too.

Stats are the best.

But I have no more time to appreciate my own high stats.

Chasing me down as I roll away, the Demon Lord descends from the sky.

I hurriedly avoid her feet as she lands, but the explosion when she hits the ground sends me flying again.

Yeah. She drop-kicked the ground so hard it exploded.

Look, I don’t really get it, either.

Excuse me, Miss Demon Lord, are you sure you’re not in the wrong story?

’Cause to me, it seems like a character from some power creep–ridden shonen manga has made her way into a fantasy story by mistake.

I tumble away from the crater the Demon Lord has made.

The soldiers from both sides are fleeing all over the place, their war basically abandoned.

Seriously, how did this happen?!

Actually, the only reason I’ve survived all the damage I’ve taken is the people around us.

I seem to be gaining experience points for the ones who get killed in the aftershocks.

Thanks to that, I get to level up and fully recover.

I’m sorry, soldiers whose names I don’t even know!

Your deaths are the reason I get to live!

Thank you!

Unfortunately, the molting and recovery from my level-up aren’t perfect.

Since my stats are so high now, it doesn’t fully heal me anymore, and every time my skin molts off, it trips me up for a few seconds.

Besides, there are fewer and fewer people around now, for obvious reasons.

At this rate, my level-up recovery won’t be able to keep up with the damage, and I’ll lose for sure.

I have to find a way to escape before that happens!

“I am your opponent, monster!”

A courageous but very young male voice reaches my ears.

Honestly, I don’t have time to deal with this, but I can’t help glancing over to see who’s speaking.

Then I look again.

Uh, what is a little kid doing here?

It’s an actual child, wearing kinda fancy clothes and looking completely out of place.

He trembles as he stands in front of me, sword in hand.

Huh? What’s going on exactly?

Somebody, please explain!

“Hero?”

Oddly enough, the one who answers my unspoken question is the Demon Lord.

She’s looking directly at the young boy.

Dumbfounded, I Appraise the child.

Sure enough, much to my surprise, the boy really is a hero.
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First a demon lord, now a hero?!

Wait, but is it just me, or are his stats pretty weak?

I guess they’re probably pretty good for a child, but still.

In fact, his stats are way better than most of the soldiers around here.

That’s about it, though.

I guess he doesn’t have many skills yet because he’s still a kid?

Okay, now’s not the time to stand around analyzing this!

What’s the Demon Lord doing?

Huh? She seems kinda wary of the kid hero?

Why?

An awkward three-way standoff ensues, with the kid hero, the Demon Lord, and me all frozen in place.

I don’t know why the Demon Lord’s so nervous about this kid.

Discreetly booting up Professor Wisdom, I do a search for “hero.”


<Hero: As a hidden effect of the title, temporarily grants the ability to defeat a demon lord.>



Ahaaa!

Now, that’s the kinda system loophole I like to see!

The Demon Lord is too wary of this hidden effect to lay a hand on the kid hero!

I don’t think “ability to defeat” necessarily means it’s a guaranteed win, but now I’ve got one card to play against the Demon Lord!

The kid hero’s stats are pathetic even compared to mine, never mind the Demon Lord’s.

However, the Demon Lord is definitely afraid of this weird hidden hero effect.

Can I use that to improve this situation somehow?

As I contemplate how to do that, the standoff continues.

What finally ends it isn’t because of me, the Demon Lord, or even the kid hero.

No, it’s a huge ball of fire falling from the sky.

I don’t know which army caused it, but are they trying to get rid of all three of us at once?!

Of course, that spell’s not gonna make it through the Demon Lord’s Divine Dragon Barrier.

But the kid hero doesn’t know that, so he stares up at the flames in horror.

The Demon Lord takes that opportunity to move.

Specifically, she starts aiming a spell at me.

Crap!

That spell is bad news!

The spell she’s invoking is Abyss Magic.

Magic that destroys even the soul itself.

Abyss Magic is no ordinary attack magic.

It has a hidden effect, too: disintegrating the soul.

It’s the ultimate execution magic, smashing the soul to bits until it can’t be reincarnated again.

If that hits me, even Immortality won’t save me from dying when my soul is destroyed.

But I don’t have enough time to get away.

Steeling myself, I make a life-or-death gamble.

The Demon Lord’s Abyss Magic activates, and something that looks like all the darkness in existence condensed into one spot swoops toward me.

Unable to avoid it, my body is swallowed up inside the darkness and disintegrates without the slightest resistance.
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What do I do?

How can I win against Sophia?

In fact, how can I even damage Sophia?

Is it even possible for me to defeat her?

Still being held up by Hyrince, I rack my brain until Fei’s large wings suddenly block my view of Sophia.

“What’s this? Finally done observing?”

At Sophia’s words, I realize that Fei hasn’t participated at all in the fight so far.

I thought for a moment that she figured her giant dragon form would get in our way, but I guess I was wrong.

“I suppose.”

And there’s no way they don’t realize that.

Still, their eyes are blazing, ready for battle.

“I’m sorry, Fei. I don’t think I can give up after all.”

Inspired by the two of them, I extract myself from Hyrince’s arms and stand.

That’s right.

I knew from the beginning that I couldn’t win.

I’ve known it since we ran away in the capital.

But ever since then, I haven’t been able to let it go.

I can’t help feeling that I have to surpass her somehow.

I don’t see how I can win.

Even so, I have to face her.

That’s just how it is.

I’m sure my brother Julius wouldn’t be running away at a time like this.

Which means I can’t run away, either.

“Oh, all right, then.”

Sensing my determination, Fei assumes a battle posture, too.

Seeing that our group is ready to fight again, Sophia smiles sweetly.

“If you insist. I suppose I’ll play with you a bit lon—”

“There’s no time for that.”

For a moment, I don’t understand what’s happened.

Tagawa starts bleeding and collapses, and Kushitani hits the ground at the same time.

Standing before their now-prostrate figures is a man who wasn’t there moments earlier.

Just figuring out what’s going on takes me several seconds.

And it takes even longer for my brain to fully process the situation.

The man came down from above and cut Tagawa.

Tagawa reacted quickly and blocked him but was cut down along with his dragon-made magic sword.

Near Tagawa’s fallen form, the magic sword lies in two pieces.

After cutting down Tagawa, the man grabbed Kushitani with his other hand and slammed her into the ground.

If I can transplant my Parallel Minds, can’t I transplant myself along with them?

There’s not much difference between transplanting a part or transplanting the whole thing, right?

In which case, if I transplant my whole consciousness, doesn’t that mean I can escape?

So I tried it out, and presto, I’m reborn.

No doubt the Demon Lord’s Abyss Magic has vaporized my original body.

But guess what! My consciousness lives on in a whole different body!

Heh-heh-heh.

Between the Immortality skill and this egg revival technique, my body and soul are both indestructible!

Bwa-ha-ha-ha! It’s impossible to kill me now!

Well, unless I get caught off guard with some Abyss Magic or something. So I better not get too cocky.

Hoo, boy.

I’m lucky that worked when I hadn’t even tested it out. Otherwise, I really would’ve died that time.

Yikes, I don’t even wanna think about it.

So what do I do now?

First, I better see what’s up with my current body.

Right now I’m a newborn baby spider, fresh out of the box.

As a result, this body’s a whole lot smaller than my old one.

I’m talking the size of a tarantula back on Earth, small enough to fit in a human’s palm.

I guess that’s because my old body couldn’t lay giant eggs like Mother.

Physically speaking, it’d be impossible to lay eggs almost as big as yourself.

Even in a world that has magic and stuff, physics doesn’t simply cease to exist.

Consequently, the eggs I laid aren’t much bigger than a chicken’s.

Smaller than ostrich eggs, maybe?

So it makes sense that my body would be around the same size, since it hatched from one of those eggs.

So how are my stats looking, then?

Buh?!

I can’t help sputtering when I look at my stats with Appraisal.

All my stats are at 3.

3.

No ifs, ands, or buts. Just the number 3.

Thankfully, my original stats are still listed as the maximum values, with a note next to my status saying that they’re currently lowered.

Does that mean my stats went down temporarily because I switched bodies?

My skills are still the same, but I definitely can’t do any fighting in this state.

Well, that ain’t good.

How am I even going to obtain food like this?

I do have some supplies in my Spatial Storage via Spatial Magic, but I don’t even have enough MP to activate that.

If I could at least get my max MP back, I could use magic again, but I’m kinda worried that I’ll starve to death before then.

Worst-case scenario, do I eat what’s inside these eggs?

Mother did the same thing, so I guess I could theoretically sacrifice some of my children for my own survival.

We’ll save that for a last resort, though.

And then there’s my other option.

Yes, I do have one.

But I’m pretty sure that would be a serious gamble.

See, the level displayed in my Appraisal results is 50.

And next to that is the indicator that I can evolve.

My next evolutionary step is the one I’ve wanted for so long: arachne.

I really, really wanna evolve.

But when I evolve, it uses up a huge amount of SP.

And know what my current SP is?

You guessed it: 3.

I could easily starve to death in the process of evolving.

Once the evolution is complete, my stats might come back, which would let me use magic to get my supplies out of Spatial Storage, but I don’t know whether this fragile little body can survive evolution in the first place.

So yeah, it’s a gamble.

Hmm. What should I do?

If the evolution succeeds, my stats will probably recover, and all my problems will be solved.

In the Middle Stratum of the Great Elroe Labyrinth after I beat the fire dragon.

The administrator Güliedistodiez.

One of the gods who control this world.

“Th** is * surprise. I *** not expect y** to survi**.”

I still can’t pick it all up completely, but I’ve learned a good amount of this world’s language.

I can fill in the spotty parts with my imagination.

He’s saying that he’s surprised I survived, right?

Ah! That’s right!

The Demon Lord doesn’t have Spatial Magic!

Does that mean she was able to teleport to me because of this guy?!

Which would mean he’s my enemy, too!

“N* need to ** so guarded. I h*ve no **tent**n of h*rming you now.”

Administrator Güliedistodiez— Ugh, too long, let’s just call him Güli-güli.

I don’t sense any hostility from Güli-güli.

As long as he doesn’t intend to kill me, I guess we’re okay for now, right?

“Can you understand me like this?”

Suddenly, I hear a muted voice that seems to beam directly into my head.

It’s kinda like the Divine Voice (temp.).

Oh really?

As a result, the connection I had to the Demon Lord through Mother was also severed, meaning that the Parallel Mind who was dispatched to the Demon Lord can no longer return to me.

I can’t even contact former body brain. She’s totally isolated.

I had no idea what happened to former body brain after that, but if what Güli-güli’s saying is true, she’s been fighting valiantly against the Demon Lord on her own all this time.

Unbelievable.

I’d just assumed the Demon Lord was chasing me to get revenge for me killing Mother, but she must have been trying to kill me because my former body brain has been attacking her this whole time!

Which means this is all your fault, former body brain!

Oops, rein it in.

I shouldn’t get too angry at former body brain.

“I can’t.”

It’s true. I really can’t.

Nah, it’s all good.

You gave me some valuable information in the process, so let’s call it even.

Now I have the wonderful little nugget of hope that if I keep running away, former body brain might eventually beat the Demon Lord for me.

“There is one more thing I would ask of you.”

Hrm? What now?

“I would have you cease your involvement with humans from this point onward. If possible, please live somewhere quietly in secret from now on.”

Conversely, skills that affect things outside my body like thread and magic won’t work.

So Potimas’s mystery barrier isn’t perfect.

Maybe everything in the air that the barrier covers is affected, but inside the body, the barrier can’t reach.

Or something like that anyway.

And from the looks of things, my stats aren’t completely gone, either.

Otherwise, someone who was always as unathletic as I was wouldn’t be able to avoid this elf’s crazy-fast attacks.

But what exactly is going on?

It’s like I can feel my stats trying to strengthen my physical abilities, but the effect of the barrier is slowing them down.

And stat-increasing skills like Battle Divinity and Magic Divinity get snuffed out the second I activate them.

If I try to Appraise my own stats, I get an error that prevents me from figuring out the exact numbers.

But going on my intuition alone, I feel like I’m about a tenth slower than usual.

So my other stats are probably in a similar state, right?

Maybe, but it’s not that simple.

First of all, my defense is looking bad.

To be honest, it doesn’t seem any better than an ordinary human’s right now.

I mean, getting grazed by Potimas’s attack was enough to cut my skin, and just moving quickly is doing damage to my feet.

My body can’t handle my movements.

I’m guessing this difference is because my defense isn’t working on my skin.

The speed stat strengthens my muscles inside my body, so I think that’s why the barrier isn’t affecting it as much.

But defense mainly works on my outer skin, which is making contact with the air.

And by that, I mean it’s basically making contact with the barrier.

That’s why my defense is down so much.

Maybe on the inside my defense is working about as well as my speed, but on my skin it’s no better than a normal person’s.

Getting caught by a direct hit from one of Potimas’s attacks in this state definitely means I’ll take a lot of damage.

If there’s one bright side to all this, it’s that Potimas himself can’t use skills and magic and stuff, either.

That’s why he’s attacking me physically like this.

I can’t use my magic and thread and stuff, either, so physical attacks are my only option, too.

This’ll be my first purely physical fight since I was reborn, won’t it?

I’ve been depending on magic from the moment I could use it, and before then I relied on my thread, Poison Fang, and Poison Synthesis.

I’ve never fought a purely physical battle with no thread or magic before.

I can’t believe I’m getting into a fistfight right after evolving into an arachne.

No, I guess maybe it’s a good thing I evolved into this first.

Before I evolved, my only physical attack options were my scythes and my teeth.

But now I can also do punches and head butts and stuff!

…Is it just me, or am I better off sticking with the scythes and the biting?

Since my stats are so low right now, I kinda don’t think punching him with these scrawny-looking arms would do very much.

All right. Let’s just stick with the scythes as my basic attack.

I can always use punching as a feint or whatever.

So I dodge Potimas’s latest punch like a champ, then counter by whipping a scythe up at his exposed chest.

Boom! One hit for me!

A grating metallic clang echoes as my scythe tears through Potimas’s body.

…Sorry, that was a lie.

It doesn’t tear through anything.

In fact, my scythe blade is what ends up getting damaged.

Because my lowered stats reduce the strength of my scythe and because Potimas’s body is just that hard.

Wait a minute, what?!

Why was there a metallic sound when I hit what should’ve been his flesh?!

It was like, CLANG!! And loud enough to make your hair stand on end!

Is your body made of steel or what?!

Nah, I’m just kidding. He’s probably wearing some metal armor under his stupid clothes.

It doesn’t look very thick, so I guess it must be made from pretty strong metal.

When I turn to face the elf again, I see that his clothes have been ripped open across his torso.

Through the tear, I can see a glimpse of his skin.

Hmm? Wait, skin?

Why is there skin under there and not metal armor?

Looking more closely, I notice there’s a cut in his skin, too, and underneath that skin I see a metallic glint.

Huh? Metal under his skin?

Does that mean the inside of his body is made out of metal?

I guess I wasn’t kidding!

This guy’s body is seriously made of metal?!

What’s going on here?!

Are you a damn robot?!

Come on, what the hell is this dude?!

While I’m busy freaking out about Potimas’s weird body, he presses the attack.

Completely disregarding the cut across his chest.

He quickly closes the distance between us, and this time he swings an open hand at me in an attempted grab.

He must have figured that if I’m going to dodge and counter his punches and kicks, he should do something that stops me from moving.

I dodge away from his hand and keep moving backward.

I’ve never experienced close-quarters combat like this before.

If he pulls me into a sleeper hold or something, I won’t be able to get away.

All I know how to do are simple punches and cuts with my scythe, stuff like that.

I’m sure any professional fighter would say that my stance is all wrong or whatever.

My only hope is to keep fleeing on foot from Potimas’s attacks while getting in counterattacks when I have a chance.

Potimas and I are locked in a fast-paced dance around the small, restricted space of the mansion entrance.

Mera clutches the baby bloodsucker to his chest, crouching in a corner to keep her from getting caught in the rumble.

Since we don’t seem to be getting anywhere, I grab a vase from a random shelf and fling it at Potimas.

The expensive-looking vase flies right at Potimas.

Flowers and water scatter through the air as it smashes to pieces against the elf’s face.

Sorry about that. I’ll pay for it later—or I would, but I have no money.

I’m very, very sorry.

As I silently apologize to Mera in my heart, Potimas charges at me again, heedless of the vase shards everywhere.

Shit!

I should’ve known a vase wouldn’t damage this freak!

I’m still in my vase-throwing pose.

I tossed it in the hopes of catching Potimas off guard, but now it’s put me in a pinch instead.

As the frightening elf bears down on me, I force my legs to move and evade!

The recoil pitches my human upper body forward, but it’s better than letting him catch me.

Okay, it damaged my back, so that sucks.

But Suffering Nullification makes that easy enough to bear.

Heh-heh.

I’m sure a human would’ve had trouble recovering from a throwing pose so quickly, but I, a great arachne, have eight wonderful legs!

I can split roles among the legs that stepped forward for my pitch and the ones that are now carrying me away.

Not like some two-legged loser!

But Potimas doesn’t slow down, intent on catching up to me anyway.

He’s not just trying to grab me. He intends to tackle me!

As he pitches forward like a quarterback, I hastily jump to avoid him!

I fly over his head like an Olympic vaulter, swiping at him with my scythe while I’m at it.

Behind me, Potimas loses his balance and hits the floor with a thud as I make a perfect landing.

Ten points!

No time to sing my own praises, though. I quickly swivel around to keep my eyes on Potimas.

He’s back on his feet in a matter of seconds, glaring at me.

There’s a huge slash across the top of his head, through which a metal skull is clearly visible.

He looks like a certain murderous robot from the future. You know the one.

Dun-dun-dun!

So you’re really, truly, actually a robot, huh?

That’s a robot, all right. We got a live one here!

I mean, come on!

Are you kidding me?!

What happened to elves treasuring the blessings of nature and all that crap?!

Why are they an ultra-technologically advanced super-civilization now?!

I thought this was a fantasy world!

Since when were there sci-fi elements, huh?!

Don’t change the world-building on me now!

I know I’m making a lot of jokes about this, but even in the calmer part of my brain, an alarm is going off.

It tells me this thing shouldn’t exist in this world.

The system doesn’t allow it.

Because it’s that kind of mechanical technology that brought this world to the brink of collapse in the first place.

World-destroying technology like that shouldn’t still exist here.

Yet this guy is using it without a care in the world.

He must be out of his mind.

No sane person would use something like that in this world.

Now I really feel like I have to stop this guy, and not just for the sake of my immediate survival.

But my attacks don’t work on that steel body of his.

He’s not landing any hits on me, either, but it’s taking everything I’ve got to avoid him.

I could slip up at any moment.

“You are more persistent than I expected. How irritating. I did not want to use this, but you leave me no choice.”

Instead, Potimas changes the game.

His right arm falls away with a metallic clank.

What emerges instead is unquestionably the barrel of a gun.

Excuuuuuuse me?!

How far are you gonna take this genre-bending thing, exactly?!

Wait, I’m in trouble here!

I hastily kick off the floor and run along the wall.

Bullets follow close behind me, leaving a trail of holes.

Sure. If you can’t use magic, just use something physical, like guns.

I get that, but come on!

This doesn’t seem fair!

I dash along the wall, avoiding the machine gun–like rain of bullets.

Soon I angle upward, reaching the ceiling.

I keep running upside down in an effort to avoid the gunfire.

It’s not really working, though!

No matter how fast I move, I can’t completely dodge an endless rain of bullets in this weakened state!

Several bullets pierce my body, tearing through skin and flesh.

Thanks to Suffering Nullification, there’s no pain, but I can still feel the sensation of foreign objects entering my body.

This calls for desperate measures!

I reach the point of the ceiling directly above Potimas.

Then I let myself fall.

As I plummet straight toward him, Potimas concentrates his fire on my human head.

Bullets burst through it, ripping my head to shreds.

You fool!

Yes, that is my real head!

But I still have another one where that came from!

Even if you shoot my human brain to bits, I’ve still got my spider brain.

As long as one of the two remains, I can still function just fine!

Perhaps alarmed by the fact that I’m still moving after evidently losing my head, Potimas’s expression turns sour.

I decide to fix that for him with a nice gravity-boosted punch to the face.

Since I used my full strength with no regard for the likelihood of breaking my arm, Potimas’s face crumples inward, his neck twisting at an unnatural angle.

The impact sends him spinning like something out of an action movie, crashing into the wall.

Meanwhile, bullets keep spraying out of his right arm, scattering in all directions.

I quickly check to make sure the baby bloodsucker and Mera are all right. They don’t seem to have been hit.

Potimas slumps down, still pointlessly firing bullets into the floor.

Then the sound stops abruptly.

Is he out of bullets?

I guess he didn’t want to use it because he had limited ammo.

More importantly, is he dead?

As I hesitate for a moment, wondering whether to attack, Potimas snaps back to his feet.

His neck is still twisted at a frightening angle.

He smacks the side of his head with his left hand, forcing it back into place with a nasty cracking sound.

I know I’m one to talk, but that’s pretty damn creepy.

Still, this is bad.

I lost the use of my right arm and one of my heads in that last attack.

And my automatic regeneration isn’t working.

I probably won’t recover unless I can get rid of that barrier.

My opponent, on the other hand, barely looks damaged at all.

He seems to be out of bullets, at least, but that came at a high cost for me.

I’m out of my league.

This could be serious.

If I die here, the barrier might prevent Immortality from working.

That leaves egg revival as my last option, but all my eggs just hatched.

I don’t know if I can transplant myself into a baby who’s already hatched, since I’ve never tried.

For that matter, I don’t know if I could even do that from inside this barrier in the first place.

If I get killed now, that might actually be the end.

I charged in here on a whim, and now I might be facing my doom. How bad can my luck get?

Should I have just forgotten about the baby bloodsucker and not gotten involved in the first place?

Argh, there’s no point thinking about this now!

It’s too late for regrets.

I gotta figure out how to deal with this situation.

“Hmm. You’re quite dangerous. If I do not deal with you now, I suspect it will cause no small amount of trouble in the future. I shall make this place your grave.”

Wooow. He’s officially declared that he intends to exterminate me.

Thanks but no thanks.

It doesn’t seem like this guy plans on letting me get away, then.

If I want to make it out of here alive, I have to defeat him somehow.
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Both of us assume fighting stances.

Isn’t there anything I can do here?

Since this jerk is literally made of steel, it’ll be tough to do much physical damage to him.

If I want to do that, I have to use outside forces like I did with gravity earlier and be prepared to damage my own body in the process.

With my defense lowered like this, my body can’t even handle the recoil of my own attacks.

All he has to do is attack without worrying about defense. Meanwhile, I can barely deal him any damage and end up hurting myself in the process.

At this rate, I’m going to lose.

I have to find a way to turn things around.

My thread doesn’t work in here.

The cloth I made to cover up my chest earlier hasn’t disappeared, though, so it looks like thread made outside the barrier in advance is all right.

But I can’t create any new thread.

All I’ve got is the cloth wrapped around my chest.

And I can’t use Thread Control to move that, so it’s not useful as anything but armor.

Thanks to the barrier, it doesn’t even seem to provide any defense.

Thread is part of my very nature as a spider, and the barrier prevents me from using it.

All I’ve got left is what essentially amounts to a slightly pretty, white scrap of fabric.

Useless.

I can’t use magic, either.

It evaporates before I can even put a spell together, never mind activate it.

What’s left? Evil Eyes?

But they’re not much different from magic, so I doubt those will work, either.

Potimas points his right-arm-turned-gun at me, even though he should be out of bullets.

Instead, the muzzle glows and shoots out a bullet of light.

Yikes!

Good thing my gut told me to dodge anyway!

I probably would’ve been blown into atomic particles if that hit me!

It totally blew up the wall behind me!

Wait, what even is that thing?

Since the barrier’s still active, it can’t be a magic attack. Is it a plasma bullet or something?

Potimas fires another one of the mysterious light-ball things.

Thanks to the few seconds between the time the muzzle glows and when it actually fires, I manage to dodge it again.

Unlike the bullets he was using before, he doesn’t seem to be able to use these rapid-fire.

If he could, I wouldn’t be able to dodge them all.

After I avoid the second shot, Potimas changes tactics.

He starts closing the distance between us, still pointing the gun at me.

I guess if you can’t hit something, the logical next step is to do it up close and personal.

We both already know that I can’t break through Potimas’s defenses.

I don’t have any long-distance attack methods right now, but since he has nothing to fear from my short-range attacks, either, this guy can fight me at whatever distance he wants.

He keeps getting closer, trying to land a one-hit kill shot that I can’t avoid.

It’s a very simple plan and a very dangerous one.

He’s looking to clinch his victory.

And all I can do is keep running away.

I have no choice but to avoid letting him get too close.

Without any means of turning things around, my frustration starts to build, not to mention panic.

I feel like I’m nearing death with every passing second.

Shit.

In that moment of fear, I move a fraction of a second too slowly.

Potimas seizes that moment, his gun muzzle glowing.

It comes after me faster than I can dodge.

It’s no use. I can’t get away in time.

Out of sheer desperation, I use the one thing I haven’t tried, my Evil Eyes.

Jinx Evil Eye, Inert Evil Eye, Repellent Evil Eye, Sealing Evil Eye, Antimagic Evil Eye, and, knowing full well that it might destroy me, Annihilating Evil Eye.

But just as I expected, none of them work.

Except for one.

“What’s this?”

For the first time, a bit of alarm disrupts Potimas’s calm composure.

His right arm suddenly twists around.

The one Evil Eye that activates successfully is Warped Evil Eye.

This Evil Eye can bend space itself, hollowing out whatever happens to occupy the affected area.

In this case, I used it inside Potimas’s right arm.

That’s right. Inside his body.

The barrier doesn’t have any effect inside my body.

So it shouldn’t affect the inside of Potimas’s body, either.

In that case, if I have a way of attacking the inside of his body directly, I can use it without the barrier stopping me!

Warped Evil Eye attacks space, regardless of what occupies it.

So it can target the interior of Potimas’s body no problem.

Talk about a twist, both figuratively and literally!

Just goes to show you should always give something a try, even if you don’t think it’ll work.

Now that I know I have a chance at winning, I activate Warped Evil Eye again, this time aimed at the inside of Potimas’s head.

“Tch!”

But before I can hollow out that metal head of his, he takes evasive action.

Warped Evil Eye attacks a space not a target.

In other words, it’s easy to avoid if you just get away from that space.

On top of that, the harder the substance inside the space is, the more time and energy it takes to twist it.

If I want to hollow out any part of Potimas’s steel body, it’s going to take quite a bit of time.

And in that time, Potimas can easily dodge.

I was able to do it to his arm earlier only because he was distracted and preparing to fire it at me.

Now that he knows I have a means of hurting him, he’ll proceed with caution, too.

Unless he makes a serious error, it’s safe to assume that he’ll dodge my Warped Evil Eye.

Still, now our positions are reversed.

In one fell swoop, I gained a weapon that can kill Potimas and also destroyed his means of finishing me off: his right arm.

But when it comes to close combat, Potimas still has the advantage.

It’s anyone’s game.

Potimas seems to recognize that, too, and is watching me intently.

I watch him right back, waiting for a chance to strike with Warped Evil Eye.

The tension heightens, and just as it reaches its peak…

“S’up, guys? Magical Demon Lord Ariel has arrived!”

Something strange comes crashing through the ceiling.

Huh? Okay, um, what?

Are my eyes playing tricks on me, or is the Demon Lord standing right between Potimas and me, striking a ridiculous pose?

Huh? What’s going on here?

Wait, was Miss Demon Lord always this weird?

“Ariel…?”

“Yeah, duh. Need me to go back and do the intro again or what?”

I can’t blame Potimas for being confused.

We were in the middle of a life-or-death struggle, and she just shows up and starts cracking jokes?

Could you get any more awkward?!

“Hmm. It’s unfortunate that I cannot use Appraisal while the barrier is active. Now I have no means of judging whether you are the real Ariel or a fake.”

“C’mon, I’m the real deal. Besides, I don’t wanna hear that from someone who’s using a fake body, y’know.”

“Truly, my ears are burning.”

Potimas and the Demon Lord are totally ignoring me.

Judging by their conversation, that robot body must be a temporary one.

The real Potimas must be somewhere else, using a remote controller or something.

“So hey, Poti, old buddy. What’re you doing here?”

“Hmph,” Potimas responds smoothly. “What, indeed?”

In the next moment, the ground shakes.

“Spit it out.”

The Demon Lord just kicked the ground.

A simple kick, not using skills or magic, and it was still enough to cause a local earthquake.

But that physical change isn’t important right now.

Not compared to the terrifying rage I can suddenly feel from the Demon Lord.

“So you are real, then.”

“Was there any doubt? Now hurry up and spill it.”

The Demon Lord is emitting a terrifying aura now. It’s hard to believe she’s the same person who was goofing around just a minute ago.

Her rage isn’t directed at me, but it still makes it hard to breathe.

Y-yikes.

This is getting a little too scary for me…

Considering how high my Fear Resistance level is, the Demon Lord’s anger shouldn’t be making me feel such immense terror.

Um, excuse me? I don’t really know what’s going on here, and I didn’t wanna fight that guy in the first place, so could I go now, please?

“It appears you have not changed at your core, if nothing else. Though I do not know what strange turn of events has led you to conduct yourself in such a foolhardy manner. I appear to be at a disadvantage here.”

“No kidding. Can you just tell me what you were up to, then? Or would you rather I force it out of you?”

“Neither, thank you very much.”

Potimas recklessly charges the Demon Lord.

“Hmph.”

It happens in an instant.

Her arm lashes out almost carelessly.

That alone is enough to blow Potimas’s body, the body I struggled so hard against, into smithereens.

All that remains is Potimas’s head and a bit of his neck and clavicle.

“So this body is not enough to contend with you, either. This is an unforeseen loss on my part.”

“I’ll be happy to do the same to your real body sooner or later.”

Her voice is dripping with hatred.

I almost wanna ask how she makes herself sound so scary.

“Ha. We shall see about that, little girl.”

In response, the Demon Lord simply crushes Potimas’s head under her foot.

It’s almost anticlimactic.

I mean, I didn’t really know what I was getting into with this little encounter, so my sense of dramatic tension could’ve been higher about it. But still, that guy was freakin’ strong.

One wrong move could’ve gotten me killed for good.

But I don’t feel any sense of victory or even the relief of having survived.

Because now another threat has appeared before my eyes.

She’s even worse than that so-called elf Potimas.

Since he’s been killed, or rather destroyed, the barrier is gone, and I can use magic and skills again.

But I still don’t think I stand a chance of beating the Demon Lord right now.

Maybe I can just sneak on out of here?

“You there. Little Miss Spider.”

Eek!

“Or would you rather I call you by another name? Hiiro Wakaba, perhaps?”

…How does she know that name?

Wait. More importantly, she’s speaking Japanese.

“Anyway, it seems like that little gift you delivered has gotten all mixed up with the rest of me. I am the Demon Lord, Ariel, but I’m also a part of Hiiro Wakaba. I think Ariel is still the dominant one, but I can’t actually tell, myself. See what I mean? My personality’s changed a bunch, right?”

I don’t exactly have a deep friendship with the Demon Lord.

But I can still tell that something’s different about her.

I mean, I don’t think the old Demon Lord would’ve done that whole magical-girl-entrance bit.

“What I’m saying is, because part of me still remembers being your former body brain, I feel kinda weird about trying to kill my old body now,” the Demon Lord continues cheerfully.

“Although, I kinda thought I’d finished you off in that last battle. I mean, my Abyss Magic should’ve literally erased you. So why are you still alive and well? I don’t get it. Killing you the normal way doesn’t work, and killing you in a special way doesn’t work, either. Can you even be killed at all? I mean, seriously. Since you seem to be practically immortal for some reason, I really don’t even wanna fight you anymore. I’m scared, to be honest.”

The Demon Lord? Scared of me?

The being whom I basically consider to be terror incarnate is saying that she’s the one who’s scared of me.

At first I think she must be joking, but her expression is serious, and there really is a hint of fear in her eyes.

Once I was certain no more changes would occur, at least not against my own will, I didn’t have any reason to continue treating White as an enemy.

I guess I was still a little bitter about her killing the queen, her army, my puppets, and so on, but there was nothing to be gained by fighting her anymore.

Besides, for whatever reason, I had a gut feeling that I’d be the one to go down eventually.

So I gave up on trying to defeat White and shifted gears to trying to recruit her instead.

I lost the queen, but I gained the powerhouse who defeated her.

On top of making a dangerous enemy into an ally, this meant I could keep a close eye on her at all times.

It was a bit of a gamble, since she was no less dangerous then, but I didn’t have any other choice.

At the rate things were going, I definitely would’ve gotten killed by White someday.

“You remember what I told you before, right?”

“Who can say? I hardly have the time to memorize every word spoken by a little girl.”

Potimas’s voice echoes through the speaker of the first of the army of machines.

I face down the army with a sneer.

“You think these little toys can stop me? Shouldn’t you have sent the hero after me instead?”

Not that it matters, since White should be on her way to that hero right now.

“A hero is merely the plaything of the administrators. I have no need for such trifles.”

With all this preparation, I have to make sure we succeed, y’know?

“Potimas. I’ll say it again. Today, I’m going to kill the real you.”

“We shall see about that.”

The machine army invokes their barrier.

One that cancels out the very system that governs this world.

But a silly thing like that won’t stop me from stepping forward.
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In the distance, the town is blazing brightly.

Two pairs of eyes gaze at the flames.

They belong to Mera and the baby bloodsucker in his arms.

The baby watches the town where she was born and raised burning to the ground.

Mera, too, swore his loyalty to the baby bloodsucker’s parents.

I have no way of knowing what the two of them are thinking as they watch the town burn.

But I figure I’ll let them keep looking for as long as they need.

The Demon Lord is standing around nearby.

The Demon Lord smiled cheerfully.

But her eyes weren’t mirthful in the least.

I didn’t know what would happen to me if I said no.
