A byproduct of mixing the acid of an acidic slime and the sticky solution of a
sticky slime. A highly water-resistant powder. Flammable. Handle with care.
Contains the magical energy of the slimes.

Personally, | attributed the water-repelling properties of the sticky solution to
this material.

“This came from mixing the excretion of slimes?”

“The magic contained in each material had a reaction when they were
mixed.”



The powder certainly piqued the interest of the god of technology Tekun and
the goddess of academia Fernobelia. Judging by their reaction...

“Not to sidetrack, but is this something even the gods don’t see often?”
“It’s not that... Well, | guess we don’t usually see it in a form like this.”

“It would certainly be a rare material for humans...” Gain said. “l will tell you
that it’s a similar material to magic stones and magic potions. It would take too
long for me to explain anything more.”

This powder was looking to be something a lot more complex than | had
thought. “I'll take my time researching it.”

“I appreciate that motivation, as the goddess of academia. Keep it up.”

“Getting back on track... This powder made me curious about what could
come of mixing the secretions of other slimes, so | tried them out.”

“What else would you do?”
“I can just picture you having so much fun experimenting.”

Kufo and Lulutia seemed to share my sentiment, but | hadn’t shown them my
result yet. | produced the product.






It was a black powder that looked like ground charcoal, but it had no sheen.
The powder was made from the fertilizer of a scavenger slime and the
deodorant slime’s odor-absorbing solution.

“Well, it was kind of tricky. At first | was mixing them outside, in case it made
any poisonous fumes, when it suddenly boiled over and exploded. Wound up
burning just about everything it splattered onto. | did manage to put it out
quickly, though. Basically, it’s a bit like a Molotov—er, an incendiary bomb, that
is. A weapon designed to burn as much surface area as possible. Gave me a
heck of a shock, that’s for sure.”

“I’m surprised you can laugh about it, Ryoma...”
“So am |. Glad you weren’t hurt.”
“I had shields and an evacuation area ready for such emergencies.”

Nothing ventured, nothing gained, as they say. | didn’t have to worry as long
as | took all the necessary safety precautions.

“Anyway, | kept researching the powder, and discovered that it can efficiently
absorb light to release heat.”

| had experimented by dissolving the powder in a glass of water and putting it
in the light. The result varied depending on the light source, but the solution
started boiling and steaming after anywhere from a few seconds to a minute in
sunlight. Within three minutes, all the water evaporated and the powder itself
ignited.

“It produces a decent amount of heat just from sitting in the light, so | think |
can figure out a way to use this on the snow.”

Scattering the powder on the snow would be enough to melt the snow, but
that might lead to fires once the snow melted and eventually evaporated. It
would be much safer to use the standard ground charcoal, which should
produce decent results safely if combined with magic. This new powder,
however, could be a game changer as long as | made sure it was safe.

“Any ideas on those safety measures?” Lulutia asked.

“Yes. You'll have some time if you just want to figure it out by the end of the



season,” Wilieris added, “but you won’t have much time if you want it to be
ready the next snow day.”

In my previous life, especially when | was a
kid, these things called incandescent bulbs were very common.”

Incandescent bulbs emit light (and heat) by conducting electricity through a
filament. The earliest models of the light bulb used charred paper, although by
the time they were mass-produced, charred bamboo was used instead. The
electrified filament produced light and heat. The question was, why didn’t the
filament burn in the bulb? Because it was in a vacuum. Fire required a
combination of fuel, heat, and oxygen to burn. By creating a vacuum inside the
light bulb, it cuts off oxygen from the filament. As a result, the electricity only
caused the filament to emit light and heat without burning.

“| see, so you’re going to cut off its oxygen. Any idea of what you’ll use to do
that?”

“The sticky slimes’ hardening solution. It resists heat and is clear, so I'm
thinking of mixing the powder into it. | already discovered that the black
powder won’t emit heat in a lightless environment created by Dark magic, so
mixing it should be possible. I’'m just concerned that the powder will change its
properties when it’s mixed into a secretion of sticky slime.”

“I don’t think that will be a problem. The water-repellent powder seems very
stable in powder form. | expect that the black powder is stable as well. If you’'re
just going to stir it in, it shouldn’t change or react at all. The same can’t be said
about the other stuff we know well... Cool.”

Chapter 7, Episode 32: Advice from Taylor

In the afternoon, a meeting was held as scheduled in a boardroom within the
Merchants’ Guild with the seven representatives of each relevant department:
the three guildmasters, Dameyer the chief of security in the city, Arnold who
was at the top of the bureaucracy, the leader of the slums Lible, and me.

Two hours were spent on the meeting, leaving me with thirty extra minutes
that | had blocked out for it. | took the opportunity to ask branch manager
Taylor about Sensory Sharing.

“That must be the monster’s vision. A slime’s vision, in your case. I'll call it
vision, even though it’s technically magical detection, but ‘vision’ in the sense
that it is what the monster sees. First of all, you don’t see exactly what a
monster sees through Sensory Sharing. It may sound obvious, but us humans
and our monsters don’t share the same anatomy.”

| hadn’t thought about that. The anatomy of our sensory receptors were
different. Humanoid monsters like goblins were one thing, but | doubted that a
limour bird and | were truly seeing the same things, so to speak.

“Humans and monsters may be looking at the same view, but won’t share the
same vision. Unless...”

“Unless the taming magic converts the vision into something humans can
process?”

“Exactly. The effect of our contract is to enable communication with
monsters. In addition to communicating commands from tamer to monster, it
also communicates the monster’s feelings to the tamer. In the same way,
Sensory Sharing converts visual data from the monster to a form the tamer can
understand. But you, Ryoma, during your experimentation, must have glimpsed
into the true vision of a slime... A world sensed only by magic detection.”

That sounded like my theory that slimes observe their surroundings with
magic was correct!



“I hate to take the wind out of your sails, but if you intend to keep studying
this, you should be aware of something,” Taylor jumped in. “I haven’t heard any
tales of anyone else trying to pull off what you are, so | can’t be certain about
this, but if a human were to attempt to process all of their sensory information
through one single magical sense instead of the usual five senses, it could very
well cause a sensory overload. You did fall ill rather quickly from all the
information the slime was feeding to you, right?”

That made sense, and | appreciated his concern. | promised that | would be
careful during my experiments.

“Good,” he said. “On another matter, | heard you started keeping goblins. You
registered eight, | believe.”

“Yes. | detained goblins robbing my farm, so | contracted them to help with
my work and the slimes.”

“How is it going? Are you getting along with them well?”

“Well... | can communicate with them, although not as smoothly as | do with
the slimes. And | established a clear dynamic when I first detained them, so
they’ve never tried to rebel. You could say we’re getting along well, but...”
There was something on my mind.

“But?”

“They seem different from the goblins I've seen before. They’re very calm,
and we never have any tension. The quieter they are the better, so | haven’t
been too concerned.”

“Hm... How do you mean ‘calm,” exactly? And how do you usually interact
with them?”

“What | want from them is labor, so | have them do all kinds of work. Nothing
too dangerous. I've forbidden them from leaving the mountain or attacking
anyone, but they are free, otherwise. They are also very honest with what they
want. If they find the work engaging or pleasant, they learn it more quickly. |
tried to show them how each task can benefit them.”

When | first taught them how to tend the farm, for example, | used my magic
to rapidly grow the crops so | could show them that their work would lead to a



full meal. They had been nearly naked, but once | showed them that wearing
clothes could keep them warm, they began wearing clothes without me having
to tell them to. They used to eat the crops raw when they were hungry until |
served them a hot meal. After that, they started asking and waiting for hot
meals. | even showed them that using utensils would keep their hands from
getting hot when eating their food, and they had started using them.

“| started ordering them to bathe to keep them clean, and those who liked it
started taking baths twice a day without me telling them to. Once they tasted a
prototype batch of the alcohol | started making recently, some of them started
prepping more alcohol like they were trying to fill an entire mine, all in their
free time... Just two days ago, they came up with the luxurious idea of drinking
in the bath, which made them get wasted there. | told them that alcohol hits
harder when you’re bathing and gave them a stern warning not to do it again.
That’s the only problem I've encountered, | suppose.” As it crossed my mind
that | might have to establish a drinking limit with the goblins, | noticed that
Taylor was looking at me with a kind but pitiful gaze. “I’'m sorry, | got carried
away.”

“That’s all right. It doesn’t sound like you are having any issues that | was
concerned about. You can’t hope for better than to form a good relationship
with peaceful goblins, albeit on the indulgent side.”

Indulgent! That’s what those goblins reminded me of. The videos of animals
at zoos in Japan being described as having lost their feral nature. Domesticated
goblins...didn’t have the same charm as those animals, but the same principles
applied.

“The low population of the goblins is also a factor,” Taylor said, producing a
set of writing utensils to write or draw out his points.
